The fixed and invariable parts are contained in what is called the ORDINARY OF THE MAS*, from pages xv. to xlviii. inclufively ; and the changeable or proper parts, (viz. the INTROITS, COLLECTS, EPISTLES and LESSONS, GRADUAIS and TRACTS^ GOSPELS, OFFERTORIES, SECRETS, COMMUNIONS and POST COMMUNIONS), form the fubfequent contents of the book. The PROPER PREFACES, not being to frequently fubject to change, follow each other in regular fucceuion in the O R D i N A E Y . The Ecclefiaftical Year, with refpeft to the Sundays and Moveable Feails, commences with the FIRST SUNDAY of ADVENT, and clofes with the LAST after PENTECOST; and with regard to the Festivals of the Saints, from the Feaft of St. ANDREW, the 30th of November, to the Eve of the fame Feftival the year folio wiog, inclufively. In order therefore to find out the PROPFR MASS of the day, look for that day of the month in the Calendar, oppofite to which may be fecn a reference to the page wherein it is contained ; and if a Double fliould fall on\ Sunday, then the Mafs thereof takes place of the Mafs of the Sunday, except it be a Sunday of the FIRST CLASS, viz. the firit Suuday of ADVENT or LENT, or PASSION, PALM, EASTER, WHIT, and TRINITY SUNDAYS ; and the Sundays of the SECOND CLASS, which cannot be fuperfeded, except by Doubles ot the FIRST CLASS, are the ii iii. and iv. ut ADVENT, SEPTUACESIMA, SKXAGESIMA, and QuiNQUAGESiMA,as alfo the ii. iii. and iv. of LENT* It mull however be remarked, that the Gofpels for Sundays thus fuptrieded by Doubles are never omitted, but are recited (instead' of St. JOHN'S GOSPEL) at the £>D «f MASS ; aad all'o that a Commemoration ot" the SuaA

But as it fometimes happens that a Double is transferred to a future vacant day, on account of the Oclavt of fome feftival of higher rank intervening, the diffi. culty^of finding fuch tranferred feftival may be eafily removed by confulting the Laity's Directory, publifhcd annually, as a guide to the morning, as well as the even* ing fervice of the Church. As references are frequently made to the Common of Saints, commencing at p. 459, from the Proper, beginning with p. 521, and continuing in regular progreiiioa through the feveral months to the end of the Ecclefiaftical Year, the reader will find the Mafles in the former defignatcd by numerical letters, from No. I. to XXI. inclufively; it is therefore to be obferved, that on whatever day of the month these numerical references appear in the General Index, it denotes that the Mafs thereof, having no peculiar proper parts afligned it, is taken entirely from the Common Mafs referred to, but {hcfuld an exception occur it is Hated in a parenthefis. Commemorations are made by the addition of a COLLECT, SECKET and POSTCOMMUNION, to thofe that are proper to the feaft of the day, When therefore the word COLLECT, with an &c. annexed thereto, appears in the Rubrics, it denotes that its Secret and Poflcommunion are alfo comprehended. 'T'HE ceremony of applying afhes, in the form ofacrofs, to the heads of the faithful on this day, is a relick of the ancient difcipline of the Church which at the begin*, ning of Lent, fubjected public and fcandalous fmners to public and canonical penance. The priefl, (having firft heard their confeflion, cloathed them with fackcloth — laid afhes on their heads, and fprinkled them with holy water) recited aloud over them the J'ewn Penitential Pfalms, aiTifted therein by all the clergy lying proftrate on the ground. After the proceflion, in which they walked bare-foot in the penitential drefs above defcribcd, they were turned out of the Church, not to be again admitted to aflift at the facred myitcries, till Maundy-Thurfday. The Church doors were then fhut, and the Mafs of the faithful began,
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    JT4 ASH-WEDNESDAY. Though public penances are not fo frequent as they formerly were, the Council of Trent exprefsly orders them for public crimes, Scfs. xxiv. c 8. de Reform. And the directions given in the Roman Ritual, de Sacram. Penit. are: " Let not the prieft absolve thofe who have given public feandal, till they have made public fatisfaSion, and removed the feandal." We are therefore to perform this holy ceremony with an humble and contrite foul, with a firm refolution of entering upon penitential practices in order to punifh our fins, and to fatisfy for them in a manner that may bear Come proportion to the enormity of our offences. Behold I say to you : lift up your eyes, and see the countries, for they are white already to harvest. And there were two of the ancients of the people appointed judges that year, of whom the Lord said: Iniquity came out from Babylon from the ancient judges, that seemed to govern the people. These men frequented the house of Joakim, and all 'that had any matieis of
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    III. WEEK OF LENT. 183 judgment came to them. And when the people departed away at noon, Susanna went in, and walked in her husband's orchard. And the old men saw her going in every day, and walking : and they were inflamed with lust towards her: and they perverted their own mind, and turned away their eyes, that they might not look unto heaven, nor remember just judgments. So they were both • wounded with the love of her, yet they did not make known their grief one to the other; for they were ashamed to declare to one another their lust, being desirous to have to do with her : and they ' watched carefully every day to see her. And one said to the other; Let us now go home, for it is dinner time. So going out they departed one from another.    And turning back again, they came both to the same place; and asking one another the cause, they acknowledged their lust : and then they agreed together upon a time when they might find her alone. And it fell out, as they watched a fit day, she went in on a time, as yesterday and the day before, with two maids only, and was desirous to wash herself in the orchard ; for it was hot weather. And there was nobody there, but the two old men that had hid themselves and were considering her. She said to the maids; Bring me oil, and washing balls, and shut the doors of the orchard, that I may wash me. And they did as she bade them ; and they shut the doors of the orchard, and went out by a back door to fetch what she had commanded them, and they knew not that the elders were hid within. Now when the maids were gone forth, the two elders arose, and ran to her. and said: Behold the doors of the orchard are shut, and nobody seeth us, and we are in love with thee ; wherefore consent to us, and lie with us. But if thou wilt not, we will bear witness against thee, that a young man was with thee, and there �

Susanna sighed, and said: I am straitened on every side: for if I do this thing, it is death to me; and if I do it not, I shall not escape your hands* But it is better 1br me to fall into your hands with, outdoing it, than to siu in the sight of the Lord. With that Susanna cried out with a loud voice; and the elders also cried out against her. And one of them ran to the door of the orchard, and opened it. So when the servants of the house heard the cry in the orchard, they rushed in by the back door, to see what was the matter. But after the old men had spoken, the servants were greatly ashamed, for never had there been any such word said of Susanna. And on the next day, when the people were come to Joakim her husband, the two elders also came, full of their wicked device against Susanna, to put her to deatn. And they said before the people; Send to Susanna, daughter of Helcias, the wife of Joakim. And they presently sent. And she came with her parents, and children, and all -her kindred, Now Susanna was exceeding delicate, and beautiful to behold. But those wicked men commanded that her face should be uncovered (for she was covered) that so at least they might be satisfied with her beauty. Therefore her friends and all her acquaintance wept. But the two elders, rising up in the midst of the people, laid their hands upon her head. And she weeping looked up to heaven, for her heart had confidence in the Lord. And the elders said : As we walked in the orchard alone, this woman came in with two maids, and shut the doors of the orchard, and ictit away the maids from her. Then a young man that was there hid, came to her, and lay with her, But we that were in the corner of the orchard, seeing this wickedness, ran ap to them, and we saw them lie together. The multitude believed them, as being the elders and judges of the people, and they condemned her to death. Then Susanna cried out with a loud voice, and said: O eternal God, who knowest hidden things, who knowest all things before they come to pass, thou knowest that they have borne false witness against me : and behold [ must die, whereas I have done none of these things, which these men have maliciously forged against me. And the Lord heard her voice. And when she was led to be put to death, the Lord raised up the holy spirit of a young boy, whose name was Daniel : -and he cried out with a loud voice: I am cleat from the blood ot this woman. Then all the people turning towards him, said : What meantth this word that thou hast spoken ? But he standing in the midst of them, said : Are ye so foolish, ye children of Israel, that without examination or knowledge of the truth, ye have condemned a daughter of Israel ? Return to judgment, for they have borne false witness against her. So all the people turned again in haste, and the old men said to him: Come and sit thou down among us, and shew it: seeing God hath given thee the honour of old age. And Daniel said to the people: Separate these two far from one another, and I will examine them. So when they were put asunder oue from the other, he called one of them, and said to him; O thou that art grown old in evil days, now are thy sins come out which thou hast committed before: in judging unjust judgments, oppressing the innocent, and letting the guilty go free, wi. the Lord saith : the innocent and the just thou shalt not kill. The spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak. Again the second time he went, and prayed, saying : My Father, if this chalice may not pas* away, but I must drink it, thy will be done. And he cometh again, and findeth them asleep ; for their eyes wire heavy. And leaving them, he went again ; and he prayed the third time, saying the self same words. Then he cometh to his disciples, and saith to them : Sleep ye now, and take your rest : behold the hour is at hand, and the Son of Man shall be betrayed into the hands of sinners. Rise, let us go: behold he is at hand that will betray me. As he yet spoke, behold Judas, one of the twelve, came, and with him a great multitude with swords and clubs, sent from the chief priests and the and* X 2
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    244 PALM-SUNDAY. ents of the people. And he that betrayed him, gave them a sign, saying: Whomsoever I shall kiss, that is he, hold him fast. And forthwith coming to Jesus, he said:* Hail, Rabbi. And he kissed him. And Jesus said to him: Friend, whereto art thou come ? Tliea they came up and laid hands on Jesus, and held him. And behold one of them that were with Jesus, stretching forth his hand, drew out his sword j and striking the servant of the high priest, cut off his ear. And Peter followed him afar off, even to the court of the high-priest. And going in, he sat with the servants, that he might see the end. And the chief priests and the whole council sought false witness against Jesus, that they might put him to death ; and they found not, whereas many false witnesses had come in. And last of all there came two false witnesses, and they said : This man said, I am able to destroy the temple of God, and afte* three days to rebuild it. And the high-priest rising up, said to him: Answerest thou nothing to the things which these witness against thee ? But Jesus held his peace. And the h gh priest said lo him: J adjure thee by the living God, that thou tell us if

Behold, now ,011 have heard the blasphemy; what think you f3ut they answering, said: He is guilty of death* Then did they spit in his face, and buffet him, and others struck his face with the palms of their hands, saying; Prophesy unto us, O Christ ; who is he that struck thee? But Peter sat without in the court: and there came to him a servant maid, saying : Thou also wast with Jesus the Galilean. But he denied before them a!), saying; 1 know not what thou savest. And as he went out of the gate, another maid saw him, and she saith to them that were there: This man also was with Jesus of Nazareth. And again he denied with an oath : That 1 know not the man. And after a little while they came that stood by, and said to Peter ; Surety thou also art one ot them; for even thy speech doth discover thee. Then he began to curse and swear that he knew not the man. And immediately the co«.k crew. And Peter remembered the words of Jesus winch he had said ; Before the cock crow, thou wilt deny me thrice. And going forth, he wept bitterly. And when morning was come, all the chief priests and ancients of the people took counsel against Jesus, that they might put him to death. And they brought him bound, and delivered him to Pontius Pilate the governor. Then Judas, who betrayed him, seeing that he was condemned, repent, ing himself, brought back the thirty pieces of silver to the chief priests and ancients, saying: I have sinned, in betraying innocent blood. But they said : What is that to us ? look ihou to it. Aud

But the chief priests having taken the pi of silver, said: It is not lawful to put them into the corbona, because it is the price of blood. And after they had consulted together, they bought with them the potter's field, to be a burying place for str«$gers. For this cause that field was called Haceldama, that is, the field of blood, even to this day. Then was fulfilled that which was spoken by Jeremias the prophet, saying: "And they took the thirty pieces of silver, the price of him that was prized, v.'hom they prized of the children of Israel. And they gave them unto the potter's field, as the Lord appointed to me." And Jesus stood before the governor, and the governor asked him, saying: Art them the king of the Jews? Jesus saith to" him; Thou sayest it. And when he was accused by the chief priests and ancients he answered nothing. Then Pilate saith to him: Dost thou not hear how great testimonies they alledge against thee ? And he answered hip to never a word; so that the governor wondered exceedingly. Now upon the solemn day the governor was accustomed to release to the people one prisoner, whom they would. And he had then a. notorious prisoner, that was called Barabbas. They therefore being gathered together, Pilate said: V/hom will you that I release to you, Barabbas, or Jesus that is called Christ ? For he knew that for envy they had delivered him. And as he was sitting in the place of judgment, his wife sent to him, say-, ing: Have thon nothing to do with that just man. For I have suffered many things this day in a dream because of him. But the chief priests and ancients persuaded the people, that they should ask Barabbas, and make Jesus away. And the governor an. swering, said to them : Whether will you of the two to be released uuto you« But they said Barab �
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    PALM-SUNDAY. 247 bas. Pilate iaith to them : What shall I do then wish Jesus that is called Christ ? They say all : Let him be crucified. The governor said to them : \Vhy, what evil hath he done? But they cried out the more, saying: Let him be crucified. And PiKite seeing that he prevailed nothing ; but rather a tumult was made; taking water he washed his hands before the people, saying: I am innocent of the blood of this just man: look you to it. And the whole people answering, said; Mis blood be upon us, and upon our children. Then he released to them Barabbas: and having scourged Jesus, delivered him unto them to be crucified. Then the soldiers of the governor taking Jesus into the hall, gathered  together unto him the whole band ; and stripping him, they put a scarlet cloak about him. And platting a crown oflhorns, they put it upon his head, and a reed in his right hand. And bowing the knee before him, they mocked him, saying : Hail, king of the Jews. And spitting upon him, they took the reed, and struck his head. And after they had mocked him, they took off the cloak from bin), and put on his own garments, and led him away to crucify him. And going out they met a man of Cyrene, named Simon: him they forced to take up t<ie cross. And they came to the place that is called Golgotha, which is the place of Calvary. And they gave him wine to drink mingled vvith gall. And when he hud tasted, he would not drink. Arid after they had crucified him, they divided liis liumients, casting lots: that it might be fulfilled v hith was spoken by the prophet, saying: *• They 1 my garments among them; and upon my vesture they cast lots:" and they sat and watched him. And they put over his head his cause written : THIS is JESUS THE KIKG OF THE JEW?. Then were crucified with him two thieves; one on the right Laud, and one en the left. And they ihat
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    34$ PALM-SUNDAY. passed by blasphemed him, wagging their head?, and saying : V ah, thou that destroyest the temple of God, and in three days dost rebuild it, save thy own self: if thou be the Sou of God, come dowu from the cross. In l?ke manner also the chief priests, with the scribes and ancients, mocking, said; He saved others; himself he cannot save: if he be the king of Israel, let him now come down from the cross, and we will believe him. He trusted in God : let him now deliver him, if he will have him : for rte said: I am the Son of God. And the selfsame thing the thieves also that were crucified with him, reproached htm with.Now from the sixth hour there was darkness over the whole earth, until the ninth hour, And about the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice saying: Eli,Eti, lammasabacthar.i? that is, "my God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me ?" And some that stood there and heard, said : This man calleth Eiias. And immediately one or them running, took a sponge, and filled it with vinegar, and put it on a reed, and gave him to drink. Arid the others said; let us see whether Elias will come and deliver him. And Jesus again crying with a loud voice, yielded up the ghost. *'And behold the veil of the temple was rent in two from the top even to the bottom, and the earth quaked, and the rocks were rent. And the graves were opened ; and many bodies of the saints that had slept arose. . And coming out of the tombs after his resurrection, came into the holy citv and appeared to many. Now the Centurion, and they that wt-re with him watching Jesus, having seen the earthquake and the things that were done, were sore afraid, saying: Indeed this was the Son of God. And there were there many women afar off who had followed Jesus from Galilee, ministering unto him: among whom was Mary Magdalen, and Mary the mother of James * Here all kneel, and pause.
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    PALM-SUNDAY. 149 and Joseph, and the mother of the sons of Zebedee. And when it was evening, there came a certain rich man of Arimathea, named Joseph, who also himself was a disciple of Jesus. He went to Pilate, and asked the body of Jesus. Then Pilate commanded that the body should be delivered. And Joseph taking the body wrapped it up in a clean liaen cloth, and laid it in his own new monument, which he had hewed out in a rock. And he rolled a great stone to the door of the monument, and went his way. And there was there Mary Magdalen, and the other Mary sitting over against the sepulchre. Here the, Priest sayz, Cleanse my heart, &c, p. xx. AND the next day, which followed the day of preparation, the chief priests and the Pharisees came together to Pilate, saying; Sir, we have remembered, that that seducer said, while he was yet alive: Alter three days I will rise again. Command therefore the sepulchre to be guarded until the third day : Itst perhaps his disciples come and steal him away, and say to the people he is risen from the dead ; and the'last error shall be worse than the first. Pilate said to them : You have a guard ; go, guard it us you know. And they departing, made the sepulchre sure, sealing the stone, and setting guards. OFFERT. Ps. But they said : Not on the festival day, lest there should be a tumult among the people. And when he was in Bethania, in the house of Simon the lep^r, and was at meat, there came a woman having an alabaster box of ointment of precious spikenard : and breaking the alabaster box, she poured it out upon his head. Now there were some that had indignation within themselves, and said; Why was this waste of the ointment made? For this ointment might have been sold for more than three hundred pence, and given to the poor. And they murmured against her. But Jesus said : Let her alone, why do you molest her ? She hath wrought a good work upon me. For the poor you have always with you, and whensoever you will, you may do them good ; but me you have not always. She hath done what she could: she is come before-hand to anoint my body for the burial. Amen 1 say to you, wheresoever this gospel shall be preached in the whole world, that also which she hath done shall be told for a memoihl of her. And Judas I^ariot, one of the tuelvr, went to the chief priests, to betray him to them. And they hearing it were glad ; and promised to git'e him money. And he sought how lie might conveniently betrny him. Now on the first day of the uulea\ enoj bread, when they sacrificed the pasch, the disciples say to him: Whither wilt thou that we go and prcpare for thee to eat the pasch ? And he sendt-th two of hi- disciples, and saithtothem: Go ye into the city, and then- ^hall me<-t you a man carrying a pueher of water, follow him: and whithersoever he
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    2$4 TUESDAY IN shall go in, sav to the master of the house : The Master saith: Where is my refectory; that: I may eat the pasch with my disciples ? And he will shew you a large dining room furnished; and there prepare ye for us. * And his disciples went their way, and came into the city : and they found as he had told them, and they prepared the pasch. And when evening was come, he cometh with the twelve. And when they were at table and eating, Jesus saith: Amen I say to you, one of you that eateth with me shall betray rne. But they began to be sorrowful, and to say to him on<4 by one : Is it I? And he said to them: one of the twelve who dippeth his hand in the dish with me. And the Son of Man indeed goeth, as it is written of him; but wo to that man by whom the Son of Man shall be betrayed. It were better for him, if that man had not been born. And whilst they were eating, Jesus took bread ; and blessing, broke, and gave to them, and said : Take ye, this is my body. And having taken the chalice, giving thanks, he gave it to them ; and they all drank of it. And he said to them : This is my blood of the new testament, which shall be shed for many. Amen I say unto you, that I will drink no more of this fruit of the vine, until that day when I shall drink it new in the kingdom of God, And when they had sung a hymn, they went forth to the mount of Olives. And Jesus saith to them : You will all be scandalized in my regard this night; for it is written: " I will strike the shepherd, and the sheep shall be dispersed."    But after [ shall be risen again, 1 will go before you into Galilee. But Peter saith to him : Although all shall be scandalized in thee, yet not I. And Jesus saith to him : Amen I say to thee, to day, even in this night, before the cock crow twice, thou shalt deny me thrice. But he spoke the more vehemently; Although I should die together with thee,

And when he had gone forward a little, he fell flat on the ground; and he prayed that, if it might be, the hour might pass from him. And he said : Abba, Father, all 'things are possible to thee, takeaway this chalice from me; but not what I v\ ill, but what thou wilt. And he cometh, and findeth them sleeping. And he saith to Peter : Simon, sleepest thou ! couldst thou not watch one hour ? Watch ye, and pray, that ye enter not into temptation. The spirit indeed is willing, hut the flesh is weak. And going away again, he prayed, saying the same words. And when he returned he found them again asleep, (for their eyes were heavy) and they knew not what to answer him. And he cometh the third time, and saiih to them » Sleep ye now, u.ul take your rest. It is enough : the hour is come; behold the Son of Man shall be betrayed into the hands of sinners. Rise up, let us go. Behold he that will betray me, is at hand. And while he was yet speaking, cometh Judas Iscariot, one of the twelve, and with him a great multitude with swords and stavesj from the chief priests, and the scribes, and the ancients. And he that betrayed him had given them a sign, saying. Whomsoever I shall kiss, that is he, lay hold on him, and lead him away carefully. And when he was come, immediately going up to him, he saith : Hail, Rabbi : and he kissed him. But they laid bauds on him, and held him. And one of them that stood by, drawing a sword, struck a servant of the chief priest, and cut off his ear. And Jesus answering, said to them: Are you come out

L was daily with you in the temple teaching, and you did not lay hands on me. But, that the scripture may be fulfilled. Then his disciples leaving him, all fled away. And a certain, young man followed him, having a linen cloth cast about his naked body: and they laid hold on him. But he casting off the linen cloth, fled from them naked. And they brought Jesus to the high priest ; and all the priests and the scribes and the ancients were assembled together. And Peter followed him afar off even into the palace of the high priest ; and he sat with the servants at the fire and warmed himself. And the chief priests and all the council sought for evidence against Jesus, that they might put him to death, and they found none. For many bore false witness against him, and their evidence did not agree. And they were glad, and covenanted to give him money. And he promised. And he sought opportunity to betray him in the absence of the multitude. And the day of the unleavened bread cami% on which1 it was necessary that the pasch should be killed. And lie sent Peter and John, saying: Go and prepthe pasch, that we may eat. Rut they said : VVh* r,> wilt thou that we prepare? And he said to them : Uphold, as you go into the city, there shall meet vein a man cam ing a pitcher of water ; follow him e he enu-reth in; and you shsll

And he will shew you a large dining-room furnished; and there prepare. And they going, found as he had said to them, and they made ready the pasch. And when the hour was come, he sat down, and the twelve apostles with him. And he said to them ; With desire I have desired to eat this pasch with you before I suffer. For I say to yon, that from this time I will not eat it, till it be fulfilled in the kingdom of God. And having taken the chalice he gave thanks, and said : Take and divide it among you. For I say to you, that I will not drink of the fruit of the vine, till the kingdom of God come. And taking bread, he gave thanks, and brake, and gave to them, saying: This is my body, which is given to you: do this for a commemoration of me. In like manner the chalice also, after he had supped, say. ing: This is the chalice, the new testament of my blood, which shall be slvad for you. But yet behold, the hand of him that betrayeth me, is with me on the table. And the Son of Man indeed go* eth, according to that which is determined ; but wo to that man by whom he shall be betrayed. And they began to enquire among themselves, which of them it was that should do'this thing And there was also a strife amongst them, which ©f them should seem to be greater, And he said to them : The kings of the Gentiles lord it over them ; and they that have power over them, are called beneficent. A* he was yet speak �
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    266 WEDNESDAY IN ing, behold a multitude: and he that was called Judas, one of the twelve, went before them, and drew near to Jesus to kiss him. And Jesus said to him : Judas, dost thou betray the Son of Man with a kiss? And they that were about him, seeing what would follow, said to him : Lord, shall we strike with the sword ? And one of them struck the servant of the high- priest, and cut off his right ear. But Jesus answering, said : Suffer ye thus far. And when lie had touched his ear, he healed him. And Jesus said to the chief priests and magistates of the temple, and the ancients that were come to him : Are you come out, as it were against a thief, with swords and clubs? When I was daily with you in the ternpie, you did not stretch forth your hands against me : but this is your hour, and the power of darkness. Then they laid hold on him, and led him to the high priest's house : but Peter followed afar off. And when they had kindled a fire in the midst of the hall, and were sitting about it, Peter was in the midst of them. And when a certain servant maid had seen him sitting at the light, and had earnestly looked upon him, she said: This man was also with him. But he denied, saying: Woman, I know him not. And they began to accuse him, saying: We have found this man perverting our nation, and forbidding to give tribute to Caesar, and saying that he is Christ the King. And Pilate asked him, saying ; Art thou the king of the Jews ? And he answered and said : Thou sayest it. Then Pilate said to the chief priests and to the multitude : I find no cause in this man. But they were more earnest, saying: He stirreth up the people, teaching through, out all Judea, beginning from Galilee to this place. And Pilate hearing of Galilee, asked if the man were a Galilean ? And when he understood that he belonged to Herod's jurisdiction, he sent him away to Herod, who himself was also at Jerusalem in those days. And Herod seeing Jesus was very glad, for he was desirous of a long time to see him, because he had heard many things of him j and he hoped to see some miracle wrought by him. And he questioned him with many words. But he answered him nothing. And the chief priests and the scribes stood by, earnestly accusing him. And Herod with his soldiers set him at nought, and mocked him, putting on him a white garment, and Z a

And Herod and Pilate Wf re made friends together that same day ; for before they were enemies to one another. Then Pilate calling together the chief priests, and the magistra es, and the people, said to them: You have brought this man to me as one that perveiteth the people, and behold I, having examined him before you, find no cause in this man touching those things wherein you accuse him. No, nor Herod neither; for 1 sent you to him, and behold, nothing worthy of death is done to him I will chastise him therefore, and release him. Now of necessity he was to release them one upon the feast day. But the whole multitude cried out at once, saying; Away with this man, and release un o us Barabbas; who, for a certain sedition made in the city, and for murder, was cat into prison. And Pilate s.;oke to them again, de iring to release Jesus. But they cried out, saying; Ciuc fy him, crucify him. And he said to them the third time: Why, what evil hath this man done? I iind no cause of death in him ; I will chastise him therefore, and let him go. But they were instant with loud voices requiring that he might be crucified; and their voices prevailed. And Pilate gave sentence that it should be as they required. And he released unto them him, who for murder an^i sedition had been cast into prison, whom they had desired ; but Jesus he delivered up to their will. And as they led him away, they laid hold on one Simon of Cyivne, that was coming out of the conntry ; and thfy laid the cross on him to carry after Jesus. And there followed him a great multitude of people, and of women ; who bewailed and la* memed him. But Jesus turning to them, said ; Daughters of Jerusalem, weep not over me, but weep for yourselves, and for your children. For behold the days shall come, wherein they will say, Blessed are the barren, and the wombs that have riot borne, and the paps that have not given suck.

Ill like manner also the Chalice, after he had supped, faying; THIS CHALICE is THE NEW TESTAMENT IN MY BLOOD; THIS DO YE, AS OFTEN AS YE SHALL DRINK IT, FOR THE COMMEMORATION OF ME. For as often >ou shall eat this bread, and drink the chalice, you shall shew the death of the Lord, until he come. Wherefore whosoever shall eat tnis bread, and drink the chalice of the Lord unworthily, shall be guilty of the body and blood of the Lord. But let a man prove himself, and so let him eat of that bread, and drink of that chalice. You shall not eat thereof any thing raw, nor boiled in water, but only roasted at the fire : you shall eat the head with the feet and entrails thereof. The PASSION of our LORD JESUS CHRIST, according to John xviii. and xix. AT that time: Jesus went with his disciples over •^•* the brook Cedron, where there was a garden, into which he entered with his disciples. Now Judas also, who betrayed him, knew the place ; because Jesus had often resorted thither together with his disciples. Judas therefore having received a band of soldiers, and servants from the chief priests and the Pharisees, cometh thither with lanterns, and torches, and weapons. Jesus therefore knowing all things that should come upon him, went forth, and said to them : Whom seek ye ? They answered him : Jesus of Nazareth. Jesus saith to them : I am he. And Judas also, who betrayed him, stood \vith them. As soon then as he had said to them: I am he : they went backward, and fell to the ground. Again therefore he asked them: Whom seek ye: And they said; Jesus of Nazareth. Jesus answered ; 1 have told you, that I am he. If therefore you seek me, let these go their way. That the word might be fulfilled which he said: Of them whom thou hast given me, I have not lost any one. Then Simon Peter having a sword drew it ; and struck the servant of the high-priest, and cut off his right ear. And the name of the servant was Malchus. Jesus then said to Peter: Put up thy sword into the scabbard; The chalice which my Father hath given me, shall 1 not drink it. Then the band, and the tribune, and the servants of the Jews took Jesus, and they bound him: And they led him muw to
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    284 GOOD. FRIDAY. Annas first, for he was father-in-law to Caiphas, who was the high priest of that year. Now Caiphas was he who had given the counsel to the Jews: That it was expedient that one man should die for the people. And Simon Peter followed Jesus, and so did another disciple. And that disciple was known to the high priest, and went in with Jesus into the court of the high priest. But Peter stood at the door without. The other disciple therefore who was known to the high priest, went out, and spoke to the porteress, and brought in Peter. And the maid that was porteress, saith to Peter ; Art not thou also one of this man's disciples : He saith ; I am not. Now the servants and officers stood at a fire of coals, because it was cold, and warmed themselves. And with them was Peter also standing and warming himself. The high priest then asked Jesus of his disciplt-s and of his doctrine. Jesus answered him: 1 have spoken openly to the world : i have always taught in the synagogue, and in the temple, whither all the Jews resort ; and in secret I have spoken nothing. Why asketh thou me ? ask them \vho have heard what I have spoken unto them ; behold they know what things I have said. And when he had said these things, oue of the officers standing by, gave Jesus a blow, saying: An* swerestthou the high priest so? Jesus answered him; If I have spoken evil, give testimony of the evil -. but if well, why strikes! thou me? And Annas sent him bound. to Caiphas the high priest. And Simon Peter was standing, and warming himself. Thev said therefore, to him: Art not thou also one of his disciples?  He denied it, and said : I am not. One of the servants of the high piiest (a kinsman to him whose ear Peter cut off) saith to him : JDid not 1 see ihee in the garden with him ? The a Pt.-ter again denied : and immediately the COCK. crew. Then they led Jesus from Caiphas to the governor's halif
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    MASS OK THE PRESANCTIFIED. 285 And it was morning; and they went not into the hall, that they might not be defiled, but that they might eat the pasch. Pilate therefore went out to them, and said : What accusation bring you against this man ? They answered and said to him: it" he were not a malefactor we would not have delivered him up to thee. Pilate then said to them: Take him you, and judge him according to your law. The Jews therefore said to him: It is not lawful for us to put any man to death. That the word of Jesus might be fulfilled which he said, signifying what death he should die: Pilate therefore went into the hall again, and called Jesus and said to him : Art thou the king of the Jews. Jesus answered . Sayest thou this thing of thyself, or have others told it thee of me? Pilate answered: Am I a Jew? Thy own nation, and the chief priests have delivered thee up to me : what hast thou done ? Jesus answered : My kingdom is not of this world. If my kingdom were of this world, my servants would certainly strive that 1 should not be delivered to the Jews: but now my kingdom is not from hence. Pilate therefore said to him: Art thou a king then? Jesus answered : Thou sayest, that lama king. For this was I born, and for this I came into the world ; that I should give testimony to the truth. Every one that is of the truth, heareth my voice. Pilate saith to him : What is truth ? And when he had said this, he went out again to the Jews, and said to them : I find no cause in him. But you have a custom that I should release one unto you at the pasch : \\ill you therefore that 1 release unto you the king of the Jews ? Then cried they all again, saying: Not this man but Barabbas. Now Barabbas was a robber. Then therefore Pilate took Jesus, and scourged him. And the soldiers platting a crown of thorns, put it upon his head : and they put on him a purple garment. And they came to him, and said : Hail, king of the Jews;
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    226 GOOD-FRIDAY. and they gave him blows. Pilate therefore went forth again, and saith to them ; Behold I bring him forth unto you, that you may know that 1 find no cause in him. (Jesus therefore came forth bearing the crown of thorns, and the purple garment.) And he saith to them; Behold the man. When the chief priests therefore and the officers had seen him, they cried out, saying: Crucify him, crucify him. Pilate saith to them; Take him you, and crucify him ; for I find no cause in him. The Jews answered him : We have a law; and according to that law he ought to die, because he made himself the Son of God. When Pilate therefore had heard this saying, he feared the more. And he entered into the hall again ; and he said to Jesus : Whence art thou ? But Jesus gave him no answer. Pilate therefore saith to him : Speakest thou not to me? knowest thou not that I have power to crucify thee, and I have power to release thee? Jesus answered ; Thou shouldst not have any power against me, unless it were given thee from above. Therefore he that hath delivered me to thee, hath the greater sin. And from thenceforth Pilate sought to release him. But the Jews cried out, saying : If thou release this man, thou art not Caesar's friend. For whosoever maketh himself a king, speaketh against Csesar. Now when Pilate had heard these words, he brought Jesus forth ; and sat down in the judgment-seat, in the place that is called Lithostrotos, and in the Hebrew Gabbatha. And it was the parasceve of the pasch, about the sixth hour, and he saith to the Jews: Behold your king. But they cried out: Away with him, away with him, crucify him. Pilate saith to them : Shall I crucify your king ? The chief priests answered: We have no king but Csesar Then therefore he delivered him to them to be crucified. And they took Jesus, and led him forth. And bearing his own cross he went forth to that place which is called
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    MASS OF THE PRESANCT1FIED. 287 Calvary, but in Hebrew Golgotha. Where they crucified him, and with him two others, one on each side, and Jesus in the midst. And Pilate wrote a title also ; and he put it upon the cross. And the writing was JESUS OF NAZARETH THE KING OF THE JEWS. This title therefore many of the Jews (iid read : because the place where Jesus was crucified, was nigh to the city ; and it was written in Hebrew, in Greek, and in Latin. Then the chief priests of the Jews said to Pilate: Write not, The king of the Jews ; but that he said, I am the king of the Jews. Pilate answered : What I have written, I have written. Then the soldiers when they had crucified him, took his garments (and they made four parts, to every soldier a part) and also his coat. Now the coat was without seam, woven from the top throughout. They said then one to another: Let us not cut it, but let us cast lots for it whose it shall be : that the scripture might be fulfilled which saith ? "They have parted my garments among them; and upon my vesture they have cast lots." And the soldiers indeed did these things. Now there stood by the cross of Jesus, his mother, and his mother's sister, Mary of Cleophas, and Mary Magdalen. When Jesus therefore had seen his mother, and the disciple standing whom he loved, he saith to his mother: Woman, behold thy Son. After that, he saith to the disciple : Behold thy mother. And from that hour the disciple took her to his own. Afterward Jesus knowing that all things were now accomFlished, that the scripture might be fulfilled, said: thirst. Now there was a vessel set there full of vinegar. And they putting a sponge full of vinegar about hyssop, put it to his mouth. Jesus therefore when he had taken the vinegar, said: It is consummated. And bowing his head, he gave up the ghost*. Then the * Here all kneel, and pause.
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    2S3 GOOD FRIDAY Jews (because it was the parasceve) that the bodir* might not remain upon the cross on the sabbath day \fbr that was a great sabbath- day) besought Pilate that their legs might be broken, and that they might be taken away. The soldiers therefore came : and they broke the legs of the first, and of the othr-t that was crucified with him. But after they cameto Jesus, when they saw that he was already dead, they did not break his legs. But one of the soldiers with a spear opened his side, and iui medial there came out blood and water. And he that saw it hath given testimony : and his testimony i* true. And he knoweth that he saith true; that you also may believe. For these things were done that the scripture might be fulfilled : " You shall not break a bone of him." And again another scripture saith: "They shall look on him whom they pierced.'* Here is said, Cleanse my heart. ORDINARY, p .xx, AND after these things Joseph of Arimathea (because he was a disciple of Jesus, but secretly for fear of the Jews) besought Pilate that he might take the body of Jesus. And Pilate gave leave. He came therefore and took away the body of Jesus. And Nicodemus also came, he who at the first came to Jesus by night, bringing a mixture of myrrh ami aloes, about one hundred pound weight. They took therefore the body of Jesus, and wound it in linea cloths with the spices, as the manner of the Jews is to bury. Now th^ere was in the place, where he was crucified, a garden : and in the garden a new sepulchre, wherein no man had yet been laid. There therefore, because of the parasceve of the Jews, they laid Jesus, because the sepulchre was nigh at hand. Then the Priest, standing on the Epistle side, suy, as follows : [Let us pray, most dearly beloved brethren, for the

Then having fumed them thrice tilth Incense, he takes the Cane with the three Candles to the entrance of the Church, where ore w lighted by an Acolyte with a candle from the new Jire, whilst the Deacon sings alone : «' Behold the light of Christ," to which, all kneeling, add : r " R. Thanks he to God " The sa?ne is repeated at lighting tht second in the middle of the Church, and the third at the foot of the altar; after which the Deacon says : " Pray» Sir, give me your blessing." To which the Priest replies: " May the Lord be in your heart and lips, that you may worthily and fitlv proclaim his Paschal praise: in the name of the Father, and of the Son *J-, &c. R. Amen." This is the night, in which thou formerly didst bring forth our forefather?, the children of Israel, out of Egypt, leading them dry-foot through the Red-Sea. This also is that night which dissipated the darkness of sin by the iight of a pillar of fire. This is the night, which, withdrawing all those who, through the whole world, believe in Christ, from the vices of the world, and the darkness of sin, restores them to

This is the night in which Christ broke the chains of death, and ascended victorious from the grave. For it would have availed us nothing to have been born, unless we had also the advantage of being redeemed. O the wonders of thy mercy towards vs! O the inestimable excess of thy love. Thou didst deliver up thy Son to redeem a slave! O truly necessary sin of Adam, which hath been blotted out by the death of Christ! O happy fault, which deserved such and so great a Redeemer! O truly blessed night, which alone was privileged to know the hour and momenfrwhen Christ rose again from the dead ! This is the night of which it is written : 4< And the night shall be as light as day : and the night shineth upon me in my pleasures." The sacredness there* fore of this night puts crimes to flight, washes away sin, and restores innocence to the ialle.n, and joy to those in sorrow. It banishes enmities, produces concord, and makes potentates bow. Here the Deacon fixes the five Grains of Incense in the Candle in the form of a Cross, and then goes on: REceive, therefore, O holy Father, on this sacred night, the evening sacrifice of this incense, which thy holy Church, by the hands of her ministers, presents to thee in the solemn oblation of this wax candle, made out of the labour of the bees. But now we know the meaning of the encomiums of this taper lighted from this sparkling fire to the honour of God. (Here he lights the Paschal Candle) Which fire, though now divided, suffers no loss from the communication of its light, whilst it feeds on the melted wax produced by the bee to make this taper. (Here the lamps are lighted.) O truly blessed night, which plundered the Egyptians, and enriched the Hebrews! O night, in which heaven is united to earth, and God to man ! We beseech thee, there, fore, O Lord, that this taper, consecrated to the Cca

And the earth brought forth the green herb, and such as yieldtth seed according to its kind, and the tree that beareih fruit, having seed each one according to its kind. And God saw that it was good. And the evening and the morning were the third day. And God said : Let there be lights made in the firmament of heaven, to divide the day and the night, and let them be for signs, and for seasons, and for days and years: to shine in the firmament of heaven, and to give light upon the earth. ^ And it was so done. And God made two great lights ; a greater light to rule the day, and a lesser light to rule the night 5 and stars. And he set them in the firmament' of heaven, to shine upon the earth. And to rule the day and the night, and to divine the light and the darkness, And God saw that i was good. And the evening and morning were the fourth day. God also said: Let the waters bring forth the creeping creature having life, and the fowl that may fly over the earth under the firmament of heaven . And God created the great whales, and every living and moving creature, which the waters brought forth, according to their kinds, and every winged fowl according to its kind. And God saw that it was good. And he blessed them, saying: Increase and multiply, and fill the waters of the sea: and let the birds be multiplied upon the earth. And the evening and morning were the fifth day. And God said: Let the earth bring forth the living creature in its kind, cattle, and creeping things, and beasts of the earth according to tneir kiuds; and it was so done. And God made the beasts Cc 3

And God saw that it was good. And he said : Let us make man to our image and likeness, and let him have dominion over the fishes of the sea, and the fowls of the air, and the beasts, and the whole earth, and every creeping creature that moveth up. on the earth. And God created man to his own image: to the image of God he created him : male and female he created them. And God blessed them, saying: Increase and multiply, and fill the earth, and subdue it, and rule over the fishes of the sea, and the fowls of the air, and all living creatures that move upon the earth. And God said : Behold J have given you every herb bearing seed upon the earth, and all trees that have in themselves seed of their own kind, to be your meat : and to all beasts of the earth, and to every fowl of the air, and to all that move upon the earth, and wherein there is life, that you may have to feed upon. And it was so done. And God saw all the things that he had made, and they were very good. And the evening and morning were the sixth day. (Chap, ii.) So the heavens and earth were finished, and all the furniture of them. The sons of God seeing the daughters of men, that they were fair, took to themselves wives of all, which they chose. And God said: My spirit shall not remain in man for ever, because he is flesh : and his days shall be one hundred and twenty years. Now giants were upon the earth in those days. For after the sons of God went in to the daughters of men, and they brought forth children, these are the mighty men of old, men of renown. And God seeing that the wickedness of men was great on the earth, and that all the thought of their heart was bent upon evil at all times, it repented him that he had made man on the earth. Aad being touched in* wardly with sorrow of heart, he said : I will destroy man, whom I have created, from the face of the earth, from man even to beasts, from the creeping thing even to the fowls of the air, for it repenteth me that I have made them. But Noe found grace before the Lord. These are the generations of - Noe: Noe was a just and perfect man in his geaeration, he walked with God. And he begot three sons, Sem, Cham, and Japheth. And the earth was corrupted before God, and was filled with iuiquity. And when God had seen that the earth was cor. rupted (for all flesh had corrupted its way upon the • earth) he said to Noe: The end of all flesh is come before me, and the earth is filled with iniquity thro* them, and I will destroy them with the earth. Make theean ark of timber planks: thou shall make little rooms in the ark, and thou shall pitch it within and without. And thus shalt thou make it. The length of the ark shall be three hundred cubits: the breadth of it fifty cubits, and the height of it thirty cubits. Thou shalt make a window in the ark, and in a cubit shalt thou finish the top of it: and the door of the ark shalt thou set in the side : with low �
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    joS OFFICE BEFORE MASS er, middle chambers, and third stones shalt thou make it. Behold 1 will bring the waters of a great flood upon the earth, to destroy all flesh, wherein is the breath of life, under heaven. All things that are in the earth shall be consumed. And I will establish my covenant with thee : And thou shalt enter into the ark, thou and thy sons, and thy wife, and the wives of thy sons with thee. And of every living creature of all flesh, thou shalt hring two of a sort into the ark, that they may live with thee; of the male sex, and the female. Of fowls according to their kind, and of beasts in their kind, and of every thing that creepeth on the earth according to its kind : two of every sort shall go in with thee, that they may live. Thou shalt take unto thee of all food, that may be eaten, and thou shalt lay it up with thee : and it shall be food for thee and them. And Noe did all things which God commanded him. (Chap, vii.) And he was six hundred years old, when the waters of the flood overflowed the earth. All the fountains of the great deep were broken up, and the flood gates of heaven were opened. And the rain fell upon the earth forty days and forty nights. In the self-same day Noe, and Sem, and Cham, and japheth, his sons: his wife, and the three wives of his sons with them, went into the ark : they and every beast according to its kind, and all the cattle in their kind, and every thing that nioveth upon the earth according to its kind, and e.ery fowl according to its kind, all birds, and all that fly. And the ark'was carried upon the waters. And the waters prevailed beyond measure upon the earth: and all the high mountains under the whole heaven was covered. The water was fifteen cubits higher than the mountains, which it covered. And all flesh was destroyed that Amoved upon the earth, both of fowl, and of cattle, and of beasts, and of all creeping things tint creep upon

And the waters prevailed upon the earth a hundred and fifty days. (Chap, viii.) And God remembered Noe, and all the living creatures, and all the cattle which were with him in the ark, and brought a wind upon the earth, and the waters were abated. The fountains also of the deep, and the flood-gates of heaven, were shut up, and the rain from heaven was restrained. And the waters returned from off the earth, going and coming: and they began to be abated after a hundred and fifty days. And after that forty days were passed, Noe opening the window of the ark which he had made, sent forth a raven ; which went forth, and did not return until the waters were dried upon the earth. He sent forth a also dove after him, to see if the waters had now ceased upon the face of the earth. But she not finding \\here her foot might rest, returned to him into the ark: for the waters were upon the whole earth : and he put forth his hand, and caught her, and brought her into the ark. And having waited yet seven other days, he again sent forth the dove out of the ark. And she came to him in the evening, carrying a bough of an olive-tree, with green leaves, in her mouth. Noe therefore understood that the waters were ceased upon the earth. And he stayed yet other seven days: and he sent forth the dove, which returned not any more unto him. And God spoke to Noe, saying: Go out of the ark, thou and thy wife, thy sous, and the wives ot thy sons with thee. Aill living things that are with thee of all tiesh, as well in fowls, as in beasts, and all creeping things thai creep upon the earih, bring out with thee, and go ye upon the earth : increase and multiply upon it. So Noe went out, he and his sons, his wife, and the wives of his sons with him : and all living things, and cattle, and creeping things that creep upon the earth, according to their kinds, went out of the

And Noe built an altar unto the Lords and taking of all cattle and fowls that were clean, offered holocausts upon the altar. And the Lord smelled a sweet savour. > Pr. Let us pray. Deac. So they went on together : and they came to the place which God had shewed him, where he built an altar, and laid the wood in order upon it: and when he had bound Isaac his son, he laid him on the altar upon the pile of wood. And he put forth his hand, and took the sword to sacrifice his son. And behold an angel of the Lord from heaven called to him, saying : Abraham, Abraham. And he answered ; Here I am. And he said to him : Lay not thy hand upon the boy, neither do thou any thing to him : now I know that thou fearest God, and hast not spared thy only begotten son for my sake. Abraham lifted up his eyes, and saw behind his back a ram amongst the briers, sticking fast by the horns, which he took and offered for a holocaust instead of his son. And he called the name of that place, The Lord seeth. Whereupon, even to this day, it is said: In the mountain the Lord will see. And the angel of the Lord called to Abraham a second time from heaven, saying: By my own self have I sworn, saith the Lord : because thou hast done this thing, and hast not spared thy only begotten son for my sake: I will bless thee, and I will multiply thy seed as the stars of heaven, and as the sand that is by the sea shore : thy seed shall possess the gates of their enemies. And in thy seed shall all the nations of the earth be blessed, because thou hast obeyed my voice. Abraham returned to his young men, and they weni to Bersabee together, and he dwelt there, iV. Exod. xiv. 24.— /» those days; It came to pass in the morning watch, and behold the Lord looking upon the Egyptian army through the pillar of fire, and of the cloud, slew their host ; and overthrew the wheels of the chariots, and they were carried into the deep. And the Egyptians said; Let us flee from Israel: for the Lord fighteth for them against us. And the Lord said to Moses : Stretch forth thine hand over the sea, that the waters may come again upon the Egyptians, upon their chariots and horsemen. And when Moses had stretched forth his hand towards the sea, it returned at the first break of day to the former place: and as the Egyptians wrere fleeing away, the waters came upon them, and the Lord shut them up in the middle of the waves. And the waters returned, and covered the chariots and the horsemen of all the army of Pharao, who had come into the sea after them, neither did there so much as one of them remain. But the children of Israel marched through the midst of the sea upon dry land, and the waters were to them as a wall on the right hand and on the left : and the Lord delivered Israel in that day out of the hands of the Egyptians. And they saw the Egyptians dead upon the sea- shore, and the mighty hand that the Lord had used against them ; and the people feared the Lord, and they believed the Lord, and Moses his servant. Then Moses and the children of Israel sung this canticle to the Lord, and said : TRACT. And presently, at that very time some Chaldeans came and accused the Jews: and said to king Nabuchodonosor; O king, live forever: Thou, O king, hast made a decree, that every man that shall hear the sound of the trumpet, the flute, and the harp, of the sackbut, and the psaltery, of the symphony, and of all kind of music: shall prostrate himself, and adore the golden status: and that if any man shall not fall down and adore, he should be cast into a furnace of burning fire. Now there are certain Jews, whom thou hast set over the works of the province of Babylon, Sidrach, Misach. andAbednago: these men, O king, have slighted thy decree ; they worship not thy gods, nor do they adore the golden statue which thou hast set

Then Nabuchodonosor, in fury and in wrath, commanded that Sidrach, Misach, and Abednago* should be brought, who immediately were brought before the king. Now therefore if you be ready, at what hour soever you shall hear thesound of the trumpet, flutey harp, sackbut, and psaltery, and symphony, and of alt kind of music, prostrate yourselves, and adore the statue which I have made : but if you- do not adore, you shall be cast in the same hour into the furnace of burning fire : and who is the God that shall deliver you out of my hand ? Sidrach, Misach, and Abed, nago answered and said to king Nabrfchodonosor 8 We have no occasion to answer thee concerning this matter. For behold our God, whom we worship, is able to save us from the furnace of burning fire, and to deliver us out of thy hands, O king* But if he will not, be it known to thee, O king, that \ve will not worship thy gods, nor adore the golden statue which thou hast set up. Then was Nabuchodoncsor filled with fury: and the countenance of his face was changed against Sidrach, Misach, and Abednago, and he commanded that the furnace should be heated seven times more than it had been accustomed to be heated. And he commanded the strongest men that were in his army, to bind the feet of Sidiach, Misach, and Abednago, and to cast them into the furnace of burning fire. And immediately these men were bound and were cast into the furnace of burning fire, with their coats and their caps, and their shoes, and their garments. Foe the king's commandment was urgent, and the fur* nace was heated exceedingly. And the flame of the fire slew those men that had cast in Sidrach* Misach, and Abednago. But these three men, that
