Bor  prefume,  to  appoint  or  alter  any  puslick  or  coti- 
mon  Orckr  in  Chiift's  Church,  excipt  he  be  lawfully 
called  and  authorized  '.hereunto. 

And  whereas  in  this  cur  time,  the  minds  of  men 
are  lb  diverfe,  that  fome  think  it  a  great  matter  of 
Conscience  'o  depa-t  from  a  piece  of  the  lean  of 
their  Ceremonies,  they  be  fo  addi&ed  to  the 
euitotr-s  ;*and  again  on  the  other  fide,  fome  be  fo 
new-meted,  that  they  would  innovate  all  thing*, 
and  fo  defpife  the  old,  that  uothint  cm  !ixe  them, 
but  that  i;  new:  i:  was  thought  expedient,  not  lb 
much  to  have  refpect  how  to  pieafe,  and  fatists  t  it  h:r 

of  thefe  parties,  a?  how  to  plea'e  God,  and  profit 
them  both.  And  yet  lelt  any  man  ihoula  be  of  . 

whom  good  realb'n  mi^ht  fatufy,  here  be  certain 
caufes  rendered,  why  feme  of  the  accu'.iomed  Cere- 

monies be  put  away,  and  lome  retained  and  kept  fti'l. Some  are  out  away,  became  the  jrreat  excefs.  and 
multitude  of  them  hath  fo  increafed  in  there  latter 
ciay*,  that  the  burden  of  them  was  intolerable ; 
whereof  St.  Augttpine  in  his  time  complained,  That 
they  were  g'o-m  to  fuch  a  number,  that  the  ettate 

of  Chriiiian  people  wa-  in  wori'e  cafe  concerning  that 
matter,  than' were  the.  Jews.  And  he  counfelled  that 
fuch  yo'-:e  and  burden  fhould  be  taken  away,  as 
time  would  ferve  quietiv  to  do  it.  But  what  would 
Saint  Atgnfthu  have  fair",  jf  it  he  had  feen  the  Cere- 
mo-  ie»  01  late  '"ays  ufed  among  us;  whereunio  the 
■multitude  u'ed  in  his  time  wa»  not  to  be  compared? 
This  our  excefhve  multitude  of  Cere-renies  *as  fo 
great,  and  many  of  them  fodark,  that  they  did  more 
confound  and  darken,  than  declare  and  fet  forth 

Chriit's  benefits  unto  as.  And  befide*  this,  Chriit's 
Gofpel  is  not  a  Ceremonial  law  (as  much  of  Mofes' 
law  wa.';  but  it  i-  a  Religion  to  ferve  God,  not  in 
bondage  of  the  figu-c  or  lhadow,  but  in  the  free- 

dom of  the  Spirit;  being  content  only  with  thofe 
Ceremonies,  which  do  ferve  to  a  decent  Order  and 

go  !v  DuUplia  ,  and  fuch  as  be  aot  to  ttir  -up  the 
dull  mind  of  man  to  the  remembrance  ef  his  duty 
to  God,  by  fome  notable  and  fpecial  fignification, 
whereby  he  might  be  edified.  Furthermore,  the  mort 
weighty  ciufe  of  the  aboliihment  of  certain  Cere- 

monies was,  That  they  werefofar  absfed,  partly  by 
the  fuperflitious  blindnefs  of  the  rude  and  unlearned, 

and  partly  by  the  uniatiable  avarice  of  fuch  a«  f 
mo-e'  their  own  lucre,  than  the  Glorv  of  God,  that the  abufes  could  not  well  be  taken  away,  the  thing 
rema  ning  Mill. 

■;ow  as  concerning  thofe  Perfon«,  which  rer- 
ure  will  be  offenaed,  for  that  fome  of  the  old 

Ceremonies  a'e  retair.ed  (till :  if  they  co'hder  that 
r  fome  Ceremonies  it  is  not  pofiit;Ie  to  keep 

anv  Oder,  or  quiet  Discipline  in  the  Church,  they 

mail  eaiily  perceive  juft  caufe  to  reform  their  judg- 
ments And  if  they  thiR*  much,  that  ai.y  or  the 

old  4o remain,  and  woukl rather  hive  all  devhed  anew  s 
then  fuch  men  granting  fome  Ceremonies  conveni- 

ent to  be  had,  furely  where  the  old  may  be  well 
ufed,  there  they  cannct  reafenably  reprove  the  old 
only  for  thtir  age,  without  bewraying  of  their  own 
foily.  For  in  fuch  a  cafe  they  cught  rather  to  have 
reverence  unto  them  for  their  Antiquity,  if  they 
will  declare  themfeives  o  be  more  ftndious  of  Unity 

rod  Contort,  than  of  Innovation  and  New-fangle- 
nefs,  which  (as  much  as  mav  be  with  true  fetting 

forth  of  Chriit's  Religion;  is  always  to  be  efe'ewed. 
Furthermore,  fuch  mall  have  no  jurt  caufe  with  the 
Ceremonies  referved  to  be  offen<  ed.  For  as  thole  be 
taken  awav  which  were  molt  abufed,  and  did  bur- 

den men's-  Confciences  without  any  caue ;  fo  the 
other  that  remain,  are  regained  for  a  Difcipline  aftd 
Order,  which  (upon  ju't  Caules;  may  be  altered  and 
changed,  and  therefore  ar*  not  to  be  elte-med  equal 
with  God's  Law.  And  moreover,  they  be  neither 
dark  nor  dumb  Ceremonies,  but  are  fo  fet  forth, 
tint  every  man  may  undcrltand  what  thty  do  mean, 
and  to  what  ufe  they  do  ferve.  So  that  it  is  not 
like  that  they  in  time  to  co-re  fhould  be  abufed  as 
others  have  been.  And  in  thefe  our  doings  we  con- 

demn no  other  Nations,  nor  prelcrihe  any  thing  but 
to  our  own  people  only  !  For  we  think  it  convenient, 
that  every  Country  lhould  uf :  fuch  Ceremonies  as 

they  mail  think  beit  to  the  fctting  forth  of  God's 
Honour  and  Glory,  and  to  the  reducing  of  the  people 
to  a  mott  perfect  and  godly  living,  without  Error  or 

Superitition  ;  an-1  that  th^  fhculd  put  away  other 
thing*,  which  from  time  To  time  they  perceive  to 
be  moit  abufed,  as  in  men's  Ordinances  it  often 
chanceth  diverfely  in  divers  Cuunt;ies.

thou  of  thyfelf  ?  He  faid,  I  am 
the  voice  of  one  crying  in  the 
wildernefs,  Make  ftraight  the 
way  of  the  Lord,  as  faid  the 
prophet  Efaias.  And  they  which 
were  fent,  were  of  the  Phari- 
focs.  And  they  aiked  him,  and 
faid  unto  him,  Why  baprizeft 
thou  then,  if  thou  be  not  that 
Chrift,  nor  Elias,  neither  that 
Prophet  ?  John  anfwered  them, 
fiying,  I  baptize  with  water : 
but  there  ftandeth  one  among 
you,  whom  ye  know  not :  He 
ic  is  who  coming  after  me,  is 
preferred  before  me,  whofe 
ihoes  latchet  I  am  not  worthy 
to  unloofc.

cumfion  aifo  ?   For  we  fay,  that 
Faith  was  reckoned  to  Abra- 

ham for  righteoufnefs.     How 
was  it  then  reckoned  ?   when 

he  was  in  circumcifion,  or  in  un- 
circumcifion  ?  not  in  circum- 

cifion, but  in  uncircumcifion. 

And  he  received  the  fign  of  cir- 

cumcifion, a  fealof  the  righte-' 
oufnefs  of  the  faith,"  which  he 
had  yet  being  uncircumcifed  ; 
that  he  might  be  the  father  of 
all  them  rhat  believe,  though 
they  be  not  circumcifed;    that 

righteoufnefs  might  be  imput- 
ed unto  them  alfo :   and  the  fa-

have  feeri  his  ftar  in  the  eaft, 

and  are  come  to  worfhip  him. 
When  Herod  the  king  had 
heard  thefe  things,  he  was 
troubled,  and  all  Jerufalem 
with  him.  And  when  he  had 

gathered  all  the  chief  priefts 
and  fcribes  of  the  people  to- 

gether, he  demanded  of  them, 
where'Chrift  ihould  be  born.

diligently  what  time  the  ftar 

appeared.  And  he  fent  them 
to  Bethlehem,  and  faid,  Go, 

and  fearch  diligently  for  the 

young  child,  and  when  ye 
have  found  him,  bring  me 

word  again,  that  I  may  come 
and

arfci  worfhip  him  alfo.  When 
they  had  heard  the  king,  they 
departed ;  and  lo,  the  ftar 
which  they  faw  in  the  eaft, 
went  before  them,  till  it  came

When  they 
law  the  ftar,  they  rejoiced  with 
exceeding  great  joy.  And  when 
they  were  come  into  the  houfe, 
they  faw  the  young  child  with 
Mary  his  mother,  and  fell  down 
and  worfhipped  him  :  And 
when  they  had  opened  their 
treafures,  they  prefented  unto 

him  gifts  ;  gold,  and  frankin- 
cenfe,  and  myrrhe.  And  being 
warned  of  God  in  a  dream, 
that  they,  mould  not  return 
to  Herod,  they  departed  into 
their  own  country  another  way.

And 
when  they  faw  him,  they  were 
amazed  :  and  his  mother  faid 

unto  him,  Son,  why  haft  thou 
thus  dealt  with  us  ?  behold, 

thy  father  and  I  have  fought 
thee  forrowing.  And  he  faid 
unto  them,  How  is  it  that  ye 
iought  me  ?  wifl  ye  not  that  I 

muft  be  about  my  Father's 
bufinefs  ?  and  they  underftood 
not  the  faying  which  he  fpake 
unto  them.

keep  under  my  body,  and  bring 
it  into  fubjection,  left  that  by 

any  means,  when  I  have  preach- 
ed to  others,  I  myfelf  mould  be 

a  caft-away.

So  when  even 
was  come,  the  lord  of  the  vine- 

yard faith  unto  his  fteward, 
Call  the  labourers,  and  give 
them  their  hire,  beginning 
from  the  lafl  unto  the  firft. 

And  when  they  came  that  were 
hired  about  the  eleventh  hour, 
they  received  every  man  a 

peny  But  when  the  firft  came,x 
they  fuppofed  that  they  mould 
have  received  more  ;  and  they 
likewife  received  every  man  a 

peny.  And  when  they  had 
received  it,  they  murmured 

againft  the  good-man  of  the 
houfe,  faying,  Thefe  laft  have 
wrought  but  one  hour,  and 
thou  haft  made  them  equal  unto 
us,  which  have  borne  the  bur- 

den and  heat  of  the  day.  But 
he  anfwered  one  of  them,  and 
faid,  Friend,  I  do  thee  no 
wrong  :  didft  thou  not  agree 

with  me  for 'a  peny  ?  Take 
that  thine  is,  and  go  thy  way  ; 

I  will  give  unto  this  laft  even 
as  unto  thee.  Is  it  not  lawful

journeyings  often  ;  in  perils  of 
water ;  in  perils  of  robbers ; 
in  perils  by  mine  own  coun- 

trymen; in  perils  by  the  hea- 
then ;  in  perils  in  the  city ;

For  this  ye  know, 
that  no  whoremonger,  nor  un- 
clean  perfon,  nor  covetous  man, 
who  is  an  idolater,  hath  any 
inheritance  in  the  kingdom  of 
Chrifl,  and  of  God.  Let  no 
man  deceive  you  with  vain 
words  :  for  becaufe  of  thefe 

things  cometh  the  wrath  of 
God  upon  the  children  of  dis- 

obedience. Be  not  ye  there- 
fore partakers  with  them ;  for 

ye  were  fometimes  darknefs, 
but  now  are  ye  light  in  the 
Lord  :  walk  as  children  of 

light ;  (for  the  fruit  of  the 
Spirit  is  in  all  goodnefs,  and 
righteoufnefs,  and  truth,)  prov- 

ing what  is  acceptable  unto 
the  Lord.  And  have  no  fel- 

low (hip  with  the  unfruitful 
works  of  darknefs,  but  rather 

reprove  them :  for  it  is  a 
{name  even  to  fpeak  of  thofe 
things  which  are  done  of  them 
in  fecret.  But  all  things  that 

are  reproved,  are  made  mani- 

fefl  by  the  light  :  for  what- 
foever  doth  make  manifefl,  is 

light.  Wherefore  he  faith, 
Awake  thou  that  fleepeft, 
and  arife  from  the  dead,  and 

Chrifl  ihall  give  thee  light. 

The  Go/pel.  St.  Luke  xi,  14. 

E  S  U  S  was  calling  out  a 
devil,  and  it  was  dumb. 

And  it  came  to  pafs  when  the 
devil  was  gone  out,  the  dumb 

fpake  ;  and  the  people  won- 
dered. But  fome  of  them  faid, 

He  cafleth  out  devils  through 

Beelzebub,  the  chief  of  the  de- 
vils. And  others  tempting  him, 

fought  of  him  a  fign  from  hea- 
ven. But  he  knowing  their 

thoughts,  faid  unto  them,  Eve- 
ry kingdom  divided  againft 

itfelf,  is  brought  to  defolation ; 
and  a  houfe  divided  againft  a 
houfe,  falleth.  If  Satan  alfo  be 
divided  againft  himfelf,  how 
(hall  his  kingdom  (land?  be- 

caufe ye  fay,  that  I  caft  out  de- 
vils through  Beelzebub,  And 

if  I  by  Beelzebub  caft  out  de- 
vils, by  whom  do  your  fons 

caft  diem  out  ?  therefore  (hall 

they  be  your  judges.  But  if  I 
with  the  finger  of  God  caft  out 
devils,  no  doubt  the  kingdom 
of  God  is  come  upon  you. 
When  a  ftrong  man  armed

kcepetli  his  palace,  his  goods 
are    in    peace ;    but    when   a 
ftronger  than  he    (hall  come 
upon  him,  and  overcome  him, 
he  taketh  from  him  all  his  ar- 

mour wherein  he  trufted,  and 
divideth  his  fpoils.     He    that 
is  not  with  me,  is  againfl  me  : 
and  he  that  gathereth  not-  with 
me,  fcattereth.    When  the  un- 

clean   fpirit  is  gone  out  of  a 
man,  he  walketh  through  dry 

places,  feeking  reft ;  and  find- 
ing none,  he  faith,  I  will  return 

unto  my  houfe  whence  I  came 
out.     And  when  he  cometh, 

he  findeth   it   fwept  and  gar- 
niihed.     Then   goeth  he  and 
taketh  to  him  feven  other  fpi- 
rits  more  wicked  than  himfelf, 

and  they  enter  in,  and  dwell 
there ;  and  the  lad  ftate  of  that 
man    is  worfe  than  the  firft. 

And    it    came   to  pafs  as  he 
fpake  thefe    things,   a  certain 
woman  of  the  company  lift  up 
her  voice,  and  faid  unto  him, 
Bleffed  is  the  womb  that  bare 
thee,  and  the  paps  which  thou 
haft  fucked.    But  he  faid,  Yea, 
rather    biefied   are   they    that 
hear  the  word  of  God,    and

The  Epiftle.    Gal.  iv.  21, 

TELL  me,  ye  that  defire to   be    under   the    law, 

do  ye  not  hear  the  law  ?   For 
it  is  written,  that  Abraham  had 

two  fons,  the  one  by  a  bond- 
maid, the  other  by  a  free-wo- 
man.    But  he  who  was  of  the 

bond-woman,    was  born  after 
the  fiefh  ;  but  he  of  the  free- 
woman  was  by  promife.  Which 
things    are    an    allegory :    for 
thefe  are  the  two  covenants; 

the  one  'from  the  mount  Sinai, 
which  gendereth  to  bondage, 
which  is  Agar.     For  this  Agar 
is  mount  Sinai  in  Arabia,  and 
anfwereth  to  Jerufalem,  which 

nowr  is,  and  is  in  bondage. with 
her  children.     But  Jerufalem, 
which  is  above,  is  free  ;  which 
is  the  mother  of  us  all.     For 

it    is    written,    Rejoice,    thou 
barren  that  beareft  notj  break 

forth  and  cry,  thou  that  tra- 
vailed not :    for    the    defolate 

hath  many  more  children  than 
flie   which    hath   an  hufband. 

Now  we,  brethren,  as  Ifaac  was, 
are  the    children    of  promife. 
But  as  then,  he  that  was  born 

r  the  fleili,  perfecuted  him 
that  was  born  after  the  Spirit ; 
even  fo  it  is  now.     Neverthe- 

lefs,  what  faith  the  Scripture  ? 
Call  out  the  bond-woman  and 
her  fon  ;    for  the  fon  of  the 

bond-woman  fhall  not  be  heir 
with

with  the  fon  of  the  free-wo- 
man. So  then,  brethren,  we 

are  not  children  of  the  bond- 
woman,  but  of  the  free. 

The  GofpeL  St.  John  vi.  i. 

JESUS  went  over  the  fea 

.of  Galilee,  which  is  the  fea 

of  Tiberias.   And  a  great  mul- 
titude followed  him,    becaufe 

they  faw  his  miracles  which  he 
did  on  them  that  were  difeafed. 

And  Jefus    went    up    into    a 
mountain,    and   there    he    fat 

with'  his    difciples.     And   the 
paflbver,  a    feaft  of  the  Jews, 
was  nigh.     When  Jefus   then 
lift  up   his    eye?,     and  few   a 
great  company  come  unto  him, 
he  faith  unto  Philip,  Whence 
(hall  we  buy  bread  that  thefe 
may  eat  ?   (And  this  he  faid  to 
prove    him  ;    for  he    himfelf 
knew     what    he   would    do.) 
Philip    anfwered     him,     Two 
hundred    penyworth   of  bread 
is  not  fufncient  for  them,  that 

every  one   of  them  may  take 
a  little.     One  of  his  difciples, 

Andrew,    Simon   Peter's   bro- 
ther, faith  unto  him,  There  is 

a  lad  here,  which  hath  five  bar- 
ley loaves,  and  two  fmall  fifties : 

but  what  are  they  among   lb 
many  ?  And  Jefus  faid,  Make 
the   men  fit  down.   Now  there 

v/as  much  grafs  in  the  place. 
So  the  men  fat  down  in  num- 

ber about  five  thoufand.    And 

Jefus    took   the    loaves,     and 
when  he  had  given  thanks,  he 
ciiftributed  to  the  d,ifciples.  and 

the  difciples  to  them  that  were 
fet  down,  and  like  wife  of  the 
fillies,  as  much  as  they  would. 
When  they  were  rilled,  he  faid 
unto  his  difciples,  Gather  up 
the  fragments  that  remain,  that 
nothing  be  loll.  Therefore 

they  gathered  them  together, 
and  filled  twelve  bafkets  with 

the  fragments  of  the  five  bar- 
ley loaves,  which  remained  over 

and  above  unto  them  that  had 
eaten.  Then  thole  men,  when 

they  had  feen  the  miracle  that 
Jefus  did,  faid,  This  is  of  a 
truth  that  Prophet  that  ihould 
come  into  the  world.

CHRIST  being  come  an high  Pried  of  good  things

fay,  not  of  this  building  ;  nei- 
ther by  the  blood  of  goats,  and 

calves ;  but  by  his  own  blood 
he  entered  in  once  into  the  holy 

place,  having  obtained  eternal 

redemption  for  us.    For  if  the blood

blood  of  bulls  and  of  goats, 
and  the  allies  of  an  heifer 

iprinkling  the  unclean,  fancYi- 
fieth  to  the  purifying  of  the 
flefh ;  how  much  more  mall 
the  blood  of  Chrift,  who, 

thro'  the  eternal  Spirit,  offered 
himlelf  without  fpot  to  God, 
purge  your  confcience  from 
dead  works  to  ferve  the  living 
God  ?  And  for  this  caufe  he 

is  the  Mediator  of  the  new  tefta- 
ment,  that  by  means  of  death, 

for  the  redemption  of  the  tranf- 
greffions  that  were  under  the 
rirft  teftament,  they  which  are 

called  might  receive  the  pro- 
mife  of  eternal  inheritance. 

The  Go/pel.  St.  John  viii.  46. 

ESUS  faid,  Which  of 
you  convinceth  me  of  fin  ? 

and  if  1  fav  the  truth,  why  do 
ye  not  believe  me  ?  He  that 

is  of  God,  heareth  God's 
words  ;  ye  therefore  hear  them 
not,  becaufe  ye  are  not  of  God. 
Then  anfwered  the  Jews,  and 
faid  unto  him,  Say  we  not 
well,  that  thou  art  a  Sama- 

ritan, and  haft  a  devil?  Jefus 
anfwered,  I  have  not  a  devil; 
but  I  honour  my  Father,  and 
ye  do  dishonour  me.  And  I 
leek  not  mine  own  glory  ;  there 
is  one  that  feeketh  and  judg- 
eth.  Verily,  verily,  I  fay  unto 
you,  If  a  man  keep  my  laying, 
he  (hall  never  fee  death.  Then 

laid  the  Jews  unto  him,  Now 
we  k  now  that  thou  hail  a  devil : 

Abraham  is  dead,  and  the  pro- 

phets; and  thou  fayeft,  If  a 
man  keep  my  faying,  he  fhall 
never  tafte  of  death.  Art  thou 

greater  than  our  father  Abra- 
ham, which  is  dead  ?  and  the 

prophets  are  dead  :  whom 
makeft  thou  thyfelf?  Jefus 
anfwered,  If  I  honour  myfelf, 
my  honour  is  nothing  ;  it  is 
my  Father  that  honoureth  me, 
of  whom  ye  fay,  that  he  is 
your  God  :  yet  ye  have  not 
known  him  ;  but  I  know  him: 
and  if  I  mould  fay,  I  know 
him  not,  I  fhall  be  a  liar  like 
unto  you  ;  but  I  know  him, 
and  keep  his  faying.  Your 
father  Abraham  rejoiced  to 

iee  my  day,  and  he  faw  it,  and 
was  glad.  Then  faid  the  Jews 
unto  him,  Thou  art  not  yet 
fifty  years  old,  and  haft  thou 
feen  Abraham  ?  Jefus  faid  un- 

to them,  Verily,  verily,  I  fay 
unto  you,  Before  Abraham 
was,  I  am.  Then  took  they 
up  ftones  to  caft  at  him  :  but 
Jefus  hid  himfelf,  and  went 
out  of  the  temple.

ALMIGHTY  and  everlaft- 
ing  God,  who  of  thy  ten- 

der love  towards  mankind,  haft 

lent  thy  Son,  our  Saviour  Jefus 
Chrift,  to  take  upon  him  our 
llefh,  and  to  fuller  death  upon 
the  crofs,  that  all  mankind 

Ihould  follow  the  example  of 
his  great  humility ;  Mercifully

through  the  fame  Jefus  Chrift 
our  Lord,  Amen, 

The  Epift/e.    Phil  ii.  5. 

LET  this  mind  be  in  you, 
which  was  alio  in  Ckrift 

Jefus  :  who  being  in  the  form 
of  God,  thought  it  not  robbery 
to  be  equal  with  God  ;  but 
made  himfelf  of  no  reputation, 
and  took  upon  him  the  form 
of  a  fervant,  and  was  made  in 
the  likenefs  of  men  :  and  be- 

ing found  in  fafhion  as  a  man, 
he  humbled  himfelf,  and  be- 

came obedient  unto  death,  even 
the  death  of  the  crofs.  Where- 

fore God  alfo  hath  highly  ex- 
alted him,  and  given  ,  him  a 

Name  which  is  above  every 
name  ;  that  at  the  Name  of 

Jefus  every  knee  mould  bow, 
of  things  in  heaven,  and  things 
in  earth,  and  things  under  the 
earth  ;  and  that  every  tongue 
mould  confefs  that  Jefus  Chrift 
is  Lord,  to  the  glory  of  God 
the  Father. 

The  Go/pel.  St.Matth.xxvii.i. 

WHEN  the  morning  was 
come,  all  the  chief 

priefls  and  elders  of  the  people 
took  counfel  againfl  Jefus,  to 
put  him -to  death.  And  when 
they  had  bound  him,  they  led 
him  away,  and  delivered  him 
to  Pontius  Pilate  the  governor. 
Then    Judas    who    had     be- 

trayed him,  -  when  he  *  faw  tha 
he  was  condemned,  repented 
himfelf,  and  brought  .again 
the  thirty  pieces  of  filver  to  the 
chief  priefls  and  elders,  faying, 
I  have  finned,  in  that  I  have 

betrayed  the  innocent  blood. 
And  they  faid,  What  is  that 
to  us  ?  fee  thou  to  that.  And 

he  cafl  down  the  pieces  of  fil- 
ver in  the  temple,  and  depart- 
ed, and  went  and  hanged  him- 

felf. And  the  chief  priefls 
took  the  filver  pieces,  and  faid, 
It  is  not  lawful  for  to  put 
them  into  the  treafury,  becaufe 
it  is  the  price  of  blood.  And 
they  took  counfel,  and  bought 
with  them  the  potters  field  to 

bury  flrangers  in.  Wherefore 
that  field  was  called,  The 
field  of  blood,  unto  this  day. 
(Then  was  fulfilled  that  which 

was  fpoken  by  Jeremy  the  pro- 
phet, faying,  And  they  took 

the  thirty  pieces  of  filver,  the 
price  of  him  that  was  valued, 
whom  they  of  the  children  of 
Ifrael  did  value,  and  gave  them 
for  the  potters  field,  as  the 
Lord  appointed  me.)  And 

Jefus  flood  before  the  gover- 
nor ;  and  the  govenor  afked 

him,  faying,  Art  thou  the 
kirig  of  the  Jews  ?  And  Jefus 
faid  unto  him,  Thou  fayefl. 
And  when  he  was  accufed  of 

the  chief  priefls  and  elders,  he 
anfwered  nothing.  Then  faith 
Pilate  unto  him,  Hearefl  thou 

not  how  many  things  they  wit- 

nefs  againfl  thee  ?  And  he  an- fwered 
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fwtred  him  to  never  a  word, 
infomuch    that    the    governor 
marvelled    greatly.      Now    at 
that   feaft    the    governor  was 

^wont  to  releafe  unto  the  people 
a  prifoner,  whom  they  would. 
And    they  had    then  a  nota- 

ble prifoner,   called  Barabbas. 
Therefore  when  they  were  ga- 

thered together,  Pilate  faid  un- 
to them,  Whom  will  ye  that  I 

Teleafe  unto  you  ?    B-arrabbas, 
or  Jefus  which  is  called  Chrift  ? 
For  he  knew  that  for  envy  they 
had  delivered  him.    When  he 

was  fat  down  on  the  judgment- 
feat,    his  wife  lent  unto  him, 

faying,    Have  thou  nothing  to 
do  with  that  juft  man  :  for  I 
have  fuffered  many  things  this 
day  in  a  dream  becaufe  of  him. 
But  the  chief  priefts  and  elders 
perfuaded  the  multitude   that 
they  fhould  afk  Barabbas,  and 
deftroy  Jefus.     The  governor 
anfwered  and  faid  unto  them, 
Whether  of  the  twain  will  ye 
that  I  releafe  unto  you  ?  They 
faid,    Barabbas.       Pilate   faith 
unto  them,    What  (hall  I  do 
then  with  Jefus,  which  is  called 

Chrift  ?     They   all-  fay    unto 
him,    Let    him   be  crucified. 
And  the  governor  faid,  Why, 
what  evil  hath  he  done  ?  But 

they  cried  out  the  more,  fay- 
ing,   Let    him    be    crucified. 

When  Pilate  faw  that  he  could 

prevail  nothing,    but  that  ra- 
ther a  tumult  was  made,    he 

took    water    and    wafhed    his 
hands    before    the   multitude, 

faying,   I  am  innocent  of  the 
blood  of  this  juft  perfon  :   fee 
ye  to  it.     Then  anfwered   all 
the  people,  and  faid,  His  blood 
be  on  us,  and  on  our  children. 
Then  releafed  he  Barabbas  un- 

to them  :    and  when  he  had 

fcourged  Jefus,    he   delivered 
him   to   be    crucified.     Then 

the  foldiers   of   the   governor 
took  Jefus  into   the  common 
hall,   and  gathered  unto   him 
the   whole    band    of  foldiers. 

And  they  ftripped  him,    and 
put    on    him   a    fcarlet    robe. 
And  when  they  had  platted  a 
crown  of  thorns,    they  put  it 
upon  his  head,  and  a  reed  in 
his  right  hand  ;  and  they  bow- 

ed the  knee  before  him,   and 
mocked    him,    faying,    Hail, 
King  of  the  Jews  !    and  they 
fpit  upon  him,  and  took  the 
reed,    and  fniote  him  on  the 
head.      And   after   that    they 
had  mocked  him,    they  took 

the  robe  oil' from  him,  and  put his  own  raiment  on  him,  and 
led  him  away  to  crucify  him. 
And  as  they  came  out,   they 
found  a  man  of  Cyrene,  Simon 

by  name  ;  him  they  compelled 
to  bear  his  crofs.     And  when 

they  were  come  unto  a  place 
called   Golgotha,     that    is    to 
fay,   A  place  of  a  fcull,    they 
gave    him    vinegar    to    drink 
mingled  with  gall :  and  when 
he  had  tafted  thereof,  he  would 

not  drink.     And  they  crucifi- 
ed him,    and  parted  his  gar- 

ments,   calling  lots  :    that  it 
might

might  be  fulfilled,  which  was 
fpoken  by  the  prophet,  They 
parted  my  garments  among 
them,  and  upon  my  vefture 

did  they  caft  lots.  And  fit- 
ting down,  they  watched  him 

there;  and  let  up  over  his 
head  his  accufation  written, 
THIS  IS  JESUS  THE 
KING  OF  THE  JEWS. 
Then  were  there  two  thieves 

crucified  with  him ;  one  on 

the  right  hand,  and  another 
on  the  left.  And  they  that 
paiTed  by  reviled  him,  wagging 
their  heads,  and  faying,  Thou 
that  deftroyeft  the  temple,  and 
buildeft  it  in  three  days,  fave 
thyfelf:  if  thou  be  the  Son  of 
God,  come  down  from  the 
crofs.  Likewife  alfo  the  chief 

priefts  mocking  him,  with  the 
fcribes  and  elders,  laid,  He 

faved  others,  himfelf  he  can- 
not fave  :  If  he  be  the  King 

of  Ifrael,  let  him  now  come 
down  from  the  crofs,  and  we 
will  believe  him.  He  trufled 
in  God ;  let  him  deliver  him 
now,  if  he  will  have  him  :  for 
he  faid,  I  am  the  Son  of  God. 
The  thieves  alfo,  which  were 
crucified  with  him,  caft  the 
fame  in  his  teeth.  Now  from 
the  fixth  hour  there  was  dark- 
nefs  over  all  the  land  unto 
the  ninth  hour.  And  about 

the  ninth  hour  Jefus  cried  with 
a  loud  voice,  faying,  Eli,  Eli, 
lama  fabachthani  f  that  is  to 
fay,  My  God,  my  God,  why 
halt  thou  forfaken  me  ?  Some 

of  them  that  flood  there, 

when  they  heard  that,  faid, 
This  man  calleth  for  Elias. 

And  flraightway  one  of  them 
ran,  and  took  a  fpunge,  and 
filled  it  with  vinegar,  and  put 
it  on  a  reed,  and  gave  him  to 
drink.  The  reft  faid,  Let  be, 
let  us  fee  whether  Elias  will 

come  to  fave  him.  Je:u;, 
when  he  had  cried  again  w  i  h 
a  loud  voice,  yielded  up  the 
ghoft.  And  behold,  the  vail 
of  the  temple  was  rent  in  twain 
from  the  top  to  the  bottom, 
and  the  earth  did  quake,  and 
the  rocks  rent,  and  the  graves 
were  opened,  and  many  bodies 
of  faints  which  flept,  arofe,  and 
came  out  of  the  graves  after 
his  refurrecYion,  and  went  into 

the  holy  city,  and  appeared 
unto  many.  Now  when  the 
centurion,  and  they  that  were 
with  him,  watching  Jefus,  faw 
the  earthquake,  and  thole 
things  that  were  done,  they 
feared  greatly,  faying,  Truly 
this  was  the  Son  of  God.

WH  O  is  this  that  Com
- eth from  Edom  with 

dyed  garments  from  Bozrah  ? 
this  that  is  glorious  in  his  ap- 

parel, travelling  in  the  great- 
nefs  of  his  ftrength  ?  1  that 
fpeak  in  righteoufnefs,  mighty 
to  fave.  Wherefore  art  thou 

red  in  diine  apparel,  and  thy 

garments 
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garments  like  him  that  tread- 
t'th  in  the  wine-fat  ?  I  have 

trodden  the  wine-prefs  alone, 
and  of  the  peopie  there  was 
none  with  me  :  for  I  will  tread 

them  in  mine  anger,  and  tram- 
ple them  in  my  fury,  and 

their  blood  fhall  be  fprinkled 
upon  my  garments,  and  I  will 
ftain  all  my  raiment.  For  the 
day  of  vengeance  is  in  mine 
heart,  and  the  year  of  my  re- 

deemed is  come.  And  I  looked, 
and  there  was  none  to  help  ; 
and  I  wondered  that  there  was 

none  to  uphold  :  therefore  mine 
own  arm  brought  ialvation 

unto  me,  and  my  fury  it  up- 
held me.  And  I  will  tread 

down  the  people  in  mine  an- 
ger, and  make  them  drunk  in 

my  fury,  and  I  will  bring  down 
their  ftrength  to  the  earth.  I 
will  mention  the  loving  kind- 
nelles  of  the  Lord,  and  the 

praifesofthe  Lord,  according 
to  all  that  the  Lord  hath  be- 

llowed on  us,  and  the  great 
^oodnefs  towards  the  houie  of 
Ifrael,  which  he  hath  bellowed 
on  them,  according  to.  his 
mercies,  and  according  to  the 
multitude  of  his  loving  kind- 
neiles.  For  he  (aid,  Surely 

they  are  my  people,  children 
that  will  not  lie  :  lb  he  was 

their  Saviour..  In  all  their  af- 
fliction he  was  afflicted,  and 

the  angel  of  his  pretence  laved 
them  :  in  his  love,  and  in  his 

pitv  he  redeemed  them,  and 
he  bare  them,  and  carried  them 

all  the  days  of  old.  But  they 
rebelled,  and  vexed  his  Holy 

Spirit ;  therefore  he  was  turn- 
ed to  be  their  enemy,  and  he 

fought  againft  them.  Then 
he  remembered  the  days  of 
eld,  Mofes  and  his  people, 

faying,  Where  is  he  that  brought 
them  up  out  of  the  fea  with 
the  fhepherd  of  his  flock  ? 
Where  is  he  that  put  his  Holy 
Spirit  within  him  ?  that  led 

them  by  the  right  hand  of  Mo* 
fes  with  his  glorious  arm,  di- 

viding the  water  before  them, 
to  make  himfeif  an  everlafting 
Name  ?  that  led  them  through 
the  deep  as  an  horle  in  the 
wiidernefs,  that  they  fhould 

not  ftumble  ?  as  a  beaft  go- 
eth  down  into  the  valley,  the 
Spirit  of  the  Lord  caufed  him 
to  reft :  fo  didfl  thou  lead  thy 

people,  to  make  thyfelf  a  glo- 
rious Name.  Look  down  from 

heaven,  and  behold  from  the 
habitation  of  thy  holinefs,  and 
of  thy  glory  :  Where  is  thy 
zeal,  and  thy  ftrength,  the 

founding  of  thy  bowels,'  and  of 
thy  mercies  towards  me  ?  Are 
they  reftrained  ?  Doubtlefs 
thou  art  our  Father,  though 

Abraham-  be  ignorant  of  us, 
and  Ifrael  acknowledge  us  not : 
Thou,  O  Lord,  art  our  Father,, 
our  Redeemer,  thy  Name  is 
from  everlafting.  O  Lord,  why 
haft  thou  made  us  to  err  from 

thy  ways  ?  and  hardened  our 
hearts  from  thy  fear  ?  Return 

for  thv  fervams'  fake,  the  tribes 

of 
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of-thine  inheritance.  The  peo- 

ple of  thy  holinefs  have  poffef- 
fed  it  but  a  little  while :  our 
adversaries  have  trodden  down 

thy  fan&uary.  We  are  thine  : 
thou  never  barefl  rule  over 

them  ;  they  were  not  called 

by  thy  Name,7 
The  Go/pel.   St.  Mark  xiv.  i. 

AFTER  two  days  was  the 
feaft  of  the  paflbver,  and 

of  unleavened  bread ;  and  the 

chief   priefls    and    the    fcribes 
fought  how  they  might  take 
him  by  craft,  and  put  him  to 
death.     But  they  (aid,  Not  on 

the  feaft-day,  left  there  be  an 
uproar  of  ̂ the    people.     And 
being  in  Bethany,  in  the  houfe 
of  Simon  the  leper,  as  he  fat 
at  meat,  there  came  a  woman 

having    an    alabafler    box    of 
ointment    of   fpikenard,    very 
precious  ;    and  ihe  brake  the 
box,  and  poured  it  on  his  head. 
And  there  were  fome  that  had 

indignation  within  themfelves, 

and  faid,  Why  was  this  wade 
of  the  ointment  made  ?  for  it 

might  have  been  fold  for  more 
than  three  hundred  pence,  and 
have  been  given  to  the  poor  : 
and    they    murmured    againft 
her.     And  Jefus  faid,  Let  her 
alone ;    why  trouble   ye   her  ? 
(lie  hath  wrought  a  good  work 
on  me  :  for  ye  have  the  poor 

with  you  always,  and  whenfo- 
ever  ye  will,  ye  may  do  them 

good  -,  but  me  ye  have  not  al- 
ways.   She  hath  done  what  fhe 

i 

could  ;  ihe  is  come  aforehand 

to  anoint  my  body  to  the  bu- 
rying.    Verily  I  fay  unto  you, 

Wherefoever  this  Gofpel  fhall 
be   preached    throughout    the 
whole  world,  this  alfo  that  fhe 
hath  done  (Tiall  be  fpoken  of 
for  a  memorial  of  her.     And 

Judas    Ifcariot,    one    of    the 
twelve,    went    unto    the   chief 

priefls    to    betray    him    unto 
them.     And  when  they  heard 

it,  they  were   glad,    and  pro-, 
mifed    to    give    him   money  : 
And  he  fought  how  he  might 
conveniently  betray  him.    And 
the   firft  day    of   unleavened 
bread,    when    they  killed   the 
paflbver,  his  difciples  laid  unto 
him,  Where  wilt  thou  that  we 

go  and  prepare,  that  thou  may- 
eft  eat  the  pailbver  ?   and  he, 
fendeth  forth  two  of  his  difci- 

ples, and  faith  unto  them,  Go 
ye  into  the  city,  and  there  (hall 
meet    you    a    man  bearing  a. 
pitcher  of  water ;  follow  him  : 
and  wherefoever  he  fhall  go  in, 

fay  ye  to  the  good  man  of  the 
houfe,  The  mafter faith,  Where 

is  the  gueft-chamber,  where  I 
fhall  eat  the  pailbver  with  my 
difciples  ?    And   he  will  fhew 

you  a  large   upper-room   fur- 
niihed,    and  prepared  :    there 
make  ready  for  us.     And  his 
difciples  went  forth,  and  came 
into  the  city,  and  found  as  he 
liad  faid  unto  them  :   and  they 
made  ready  the  paflbver.    And 
in  the  evening  he  cometh  with 
the  twelve.     And  as  they  fat, 

and 
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and  did  eat,  Jefus  faid,  Verily 
I  lay  unto  you,    one   of  you 
which  eateth  with  me,  fhall  be- 

tray me.     And  they  began  to 
be  forrowful,  and  to  fay  unto 
him  one  by  one,  Is  it  I  ?  and 
another  faid,  Is  it  I  ?  And  he 
anfwered  and  faid  unto  them, 
It   is    one   of  the  twelve  that 

dippeth  with  me  in  the  diih. 
The  Son  of  man  indeed  goeth, 
as  it  is  written  of  him  :  But  woe 

to  that  man  by  whom  the  Son 
of  man  is  betrayed  :  good  were 
it  for  that  man  if  he  had  never 

been  born.     And  as  they  did 
cat,  Jefus  took  bread,  and  blef- 
fed,    and  brake  it,    and   gave 
to  them,  and  faid,  Take,  eat : 
This    is    my   body.     And  he 
took  the   cup,    and  when  he 
had  given  thanks,  he  gave  it 
to  them  :  and  they  all  drank  of 
it.     And    he  faid  unto  them, 

This  is  my  blood  of  the  new 
teflament,    which    is   Ihed  for 

many.      Verily  I  lay  unto  you, 
I   will  drink  no  more  of  the 

fruit  of  the  vine,  until  that  day 

that  I'drink  it  new  in  the  king- 
dom of  God.    And  when  they 

had  fung  an  hymn,  they  went 
out  into  the  mount  of  Olives. 

And  Jefus  iaith  unto  them.  All 
ye  fhall  be  offended  becaufe  of 
me  this  night :  for  it  is  written, 
I  will  fmitc  the  ihephcrd,  and 
the    lheep    I  hall   be    fcattered. 
But  after  that  1  am  rifen,  I  will 

go    before    you    into    Galilee. 
But  Peter  laid  unto  him,  Al- 
diough  all  lhall  be  offended* 

yet  will  not  I.   And  Jefus  faith 
unto   him,    Verily  I  fay  unto 
thee,  that  this  day,  even  in  this 
night,    before    the   cock  crow 
twice,    thou    (halt    deny    me 
thrice.    But  he  fpake  the  more 
vehemently,    If  I    fhould  die 
with  thee,  I  will  not  deny  thee 
in  any  wife.    Likewife  alfo  faid 
they  all.     And  they  came  to 
a    place    which    was    named 
Gethfemane  :  and  he  faith  to 

his  difciples,  Sit  ye  here,  while 
I  ihall  pray.     And  he  taketh 
with  him  Peter,  and  James,  and 
John,    and  began   to  be  fore 
amazed,  and  to  be  very  heavy, 
and  faith  unto  them,  My  foul 
is    exceeding    forrowful    unto 
death ;     tarry    ye    here,    and 
watch.     And  he  went  forward 

a  little,  and  fell  on  the  ground, 

and  prayed,  that  if  it  were  pof- 
fible,  the  hour  might  pafs  from 
him.     And    he    laid,     Abba, 

Father,  all  things  are  poflible 
unto  thee  j  take  away  this  cup 
from    me ;    neverthelefs,    not 
what    I    will,    but   what  thou 
wilt.     And     he    cometh    and 

findeth  them  ileeping,  and  faith 
unto    Peter,    Simon,    fleepeft 
thou  ?  couldefl  not  thou  watch 
one  hour  ?  Watch  ye  and  pray, 

left  ye  enter  into  temptation: 
The  lpirit  truly  is  ready,  but 
the  ilcfh  is  weak.     And  again 
he  went  away,  and  prayed,  and 
fpake  the   fame  words.     And 
when  he  returned,    he   found 

them  aileep   again ;    for    their 
eyes  were  heavy  :  neither  wifb 
.4  they 
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tfiey  what  to  anfwer  him.  And 
he  cometh  the  third  time,  and 
faith  unto  them,  Sleep  on  now, 
and  take  your  reft :  it  is  enough, 
the  hour  is  come  ;  behold,  the 
Son  of  man  is  betrayed  into 

the  hands  of  finners.  Rife  up, 
let  us  go;  lo,  he  that  betrayeth 
me  is  at  hand.  And  immedi- 

ately, while  he  yet  fpake,  com- 
eth Judas,  one  of  the  twelve, 

and  with  him  a  great  multi- 
tude with  fwords  and  ftaves, 

from  the  chief  priefts,  and  the 
fcribes,  and  the  elders.  And 

he  that  betrayed  him,  had  given 
them. a  token,  faying,  Whom- 
foever  I  mall  kifs,  that  fame  is 

he  -,  take  .him,  and  lead  him 
away  fafely.  And  as  foon  as 

he  was  come,  he  goeth  ftraight- 
way  to  him,  and  faith,  Matter, 
mafter;  andkhTed  him.  And 
they  laid  their  hands  on  him, 
and  took  him.  And  one  of 

them  that  flood  by,  drew  a 
fword,  and  fmote  a  fervant  of 

the  high  prieft,  and  cut  off  his 
ear.  And  Jefus  anfwered  and 
faid  unto  them,  Are  ye  come 
out  as  againft  a  thief,  with 
fwords  and  with  ftaves,  to  take 
me  ?  I  was  daily  with  you  in 
the  temple  teaching,  and  ye 
took  me  not :  but  the  Scrip- 

tures muft  be  fulfilled.  And 

they  all  forfook  him,  and  fled. 
And  there  followed  him  a  cer- 

tain young  man,  having  a  li- 
nen cloth  caft  about  his  naked 

body ;  and  the  young  men 
laid  hold  on  him  :  and  he  left 

the  linen  cloth,  and  fled  from 

them  naked.  And  they  led 

Jefus  away  to  the  high  prieft  : 
and  with  him  were  affembled 

all  the  chief  priefts,  and  the 
elders,  and  the  fcribes.  And 
Peter  followed  him  afar  off, 

even  into  the  palace  of  the 

high  prieft  -,  and  he  fat  with 
the  fervants,  and  warmed  him- 
felf  at  the  fire.  And  the  chief 

priefts,  and  all  the  council 
fought  for  witnefs  againft  Jeius 
to  put  him  to  death,  and  found 
none.  For  many  bare  falfe 
witnefs  againft  him,  but  their 
witnefs  agreed  not  together. 
And  there  arofe  certain,  and 
bare  falfe  witnefs  againft  him, 
faying,  We  heard  him  fay,  I 
will  deftroy  this  temple  that 
is  made  with  hands,  and  within 
three  days  I  will  build  another 
made  without  hands.  But  nei- 

ther fo  did  their  witnefs  agree 
together.  And  the  higrf  prieft 
flood  up  in  the  midft,  and  afk- 
ed  Jefus,  faying,  Anfwereft 
thou  nothing  ?  what  is  it  which, 
thefe  witnefs  againft  thee  ? 
But  he  held  his  peace,  and  an- 

fwered nothing.  Again  the 
high  prieft  afced  him,  and  faid 
unto  him,  Art  thou  the  Chrift, 
the  Son  of  the  Blefled  ?  And. 

Jefus  faid,  I  am  ;  and  ye  (hall 
fee  the  Son  of  man  fitting  on 
the  right  hand  of  power,  and 
coming  in  the  clouds  of  heaven. 
Then  the  high  prieft  rent  his 
clothes,  and  faith,  What  need 
we  any  further  witneiles  ?  ye 
have  heard  the  blafphemy : 

what  think  ye  ?  And*  they  all E  condemned 
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condemned  him  to  be  guilty  of 
death.  And  fome  began  to 
fpit  on  him,  and  to  cover  his 
face,  and  to  buffet  him,  and  to 
fay  unto  him,  Prophefy  :  and 
the  fervants  did  ftrike  him 

with  the  palms  of  their  hands. 
And  as  Peter  was  beneath  in 

the  palace,  there  cometh  one  of 
the  maids  of  the  high  prieft; 
and  when  fhe  faw  Peter  warm- 

ing himfelf,  ihe  looked  upon 
him,  and  faid,  And  thou  alfo 
waft  with  Jefus  of  Nazareth. 
But  he  denied,  faying,  I  know 
not,  neither  underftand  I  what 
thou  fay  eft.  And  he  went  out 

into  the  porch  -,  and  the  cock 
crew.  And  a  maid  faw  him 

again,  and  began  to  fay  to 
them  that  ftood  by,  This  is 
one  of  them.  And  he  denied 

it  again.  And  a  little  after, 
they  that  ftood  by  faid  again 
to  Peter,  Surely  thou  art  one 
of  them ;  for  thou  art  a  Gali- 

lean, and  thy  fpeech  agreeth 
thereto.  But  he  began  to  curfe 
and  to  fwear,  faying,  I  know 
not  this  man  of  whom  ye 
fpeak.  And  the  fecond  time 
the  cock  crew.  And  Peter 
called  to  mind  the  word  that 

Jefus  faid  unto  him, .  Before 
the  cock  crow  twice,  thou  fhalc 

deny  me-  thrice.  And  when 
lie  thought  thereon,  he  wept.

For  the  Epifle.    Ifai.  1.  5. 

THE     Lord    God    hath 

opened   mine  ear,    and 

I  was  not  rebellious,  neither 
turned  away  back.  I  gave  my 
back  to  the  fmiters,  and  my 
cheeks  to  them  that  plucked 
off  the  hair  :  I  hid  not  my  face 
from  ihame  and  fpitting.  For 
the  Lord  God  will  help  me, 
therefore  fhall  I  not  be  con- 

founded :  therefore  have  I  fet 

my  face  like  a  flint,  and  I 
know  that  I  fhall  not  be  a- 

fhamed.  He  is  near  that  juf- 
tifieth  me ;  who  will  contend 

with  me  ?  let  us  ftand  toge- 
ther :  who  is  mine  adverfary  ? 

let  him  come  near  to  me  :  be- 
hold, the  Lord  God  will  help 

me ;  who  is  he  that  (hall  con- 
demn me ,?  Lo,  they  all  fhall 

wax  old  as  a  garment :  the 
moth  fhall  eat  them  up.  Who 

is  among  you  that  feareth  the. 
Lord,  that  obeyeth  the  voice 
of  his  fervant,  that  walketh  in 
darknefs,  and  hath  no  light  ? 
let  him  truft  in  the  Name  of 

the  Lord,  and  flay  upon  his 

God.  Behold,  all  ye  that  kin- 
dle a  fire,  that  compafs  your- 

felves  about  with  fparks  ;  walk 
in  the  light  of  your  fire,  and 
in  the  iparks  that  ye  have 
kindled.  This  fhall  ye  have  of 
mine  hand,  ye  fhall  lie  down 
in  forrow. 

The  GofpeL  St.  Mark  xv.  r. 

AN  D  ftraightway  in  the morning,  the  chief  priefts 
held  a  confultation  with  the 

elders  and  fcribes,  and  the 

whole  council,  and  bound  Je- 
fus,   and    carried    him   away, 

and 
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and  delivered  him  to  Pilate. 
And  Pilate  afked  him,  Art 

thou  the  King  of  the  Jews  ? 
And  he  anfwering;,  faid  unto 

him,  Thou  fay  eft  it.  And  the 
chief  priefts  accufed  him  of 
many  things :  but  he  anfwered 
nothing.  And  Pilate  afked 
him  again,  faying,  Anfwereft 
thou  nothing  ?  behold  how  ma- 

ny things  they  witnefs  againft 
thee.  But  Jefus  yet  anfwer- 

ed nothing  :  fo  that  Pilate 
marvelled.  Now  at  that  feaft 

he  releafed  unto  them  one  pri- 
foner,  whomfoever  they  defi- 
red.  And  there  was  one  nam- 

ed Barabbas,  which  lay  bound 
with  thenxthat  had  made  infur- 
rection  with  him,  who  had 
committed  murder  in  the  in- 
furreclion.  And  the  multitude 

crying  aloud,  began  to  defire 
him  to  do  as  he  had  ever  done 
unto  them.  But  Pilate  anfwer- 

ed them,  faying,  Will  ye  that 
I  releafe  unto  you  the  King  of 
the  Jews  ?  (for  he  knew  that 
the  chief  priefts  had  delivered 
him  for  envy.)  But  the  chief 
priefts  moved  the  people,  that 
he  mould  rather  releafe  Barab- 

bas unto  them."  And  Pilate 
anfwered,  and  faid  again  unto 
them,  What  will  ye  then  that 
I  fhall  do  unto  him  whom  ye 
call  the  King  of  the  Jews  ? 
And  they  cried  out  again,  Cru- 

cify him.  Then  Pilate  faid' 
unto  them,  Why,  what  evil 
hath  he  done  ?  And  they  cried 

cut  the  more  exceedingly,  Cru- 

cify him.  And  fo  Pilate,  wil- 
ling to  content  the  people,  re- 

leafed  Barabbas  unto  them, 
and  delivered  Jefus,  when  he 

had  fcourged  him,  to  be  cru- 
cified. And  the  foldiers  led 

him  away  into  the  hall,  called 
Pretorium ;  and  they  call  to- 

gether the  whole  band.  And 
they  clothed  him  with  purple, 
and  platted  a  crown  of  thorns, 
and  put  it  about  his  head :  and 
began  to  falute  him,  Hail,  King 
of  the  Jews  !  and  they  fmote 
him  on  the  head  with  a  reed, 

and  did  {pit  upon  him,  and 

bowing  their  knees,  worship- 
ped him.  And  when  they  had 

mocked  him,  they  took  off 
the  purple  from  him,  and  put 
his  own  clothes  on  him,  and 

led  him  out  to  crucify"  him. 
And  they  compel  one  Simon 
a  Cyrenian,  who  pafTed  by, 
coming  out  of  the  country,  the 
father  of  Alexander  and  Ru- 

ms, to  bear  his  crofs.  And 
they  bring  him  unto  the  place 

Golgotha,  which  is,  being  in- 

terpreted, The  place  of  a  fcull. " 
And  they  gave  him  to  drink 
wine  mingled  with  myrrh  ;  but 
he  received  it  not.  And  when 

they  had  crucified  him,  they 
parted  his  garments,  cafting 
lots  upon  them,  what  every 
man  mould  take.  And  it  was 

the  third  hour,  and  they  cru- 
cified him.  And  the  fuper- 

fcription  of  his  accufation  was 
written  over,  THE  KING 
OF  THE  JEWS.  And 

E  a  with 
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with  him  they  crucify  two 
thieves,  the  one  on  his  right 
hand),  and  the  other  on  his 
left.  And  the  Scripture  was 
fulfilled,  which  faith,  And  he 
was  numbered  with  the  tranf- 

greflbrs.  And  they  that  patted 
by  railed  on  him,  wagging 
their  heads,  and  faying,  Ah, 
thou  that  deftroyeft  the  temple, 
and  btiildeft  it  in  three  days, 
lave  thyfelf,  and  come  down 
from  the  crofs.  Likewife  alfo 

the  chief  priefts  mocking,  laid 
among  themfelves,  with  the 
icribes,  He  faved  others ; 
himfelf  he  cannot  fave.  Let 

Chrift  the  King  of  Ifrael  de- 
fcend  now  from  the  crofs,  that 
we  may  fee  and  believe.  And 
they  that  were  crucified  with 
him,  reviled  him.  And  when 
the  iixth  hour  was  come,  there 
was  darknefs  over  the  whole 
land  until  the  ninth  hour. 

And  at  the  ninth  hour  Jefus 
cried  with  a  loud  voice,  faying, 
E/oi,  Eloi,  lama  fabachthani  f 
which  is,  being  interpreted, 
My  God,  my  God,  why  haft 
thou  forfaken  me  ?  And  fome 

of  them  that  flood  by,  when 
they  heard  it,  faid,  Behold,  he 
callcth  Elias.  And  one  ran 

and  filled  a  fpunge  full  of  vine- 
gar, and  put  it  on  a  reed,  and 

gave  him  to  drink,  faying, 
Let  alone ;  let  us  fee  whether 
Elias  will  come  to  take  him 

down.  And  Jefus  cried  with 
a  loud  voice,  and  gave  up  the 
ghofl.      And  the   vail  of  the 

before  Eclfter. 

temple  was  rent  in  twain  from 
the  top  to  the  hottom.  And 
when  the  centurion,  which 

flood  over  againfl  him,  faw 
that  he  fo  cried  out,  and 

gave  up  the  ghofl,  he  faid, 
Truly  this  man  was  the  Son 
of  God. 

Wednefday  before  Eofter. 

^he  Epijile.  Hebr.  ix.  16. 

INHERE  a  teftament  is, there  muft  alfo  of  ne- 

cefiity  be  the  death  of  the  tefta- 
tor :  for  a  teftament  is  of  force 

after  men  are  dead  ;  otherwife 

it  is  of  no  ftrength  at  all  whilft 
the  teftator  liveth.  Where- 

upon, neither  the  firft  tefta- 
ment was  dedicated  without 

blood :  for  when  Mofes  had 

fpoken  every  precept  to  all  the 
people,  according  to  the  law, 
he  took  the  blood  of  calves 

and  of  goats,  with  water  and 
fcarlet  wool  and  hyffop,  and 
fprinkled  both  the  book  and 
all  the  people,  faying,  This 
is  the  blood  of  the  teftament, 

which  God  hath  enjoined  un- 
to you.  Moreover,  he  fprink- 

led likewife  with  blood  both 

the  tabernacle,  and  all  the  vef- 
fels  of  the  miniftry.  And  al- 
moft  all  things  are  by  the  law 

purged  with  blood ;  and  with- 
out lhedding  of  blood  is  no 

re  minion.  It  was  therefore 

neceflary  that  the  patterns  of 
things  in  the  heavens  fhould  be 
purified  with  thefe  j  but  the heavenly 
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fieavenly  things  themfelves 
with  better  facrihces  than  thefe. 
For  Chrift  is  not  entered  into 

the  holy  places  made  with 
hands,  which  are  the  figures  of 
the  true,  but  into  heaven  it- 
felf,  now  to  appear  in  the  pre- 
fence  of  God  for  us ;  nor  yet 
that  he  fhould  offer  himfelf 

often,  as  the  high  prieft  enter- 
eth  into  the  holy  place  every 
year  with  blood  of  others  :  for 
then  muft  he  often  have  fuf- 
fered  fince  the  foundation  of 

the  world;  but  now  once  in 
the  end  of  the  world,  hath  he 

appeared  to  put  away  fin  by 
the  facrifice  of  himfelf.  And 

as  it  is  appointed  unto  men 
once  to  die,  but  after  this  the 

judgment :  fo  Chrift  was  once 
offered  to  bear  the  fins  of 

many ;  and  unto  them  that 
look  for  him,  fhall  he  appear 
the  fecond  time  without  fin 
unto  falvation. 

The  Go/pel.  St.  Luke  xxii.  i. 

NOW  the  feaft  of  unlea- 

vened bread  drew  nigh, 
which  is  called  the  PafTover. 

And  the  chief  priefts  and 
fcribes  fought  how  they  might 
kill  him  ;  for  they  feared  the 
people.  Then  entered  Satan 
into  Judas  furnamed  Ifcariot, 

being  of  the  number  of  the 
twelve.  And  he  went  his  way, 
and  communed  with  the  chief 

priefts  and  captains  how  he 
might  betray  him  unto  them. 

And  they  were  glad,  and  cove- 

nanted to  give  him  money. 
And  he  promifed,  and  fought 

opportunity  to  betray  him  unto 
them  in  the  abfence  of  the 
multitude.  Then  came  the 

day  of  unleavened  bread,  when 
the  pafTover  muft  be  killed. 
And  he  fent  Peter  and  John, 

faying,  Go,  and  prepare  us  the 
pafTover,  that  we  may  eat. 
And  they  faid  unto  him,  Where 
wilt  thou  that  we  prepare } 
And  he  faid  unto  them,  Be- 

hold, when  ye  are  entered  into 
the  citv,  there  ihall  a  man  meet 

you,  bearing  a  pitcher  of  wa- 
ter ;  follow  him  into  the  houfe 

where  he  entereth  in  :  And  ye 

fhall  fay  unto  the  good-man  of 
the  houfe,  The  mafter  faith 

unto  thee,  Where  is  the  gueft- 

chamber,  where  I  mail  eat  the  ■ 
pafTover  with  my  difciples  ? 
And  he  fhall  fhew  you  a  large 

upper  room  furnifhed ;  there 
make  ready.  And  they  went, 
and  found  as  he  had  faid  unto 

them  :  and  they  made  ready  the 
pafTover.  And  when  the  hour 
was  come,  he  fat  down,  and  the 

twelve  Apoftles  with  him. .  And 
he  faid  unto  them,  With  defire 

I  have  defired  to  eat  this  pafT- 
over with  you  before  I  fuffer. 

For  I  fay  unto  you,  I  will  not 
any  more  eat  thereof,  until  it 
be  fulfilled  in  the  kingdom  of 
God.  And  he  took  the  cup, 
and  gave  thanks,  and  faid, 
Take  this,  and  divide  it  among 
yourfelves.  For  I  fay  unto 

you,  I  will  not  drink  of  the 

E  3  fruit 
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fruit    of  the    vine,    until   the 
kingdom  of  God  mall  come. 
And  he  took  bread,  and  gave 
thanks,  and  brake  it,  and  gave 
unto  them,  faying,  This  is  my 
body,  which  is  given  for  you  : 
this  do  in  remembrance  of  me. 

Likewife    alfo    the    cup    after 
fupper,  faying,  This  cup  is  the 
new    teftament    in  my  blood, 
which  is  fh:d  for  you.      But 
behold,  the  hand  of  him  that 
betrayeth  me,    is  with  me  on 
the  table.     And  truly  the  Son 

of  man  goeth,  as  it  was  deter- 
mined ;  but  woe  unto  that  man 

by  whom  he  is  betrayed.     And 
they  began  to  enquire  among 
themfelves,  which   of  them   it 
was  that  mould  do  this  thing. 
And    there    was    alfo   a   ftrife 

among  them,   which  of  them 

fhould  be  accounted  the  great- 
eft.     And  he  faid  unto  them, 

The  Kings  of  the  Gentiles  ex- 
ercife  lordfhip  over  them,  and 
they  that  exercife  authority  up- 

on them,    are  called  benefac- 
tors.    But  ye  (hall  not  be  fo  : 

but  he  that  is  greater!:  among 
you,  let  him  be  as  the  younger; 
and  he  that  is  chief,  as  he  that 
doth    ferve.      For  whether   is 

greater,  he  that  fittcth  at  meat, 
or  he  that  ferveth  ?   is  not  he 
that  fitteth  at  meat  ?  but  I  am 

among  you,  as  he  that  ferveth. 
Ye  are  they  which  have  con- 

tinued with  me  in  my  tempta- 
\nd  I  appoint  unto  you  a 

kingdom,  as  my  Father  hath 
appointed   unto  me  ;    that   ye 

may  eat  and  drink  at  my  table 
in   my  kingdom,    and    fit  on 
thrones,    judging    the    twelve 
tribes  of  Iirael.    And  the  Lord 

faid,    Simon,    Simon,    behold, 
Satan  hath  defired  to  have  you, 
that  he  may  fift  you  as  wheat : 
but  I  have  prayed  for  thee,  that 
thy  faith  fail  not ;   and  when 
thou  art  converted,  ftrengthen 
thy   brethren.     And    he    faid 
unto  him,  Lord,  I  am  ready  to 
go  with  thee,  both  into  prifon 
and  to  death.     And  he  faid,  I 
tell  thee,  Peter,  the  cock  fhall 
not  crow  this  day,  before  that 
thou  fhalt  thrice  deny  that  thou 
knoweft  me.    And  he  faid  unto 

them,  When  I  fent  you  with- 
out purfe,  and  fcrip,  and  fhoes, 

lacked  ye  any  thing  ?  And  they 
faid,  Nothing.     Then  faid  he 
unto  them,  But  now,  he  that 
hath  a  purfe,  let  him  take  it, 
and  likewife  his  fcrip  :   and  he 
that   hath  no   fword,    let  him 

fell  his  garment,  and  buy  one. 
For  I  Iky  unto  you,  That  this 
that  is  written,  mud  yet  be  ac- 
compliihed    in    me,    And    he 

was  reckoned  among  the  tranf- 
greffors  :  for  the   things  con^ 
cerning  me  have  an  end.    And 
they  faid,  Lord,  behold,  here 
are  two  fwords.     And  he  faid 

unto  them,  It  is  enough.    And 
he  came  out,  and  went,  as  he 
was  wont,    to    the   mount    of 
Olives,   and   his   difciples  alfo 
followed  him.     And  when  he 

was  at  [ae  place,  he  faid  unto 

them,  Pray,  that  yc  enter  not  into 
temptation. 
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temptation.  And  he  was  with- 
drawn from  them  about  a 

{tone's  caft,  and  kneeled  down 
and  prayed,  faying,  Father,  if 
thou  be  willing,  remove  this 
cup  from  me  :  neverthelefs, 
not  my  will,  but  thine  be  done. 
And  there  appeared  an  angel 

unto  him  from  heaven,  ftrength- 
ening  him.  And  being  in  an 

agony,  he  prayed  more  ear- 
neftly;  and  his  fweat  was  as  it 

were  great  drops  of  blood  fall- 
ing down  to  the  ground.  And 

when  he  rofe  up  from  prayer, 
and  was  come  to  his  difciples, 
he  found  them  fleeping  for 
ibrrow,  and  laid  unto  them, 

Why  ileep.  ye  ?  rife  and  pray, 
left  ye  enter  into  temptation. 

And  while  he  yet  fpake,  be- 
hold, a  multitude,  and  he  that 

was  called  Judas,  one  of  the 
twelve,  went  before  them,  and 
drew  near  unto  Jeius  to  kifs 
him.  But  Jefus  faid  unto  him, 
Judas,  betrayeft  thou  the  Son 
of  man  with  a  kifs  ?  When  they 
who  were  aboitt  him  faw 

what  would  follow,  they  faid 
unto  him,  Lord,  mall  we  fmite 
with  a  fword  ?  and  one  of 
them  fmote  a  fervant  of  the 

high  prieft,  and  cut  off  his 
right  ear.  And  Jefus  anfwered 
and  faid,  Suffer  ye  thus  far. 
And  he  touched  his  ear,  and 
healed  him.  Then  Jefus  faid 

unto  the  chief  prieits,  and  cap- 
tains of  the  temple,  and  the 

elders  who  were  come  to  him, 

Be  ye  come  out   as  againit  a 

before  Eqfier. 

thief,  with  fwords  and  ftaves  -? 
When  I  was  daily  with  you  in 
the  temple,  ye  ftretchecl  forth 
no  hands  againft  me  :  but  this 
is  your  hour,  and  the  power  of 
darknefs.  Then  took  they 
him,  and  led  him,  and  brought 

him  into  the  high  prieft's  houfe  : and  Peter  followed  afar  off. 

And  when  they  had  kindled  a 
fire  in  the  midit  of  the  hall, 
and  were  fet  down  together, 
Peter  fat  down  among  them. 
But  a  certain  maid  beheld 

him,  as  he  fat  by  the  fire,  and 
earneftly  looked  upon  him,  and 
faid,  This  man  was  alfo  with 
him.  And  he  denied  him, 

faying,  Woman,  I  know  him 
not.  And  after  a  little  while 

another  faw  him,  and  faid, 
Thou  art  alio  of  them.  And 

Peter  faid,  Man,  I  am  not. 
And  about  the  fpace  of  one 
hour  after,  another  confidently 
affirmed,  faying,  Of  a  truth 
this  fellow  alfo  was  with  him  ; 
for  he  is  a  Galilean.  And  Pe- 

ter faid,  Man,  1  know  not  what 
thou  fayeft.  And  immediately, 
while  he  yet  fpake,  the  cock 
crew.  And  the  Lord  turned, 
and  looked  upon  Peter  ;  and 
Peter  remembered  the  word  of 

the  Lord,  how  he  had  laid  un- 
to him,  Before  the  cock  crow, 

thou  (halt  deny  me  thrice. 
And  Peter  went  out,  and  wept 
bicteriy.  And  the  men  that 
held  Jefus  mocked  him,  and 
fmote  him.  And  when  they 
had  blindiolded  him,  they 

E  4  iti..... 
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ftruck  htm  on  the  face,  and 
afkcd  him,  faying,  Prophefy, 
who  is  it  that  fmote  thee  ?  And 

many  other  things  blafphe- 
moufly  fpake  they  againft  him. 
And  as  foon  as  it  was  day,  the 
elders  of  the  people,  and  the 
chief  priefts,  and  the  icribes 
came  together,  and  led  him 
into  their  council,  laying,  Art 
thou  the  Chrift?  tell  us.  And 

he  laid  unto  them,  If  I  tell  you, 
ye  will  not  believe :  and  if  I 
alio  afk  you,  ye  will  not  an- 
fwer  me,  nor  let  me  go.  Here- 

after In  all  the  Son  of  man  fit 

on  the  right  hand  of  the  power 
of  God.  Then  faid  they  all, 
Art  thou  then  the  Son  of  God  ? 

And  he  faid  unto  them,  Ye  fay 
that  I  am.  And  they  faid, 
What  need  we  any  further 
witnefs  ?  for  we  ourfelves  have 
heard  of  his  own  mouth. 

Thurfclay  before  Eafer. 

Toe  Epijile.     i  Cor.   xi.  17. 
IN  this  that  I  declare  unto 

you,  I  praife  you  not ; "  that 
ye  come  together,  not  for  the 
better,  but  for  the  worfe.     For 

firft  of  all,   when  ye  come  to- 
icr  in  the   church,    I  hear 

that  there  be  divifions  anions; 

.,    arid  I  partly  believe    ir. 
For  there  mult  be  alfo  herefies 

among  you,  that  they  who  are 
roved,  may  be  made  mani- 
among    you.     When    ye 

come    together   therefore    into 
one  place,    this  is  not  to   eat 

the  Lord's  fupper  :  For  in  eat- 
ing, every  one  taketh  before 

other  his  own  fupper  ;  and  one 

is  hungry,  and  another  is  drunk- 
en. What,  have  ye  not  houfes 

to  eat  and  to  drink  in  ?  or  de- 
fpife  ye  the  church  of  God,  and 
fhame  them  that  have  not  ? 

What  fliall  I  fay  to  you  ?  (halt 
I  praife  you  in  this  ?  I  praife 
you  not.  For  I  have  received 
of  the  Lord  that  which  alfo  I 

delivered  unto  you,  That  the 
Lord  Jefus,  the  fame  night  in 
which  he  was  betrayed,  took 
bread ;  and  when  he  had  given 
thanks,  he  brake  it,  and  faid, 
Take,  eat ;  this  is  my  body, 
which  is  broken  for  you  :  this 
do  in  remembrance  of  me. 
After  the  fame  manner  alfo  he 

took  the  cup,  when  he  had  flip- 
ped, faying,  This  cup  is  the 

new  teftament  in  my  blood  : 
this  do  ye,  as  oft  as  ye  drink 
it,  in  remembrance  of  me.  For 
as  often  as  ye  eat  this  bread, 
and  drink  this  cup,  ye  do  fhew 
the  Lord's  death  till  he  come. 
Wherefore,  whofoever  ill  all  eat 
this  bread,  and  drink  this  cup 
of  the  Lord  unworthily,  fliall 
be  guilty  of  the  body  and 
blood  of  the  Lord.  But  let 
a  man  examine  himfelf,  and 
fo  let  him  eat  of  that  bread, 

and  drink  of  that  cup.  For  he 
that  eateth  and  drinketh  un- 

worthily, eateth  and  drinketh 
damnation  to  himfelf,  not  dis- 

cerning the  Lord's  body.  For 
this  caufe  many  are  weak  and 

fickly 



fTckly  among  you,  and  many 
fleep.  For  if  we  would  judge 
ourfelves,  we  ihould  not  be 

judged.  But  when  we  are 
judged,  we  are  chaflened  of 
the  Lord,  that  we  mould  not 
be  condemned  with  the  world. 

Wherefore,  my  brethren,  when 
ye  come  together  to  eat,  tarry 
one  for  another.  And  if  any 
man  hunger,  let  him  eat  at 
home ;  that  ye  come  not  to- 

gether unto  condemnation. 
And  the  red  will  I  fet  in  order 
when  I  come. 

The  Go/pel.  St.  Luke  xxiii.  i . 

THE  whole  multitude  of 

them  arofe,  and  led  him 

unto  Pilate.  And  they  began 
to  accufe  him,  faying,  We 
found  this  fellow  perverting 
the  nation,  and  forbidding  to 
give  tribute  to  Cefar,  faying, 
That  he  himfelf  is  Chrift  a 

King.  And  Pilate  afked  him, 

faying,  Art  thou  the  King  of 
the  Jews  ?  And  he  anfwered 

him,  and  faid,  thou  fay  eft  it. 
Then  faid  Pilate  to  the  chief 

priefts,  and  to  the  people,  I 
find  no  fault  in  this  man.  And 

they  were  the  more  fierce,  fay- 
ing, He  ftirreth  up  the  people, 

teaching  throughout  all  Jewry, 
beginning  from  Galilee  to  this 
place.  When  Pilate  heard  of 
Galilee,  he  afked  whether  the 
man  were  a  Galilean.  And 
as  foon  as  he  knew  that  he  be- 

longed unto  Herod's  jurifdic- 
tion,    he  fent  him  to  Herod, 

TLiirfday  before  Eafter. 

who  himfelf  was  alfo  at  Jerufa- 
lem  at  that  time.  And  when 

Herod  faw  Jefus,  he  was  ex- 

ceeding glad  ;  for  he  was  de- 
firous  to  fee  him  of  a  long 
feafon,  becaufe  he  had  heard 

many  things  of  him ;  and  he 
hoped  to  have  feen  fome  mi- 

racle done  by  him.  Then  he 
queftioned  with  him  in  many 
words  ;  but  he  anfwered  him 
nothing.  And  the  chief  priefts 
and  fcribes  flood  and  vehe- 

mently accufed  him.  And 
Herod  with  his  men  of  war  fet 

him  at  nought,  and  mocked 
him,  and  arrayed  him  in  a  gor- 

geous robe,  and  fent  him  again 
to  Pilate.  And  the  fame  day 
Pilate  and  Herod  were  made 

friends  together ;  for  before 
they  were  at  enmity  between 
themfelves.  And  Pilate,  when 

he  had  called  together  the  chief 
priefts,  and  the  rulers,  and  the 
people,    faid   unto  them,    Ye 
have  brought  this  man  unto 
me,  as  one  that  perverteth  the 
people  :  and  behold,  I  having 
examined  him  before  you,  have 
found  no  fault  in  this  man 

touching  thofe  things  whereof 
ye  accufe  him  :  No,  nor  yet 
Herod  :  for  I  fent  you  to 
him  ;  and  lo,  nothing  worthy 
of  death  is  done  unto  him.  I 
will  therefore  chaftife  him,  and 
releafe  him.  For  of  neceflity 
he  muft  releafe  one  unto  them 

at  the  feaft.  And  they  cried 
out  all  at  once,  faying,  Away 
with    this    man,     and    releafe 

unto 
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unto  us  Barabbas  :   (who  for  a 
certain    fedition    made  in   the 

city,   and  for  murder,  was  caft 
in    priibn.)      Pilate    therefore 
willing  to  releafe  Jefus,  fpake 
again  to  them,  But  they  cried, 
faying,     Crucify  him,    crucify 
him.     And  he  laid  unto  them 

the  third  time,  Why,  what  evil 
hath  he  done  ?   I  have  found 
no  caufe  of  death  in  him  :    I 

will  therefore  chaftife  him,  and 
let  him    go.     And  they  were 
inftant  with    loud  voices,    re- 

quiring that  he  might  be  cru- 
cified :  and  the  voices  of  them, 

and  of  the  chief  priefts  prevail- 
ed.   And  Pilate  gave  fentence, 

that  it  mould   be  as  they  re- 
quired.   And  he  releafed  unto 

them  him  that  for  fedition  and 

murder  was  caft    into   priibn, 
whom  they  had  defired  ;    but 
he  delivered  Jefus  to  their  will. 
And    as    they  led   him   away, 
they  laid  hold  upon  one  Simon 
a  Cyrenian,  coming  out  of  the 
country,    and  on  him  they  laid 
the  crofs,  that  he  might  bear 
it  after  Jefus.     And  there  fol- 

lowed him  a  great  company  of 
people,  and  of  women,   which 
alfo    bewailed    and    lamented 

him.     But  Jefus  turning  unto 

them,  (aid,  Daughters  of  Jeru- 
falem,   weep  not  for  me,  but 
weep  for    yourfelves,    and  for 
your    children.      For  behold, 
the  days  are  coming,     in  the 
which  they  (hall  lay,    Blefied 
are  the  barren,   and  the  wombs 

never  bare,  and  the  paps 

which  never  gave  fuck.    Then 
(hall  they  begin  to  fay  to  the 
mountains,  Fall  on  us ,  and  to 
the  hills,     Cover    us.     For  if 

they  do  thefe  things  in  a  green 
tree,  what  fhall  be  done  in  the 

dry  ?   And  there  were  alfo  two 
other  malefactors  led  with  him 

to  be  put  to  death.     And  when 
they  were   come  to  the  place 
which  is  called  Calvary,  there 
they  crucified  him ;    and    the 
malefactors,  one  on  the  right 
hand,    and    the  other  on    the 
left.     Then  laid  Jefus,  Father, 

forgive"  them,    for  they  know 
not  what  they  do.     And   they 
parted  his   raiment,     and  caft 
lots.     And    the    people   flood 
beholding  5    and  the  rulers  alfo 
with  them  derided  him,  faying, 
He  faved  others ;  let  him  fave 
himfelf,    if  he  be  Chrift,    the 
chofenofGod.     And  the  fol- 
diers  alfo  mocked  him,  coming 
to  him,  and  offering  him  vine- 

gar, and  faying,  If  thou  be  the 
King  of  the  Jews,  fave  thyfelf. 
And  a  fuperfcription  alfo  was 
written  over  him  in  letters  of 
Greek,  and  Latin,  and  Hebrew, 
THIS  IS  THE   KING  OF 

THE  JEWS.     And   one  of 
the    malefactors,    which  were 
hanged,  railed  on  him,  faying, 
If  thou  be    Chrift,    fave   thy- 

felf, and  us.     But  the  other  an- 
fwering,  rebuked  him,  faying, 
Doft  not  thou  fear  God,  fee- 

ing thou  art  in  the  fame  con- 
demnation ?     And  we   indeed 

juftly  -y  for  we  receive  the  due 
reward 
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reward  of  our  deeds,  but  this 
man  hath  done  nothing  amiis. 
And  he  laid  unto  Jefus,  Lord, 
remember  me  when  thou  com- 
eft  into  thy  kingdom.  And 
Jefus  laid  unto  him,  Verily  I 

lay  unto  thee,  To-day  (halt  thou 
be  with  me  in  paradife.  And 
it  was  about  the  iixth  hour  : 
and  there  was  darknefs  over 
all  the  earth,  until  the  ninth 
hour.  And  the  fun  was  dark- 

ened, and  the  vail  of  the  tem- 
ple was  rent  in  the  midft.  And 

when  Jefus  had  cried  with  a 
loud  voice,  he  faid,  Father, 

into  thy  hands  I  commend  my 
fpirit :  and  having  faid  thus, 
he  gave  up.  the  ghoft.  Now 
when  the  centurion  faw  what 

was  done,  he  glorified  God, 
faying,  Certainly  this  was  a 
righteous  man.  And  all  the 
people  that  came  together  to 
that  light,  beholding  the  things 
that  were  done,  imote  their 
breads,  and  returned.  And  all 

his  acquaintance,  and  the  wo- 
men that  followed  him  from 

Galilee,  flood  afar  off,  behold- 
ing theie  things.

The  Epiftle.  Hebr.  x.  i . 

TH  E  law  having  a  fhadow of  good  things  to  come, 
and  not  the  very  image  of  the 

thin 

gs> 
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things,  can  never  with  thofe 
facrifices,  which  they  offered 
year  by  year  continually,  make 
the  comers  thereunto  perfect : 
for  then  would  they  not  have 
ceafed  to  be  offered  ?  becaufe 

that  the  worfhippers  once 
purged,  fhould  have  had  no 
more  confcience  of  fins.  But 
in  thofe  facrifices  there  is  a  re- 

membrance as;ain  made  of  fins 

every  year.  For  it  is  not  pof- 
fible  that  the  blood  of  bulls 

and  of  goats  fhould  take  away 
fins.  Wherefore  when  he  com- 
fcth  into  the  world,  he  faith, 
Sacrifice  and  offering  thou 
wouldeft  not,  but  a  body  haft 
thou  prepared  me  :  In  burnt- 
offerings  and  facrifices  for  fin 
thou  had  had  no  pleafure  : 
then  faid  I,  Lo,  I  come  (in 
the  volume  of  the  book  it  is 

written  of  me)  to  do  thy  will, 
0  God.  Above,  when  he 

faid.  Sacrifice  and  offering, 
and  burnt-offerings,  and  offer- 

ing for  fin  thou  wouldeft 
not,  neither  hadft  pleafure 
therein,  which  are  offered  by 
the  law ;    Then  faid  he,  Lo, 
1  come  to  do  thy  will,  O  God. 
He  taketh  away  the  firft,  that 
he  may  eflabliih  the  fecond. 

By  the  which  will  we  are  fancti- 
fied,  through  the  offering  of 
the  body  of  Jefus  Chrift  once 
for  all.  And  every  prieft  ftand- 
eth  daily  miniftering,  and  of- 

fering oftentimes  the  fame  fa- 
crifices, which  can  never  take 

away   fins.     But  this  man,  af- 

ter he  had  offered  one  facrU 
fice  for  fins,  for  ever  fat  down 
on  the  right  hand  of  God ; 
from  henceforth  expecting  till 
his  enemies  be  made  his  foot- 
ftool.  For  by  one  offering  he 
hath  perfected  for  ever  them 
that  are  fanctified :  whereof 

the  Holy  Ghoft  alfo  is  a  wit- 
nefs  to  us  :  For  after  that  he 

had  faid  before,  This  is  the  co- 
venant that  I  will  make  with 

them  after  thofe  days,  faith  the 
Lord,  I  will  put  my  laws  into 
their  hearts,  and  in  their  minds 
will  I  write  them ;  and  their 

fins  and  iniquities  will  I  re- 
member no  more.  Now  where 

remiffion  of  thefe  is,  there  is 

no  more  offering  for  fin.  Hav- 
ing therefore,  brethren,  bold- 

nefs  to  enter  into  the  holieft 

by  the  blood  of  Jefus,  by  a 
new  and  living  way,  which  he 
hathconfecrated  for  us,  through 
the  vail,  that  is  to  fay,  his  fielh  ; 
and  having  an  high  Prieft  over 
the  houfe  of  God  ;  let  us  draw 
near  with  a  true  heart,  in  full 
affurance  of  faith,  having  our 
hearts  fprinkled  from  an  evil 
confcience,  and  our  bodies 
waftied  with  pure  water.  Let 
us  hold  faff  the  profeffion  of 
our  faith  without  wavering ; 

(for  he  is  faithful  that  promif- 
ed ;)  and  let  us  confider  one 
another  to  provoke  unto  love, 

and  to  good  works;  not  forfak- 
ing  the  affembling  of  ourfelves 
together,  as  the  manner  of 
fome  isj  but  exhorting  one 

another  : 
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another :  and  fo  much  the 

more,  as  ye  fee  the  day  ap- 
proaching. 

"The  Gofpel.  St.  John  xix.  i . 

Pilate  therefore  took  Jefus, 
and  fcourged  him.  And 

the  foldiers  platted  a  crown  of 
thorns,  and  put  it  on  his  head, 
and  they  put  on  him  a  purple 
robe,  and  faid,  Hail,  King  of 
the  Jews  !  And  they  fmote 
him  with  their  hands.  Pilate 

therefore  went  forth  again,  and 
faith  unto  them,  Behold,  I 
bring  him  forth  to  you,  that 
ye  may  know  that  I  find  no 
fault  in  him.  Then  came  Je- 

fus forth,*  wearing  the  crown 
of  thorns,  and  the  purple  robe. 
And  Pilate  faith  unto  them, 
Behold  the  man  !  When  the 

chief  priefts  therefore  and  of- 
ficers faw  him,  they  cried  out, 

faying,  Crucify  him,  crucify 
him.  Pilate  faith  unto  them, 
Take  ye  him,  and  crucify  him : 
for  I  find  no  fault  in  him. 

The  Jews  anfwered  him,  We 
have  a  law,  and  by  our  law  he 
ought  to  die,  becaufe  he  made 
himfelf  the  Son  of  God.  When 

Pilate  therefore  heard  that  fay- 
ing, he  was  the  more  afraid ; 

and  went  again  into  the  judg- 
ment-hall, and  faith  unto  Je- 

fus, Whence  art  thou  ?  but 
Jefus  gave  him  no  anfwer. 
Then  faith  Pilate  unto  him, 
Speakeft  thou  not  unto  me  ? 
Knowefl  thou  not  that  I  have 

power  to  crucify  thee,,  and  have 
9 

power  to  releafe  thee  ?  Jems 
anfwered,  Thou  couldefl  have 
no  power  at  all  againfl  me, 
except  it  were  given,  thee  from 
above  :  therefore  he  that  deli- 

vered me  unto  thee  hath  the 

greater  fin.  And  from  thence- 
forth Pilate  fought  to  releafe 

him  :  but  the  Jews  cried  out, 

faying,  If  thou  let  this  man  go, 

thou  art  not  Cefar's  friend  : 
Whofoever  maketh  himfelf  a 

King,  fpeaketh  againfl  Cefar. 
When  Pilate  therefore  heard 

that  faying,  he  brought  Jefus 
forth,  and  fat  down  in  the 

judgment-feat,  in  a  place  that 
is  called  the  Pavement,  but  in 
the  Hebrew,  Gabbatha.  And 

it  was  the  preparation  of  the 
paffover,  and  about  the  fixth 
hour  :  And  he  faith  unto  the 

Jews,  Behold  your  King !  But 
they  cried  out,  Away  with  him, 
away  with  him,  crucify  him. 
Pilate  faith  unto  them,  Shall  I 

crucify  your  King  ?  The  chief 
priefts  anfwered,  We  have  no 

king  but  Cefar.  Then  deli- 
vered he  him  therefore  unto 

them  to  be  crucified :  and  they 
took  Jefus,  and  led  him  away. 
And  he  bearing  his  crofs,  went 

forth  into'  a  place  called  the 
place  of  a  fcull,  which  is  call- 

ed in  the  Hebrew,  Golgotha  : 
Where  they  crucified  him,  and 
two  other  with  him,  on  either 
fide  one,  and  Jefus  in  the  midft. 
And  Pilate  wrote  a  title,  and 

put  it  on  the  crofs  ;  and  the 

writing  was,  JESUS  OF  NA- ZARETH 
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ZARETH  THE  KING  OF 

THE  JEWS.  This  title  then 
read  many  of  the  Jews  :  for 
the  place  where  Jems  was  cru- 

cified was  nigh  to  the  city  : 
and  it  was  written  in  Hebrew, 
and  Greek,  and  Latin.  Then 
(aid  the  chief  priefls  of  the 
Jews  to  Pilate,  Write  not,  The 
King  of  the  Jews  ;  but  that  he 
faid,  I  am  the  King  of  the  Jews. 
Pilate  anfwered,  What  I  have 
written,  I  have  written.  Then 
the  foldiers,  when  they  had 

crucified  Jems,  took  his  gar- 
ments, (and  made  four  parts, 

to  every  foldier  a  part)  and 
alfo  his  coat :  now  the  coat 

was  without  feam,  woven  from 

the  top  throughout.  They 
faid  therefore  among  them- 
felves,  Let  us  not  rend  it,  but 
caft  lots  for  it,  whofe  it  mall 
be  :  that  the  Scripture  might 
be  fulfilled,  which  faith,  They 
parted  my  raiment  among  them, 
and  for  my  vefture  they  did 
call  lots.  Thefe  things  there- 

fore the  foldiers  did.  Now 

there  flood  by  the  crofs  of  Je- 
fus,  his  mother,  and  his  mo- 

ther's fitter,  Mary  the  wife  of 
CleophaS,  and  Mary  Magda- 

lene. When  Jefus  therefore 
law  his  mother,  and  the  dif- 

ciple Handing  by  whom  he 
loved,  he  faith  unto  his  mother, 
Woman,  behold  thy  fon.  Then 
faith  he  to  the  difciple,  Behold 
thy  mother.  And  from  that 

hour  (hat  difciple  took  her  un- 
to his  own  home.     After  this 

Jefus  knowing  that  all  things 
were  now  accompli  fried,  that 

the  Scripture  might  be  ful- 
filled, faith,  I  thirft.  Now 

there  was  fet  a  vefTel  full  of 

vinegar :  and  they  filled  a 
fpunge  with  vinegar,  and  put 
it  upon  hyflbp,  and  put  it  to  his 
mouth.  When  Jefus  therefore 
had  received  the  vinegar,  he 
faid,  It  is  finifhed  :  And  he 
bowed  his  head,  and  gave  up 

the  ghoft.  The  Jews  there- 
fore, becaufe  it  was  the  prepa- 

ration, that  the  bodies  fhould 
not  remain  upon  the  crofs  on 

the  fabbath-day,  (for  that  fab- 
bath-day  was  an  high-day) 
befought  Pilate  that  their  legs 
might  be  broken,  and  that 
they  might  be  taken  away. 
Then  came  the  foldiers,  and 
brake  the  legs  of  the  firft,  and 
of  the  other  which  was  cruci- 

fied with  him.  But  when  they 
came  to  Jefus,  and  faw  that  he 
was  dead  already,  they  brake 
not  his  legs.  But  one  of  the 
foldiers  with  a  fpear  pierced 
his  fide,  and  forthwith  came 
thereout  blood  and  water.  And 
he  that  faw  it  bare  record,  and 
his  record  is  true :  and  he 
knoweth  that  he  faith  true, 

that  ye  might  believe.  For 
thefe  things  were  done,  that 
the  Scripture  fhould  be  fulfil- 

led, A  bone  of  him  (hall  not 

be  broken.  And  again,  ano- 
ther Scripture  faith,  They  mall 

look  on  him  whom  they 

pierced.

IT  is  better,  if  the  will  of 

God  be  fo,  that  ye  luffer  for 

well-doing,  than  for  evil-doing. 
For  Chrifl  alfo  hath  once  fuf- 

fered  for  fins,  the  juft  for  the 
unjufl;  (that  he  might  bring  us 
to  God,)  being  put  to  death  in 
the  fleih,  but  quickened  by  the 
Spirit :  By  which  alfo  he  went 
and  preached  unto  the  fpirits 
in  prifon  ;  which  fometime 
were  difobedient,  when  once 

the  long-fuffering  of  God  wait- 
ed in  the  days  of  Noah,  while 

the  ark  was  a  preparing ; 
wherein  few,  that  is,  eight  fouls, 
were  faved  by  water.  The 
like  figure  whereunto,  even 
Baptifm,  doth  alfo  now  faveus, 
(not  the  putting  away  the  filth 
of  the  fleih,  but  the  anfwer  of 

a  good  confcience  towards 
God,)  by  the  refurreclion  of 
Jefus  Chrifl: :  who  is  gone  into 
heaven,    and   is    on  the  ri^ht 

hand  of  God,  angels  and  au- 
thorities, and  powers  being 

made  fubject  unto  him. 

The  Go/pel.  St.Matth.xxvii.  57. 

HEN  the  even  was 

come,  there  came  a  rich 

man  of  Arimathea,  named  Jo- 
feph,  who  alfo  himfelf  was 

Jefus*  difciple.  He  went  to 
Pilate,  and  begged  the  body 

of  Jefus.  Then  Pilate  com- 
manded the  body  to  be  deli- 

vered. And  when  Jofeph  had 
taken  the  body,  he  wrapped  it 
in  a  clean  linen  cloth,  and  laid 
it  in  his  own  new  tomb,  which 
he  had  hewn  out  in  the  rock ; 
and  he  rolled  a  great  flone  to 
the  door  of  the  fepulchre,  and 
departed.  And  there  was 

Mar)7  Magdalene,  and  the  other 
Mary,  fitting  over  againfh  the 
fepulchre.  Now  the  next  day 
that  followed  the  day  of  the 
preparation,  the  chief  priefls 
and  Pharifees  came  together 
unto  Pilate,  faying,  Sir,  we 
remember  that  that  deceiver 

faid,  while  he  was  vet  alive, 
After  three  days  I  will  rife 
again.  Command  therefore 
that  the  fepulchre  be  made 
lure  until  the  third  day,  left 
his  difciples  come  by  night  and 
(leal  him  away,  and  fay  unto 
the  people,  He  is  rifen  from 
the  dead  :  fo  the  laft  error  fh all 
be  worfe  than  the  firft  Pilate 
faid  unto  them,  Ye  have  a 

watch  j  go  your  way,  make  it 

as  fure"  as  you  can.     So  they 

went

are  witucfTes  of  all  things  which 
he  did,  both  in  the  land  of  the 
Jews,  and  in  Jerufalem  ;  whom 
they  flew,  and  hanged  on  a 
tree  :  Him  God  raifecl  up  the 

third  day,  ,and"  fhewed  him 
openly  ;  not  to  all  the  people, 
but  unto  witneifes  chofen  be- 

fore of  God,  "  even  to  us, who  did  cat  and  drink  with 
him  after  he  rofe,  from  the 
dead.  And  he  commanded  us 

to  preach  unto  the  people,  and 
to  teftify  that  if  is  he  who  was 
ordained  of  God  to  be  the  Judge 
of  quick  and  dead.  To  him 
give  all  the  prophets  witnefs, 
that  through  his  Name,  who- 
Ibever  believeth  in  him  fhafl 
receive  remiffion  of  fins.

EHOLD,  two  of  his  difci- 
ples  went  that  fame  day  to 

a  village  called  Emmaus,  which 
was  from  Jerufalem  about 
threefcore  furlongs.  And  they 
talked  together  of  all  thefe 
things  which  had  happened. 
And  it  came  to  pais,  that 
while  they  communed  toge- 

ther, and  reafoned,  Jefus  him- 
felf  drew  near,  and  went  with 
them.  But  their  eyes  were 
holden,  that  they  fhould  not 
know  him.  And  he  faid  unto 

m,  What  manner  of  com- 
munications are  thefe,  that  ye 

have  one  to  another,  as  ye  walk 
and  are  fad  ?  Ava\  the  one  of 

then  1-,  \  •  1 1 ic  was  C leopas, 
aufivering,  laid  unto  him  ;  Art 

thou  only  a  flranger  in  Jerufa- 
lem, and  haft  not  known  the 

things  which  are  come  to  pais 
there  in  thefe  days  ?  And  he 
faid  unto  them,  What  things  ? 
And  they  faid  unto  him,  Con- 

cerning Jefus  of  Nazareth, 
who  was  a  prophet  mighty 
in  deed  and  word,  before  God 
and  all  the  people  :  And  how 
the  chief  priefts  and  our  rulers 
delivered  him  to  be  condemned 

to  death,  and  have  crucified 
him.  But  we  trufled  that  it 
had  been  he  who  fhould  have 
redeemed.  Ifrael  :  and  befide 

all  this,  to-day  is  the  third  day 
fmce  thefe  things  were  done. 
Yea,  and  certain  women  alfo 

of  our  company  made  us  afto- 
nilhed,  who  were  early  at 
the  fepulchre  ;  and  when  they 
found  not  his  body,  they  came, 

faying,  That  they  had  alfo  feen 
a  vifion  of  angels,  which  faid 
that  he  was  alive.  And  certain 
of  tliem  who  were  with  us 
went  to  the  fepulchre,  and 
found  it  even  fo  as  the  women 

had  faid  ;  but  him  they  faw 

not.  '  Then  he  faid  unto  them, 
O  fools,  and  flow  of  heart  to 
believe  all  that  the  prophets 

have  fpoken  !  ought  not  Chrifl 
to  have  fufFercd  thefe  things, 

and  to  enter  into-  his  glory  ? 
And  beginning  at  Mofes,  and 
all  the  prophets,  he  expounded 
unro  them  in  ail  the  fcriptures 
the  things  concerning  himfelf. 
And  they  drew  nigh  unto 
tiie  vilkge  whither  they  went ; 

and

and  he  made  as  thoiigh  he 

would  have  gone  further  :  but 
they  conflrained  him,  faying, 
Abide  with  us  ;  for  it  is  to- 

wards evening,  and  the  day 
is  far  fpent.  And  he  went  in 
to  tarry  with  them.  And  it 
came  to  pafs,  as  he  fat  at  meat 
with  them,  he  took  bread,  and 
blefled  it,  and  brake,  and  gave 
to  them.  And  their  eyes 
were  opened,  and  they  knew 
him,  and  he  vamfhed  out  of 

their  fight.  And  they  faid  one 
to  another,  Did  not  our  heart 

burn  within  us,  while  he  talk-

(halt  not  luffer  thine  Holv  One 

to  fee  corruption.  For  David, 
after  he  had  ferved  his  own  ge- 

neration by  the  will  of  God, 
fell  on  ileep,  and  was  laid  unto 
his  fathers,  and  faw  corruption : 
But  he  whom  God  raifed  again, 
faw  no  corruption.  Be  it  known 
unto  you  therefore,  men  and 
brethren,  that  through  this 
Man  is  preached  unto  you  the 
forgivenefs  of  fins  :  And  by 
him  all  that  believe  are  jufti-

WHATSOEVER  is  born 
of  God  overcometh  the 

world;  and  this  is  the  victory 
that  overcometh  the  world, 
even  our  faith.  Who  is  he 

that  overcometh  the  world, 

but  he  that  believeth  that  Je- 
fus is  the  Son  of  God  ?  This 

is  he  that  came  by  water  and 

blood,  even  Jefus  Chrifl ;  not 
by  water  only,  but  by  water 
and  blood  :  and  it  is  the  Spirit 
that  beareth  witnefs,  becaufe 

the  Spirit  is  truth.  For  there 
are  three  that  bear  record  in 

heaven,  the  Father,  the  Word, 

and  the  Holy  Ghoft:  and  thefe 
three  are  one.  And  there  are 

three  that  bear  witnefs  in  earth, 
the  fpirit,  and  the  water,  and 
the  blood  :  and  thefe  three  a- 

gree  in  one.  If  we  receive  the 
witnefs  of  men,  the  witnefs  of 
God  is  greater :  for  this  is  the 
witnefs  of  God,  which  he  hath 
teftified  of  his  Son.  He  that 

believeth  on  the  Son  of  God,' hath  the  witnefs  in  himfelf : 
he  that  believeth  not  God,  hath 
made  him  a  liar,  becaufe  he  be- 

lieveth not  the  record  that  God 

gave  of  his  Son.  And  this  is 

the    record,  '  that   God    hath 

given  to  us  eternal  life  ;  and 
this  life  is  in  his  Son.  He 
that  hath  the  Son,  hath  life  ; 
and  he  that  hath  not  the  Son, 
hath  not  life.

And  being  -aflembled  together 
with  them,  commanded  them, 
that  they  mould  not  depart 
from  Jerufalem,  but  wait  for 
the  promife  of  the  Father, 
which,  faith  he,  ye  have  heard 
of  me.  For  John  truly  bap- 

tized with  water,  but  ye  fhall 
be  baptized  with  the  Holy 
Ghoft  not  many  days  hence. 
When  they  therefore  welcome 
together,  they  afked  of  him, 
faying,  Lord,  wilt  thou  at  this 
time  reftore  again  the  king- 

dom to  Ifrael  ?  And  he  faid 

It  is  not  for  you 
to  know  the  times  or  the  fea- 
fons,  which  the  Father  hath 

put  in  his  own  power.  But  ye 
.  1  receive  power  after  that

ven, as  of  a  rufhing  mighty 
wind,  and  it  filled  all  the  houfe 

where  they  were  fitting.  And 
there  appeared  unto  them  clo- 

ven tongues,  like  as  of  fire, .and 
it  fat  upon  each  of  them  :  And 
they  were  all  filled  with  the 
Holy  Ghoft,  and  began  to 
(peak  with  other  tongues,  as 
the  Spirit  gave  them  utterance.

Jefus  anfwered  and 
faid  unto  him,  If  a  man  love 
me,  he  will  keep  my  words ; 
and  my  Father  will  love  him,

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eth  not  my  fayings  :    and  the  |  Spirit;  Grant  us  by  the  fame 
word  which  ye  hear,  is  not 

mine,  but  the  Father's  which 
fent  me.  Thefe  things  have  I 
fpoken  unto  you,  being  yet 
prefent  with  you.  But  the 
Comforter,  which  is  the  Holy 
Ghoft,  whom  the  Father  will

brance, whatfoever  I  have  faid

ther :  for  my  Father  is  greater 
than  I.  And  now  I  have  told 

you  before  it  come  to  pafs, 
that  when  it  is  come  to  pafs, 
ye  might  believe.  Hereafter 
I  will  not  talk  much  with  you  : 
for  the  prince  of  this  world 
cometh,  and  hath  nothing  in 
me.  But  that  the  world  may 
know  that  I  love  the  Father; 
and  as  the  Father  gave  me 
commandment,  even  fo  I  do.

nefs,  is  accepted  with  him. 
The  word  which  God  fent  unto 

the  children  of  Ifrael,  preach- 

ing peace  by  Jefus  Chrift  (he 
is  Lord  of  all;)  that  word,  I 

fay,  ye  know,  which  was  pub- 
limed  throughout  all  Judea, 

and  began  from  Galilee,  after 

the  baptifm  which  John  preach- 
ed :  How  God  anointed  Jefus 

of  Nazareth  with  the  Holy 
Ghoft,  and  with  power;  who 
went  about  doing  good,  and 

healing  all  that  were  oppref- 
fed  of  the  devil :  for  God  was 
with  him.  And  we  are  wit- 

nelfes  of  all  things  which  he 
did,  both  in  the  land  of  the 

Jews,  and  in  Jeruililem;  whom 
they  flew,  and  hanged  on  a  tree : 
Him  God  railed  up  the  third 
day,  and  fhewed  him  openly ; 
not  to  all  the  people,  but  unto 
witnefles  chofen  before  of  God  ; even,

even  to  us  who  did  cat  and 
drink  with  him  after  he  role 
from  the  dead.  And  he  com- 

manded us  to  preach  unto  the 
people,  and  to  teflify  that  it  is 
he  which  was  ordained  of  God 

to  be  the  Judge  of  quick  and 
dead.  To  him  give  all  the 
prophets  witnefs,  that  through 
his  Name  whofoever  believeth 
in  him,  fhall  receive  remiflion 
of  fins.  While  Peter  yet  fpake 
thefe  words,  the  Holy  Ghoft 
fell  on  all  them  who  heard 

the  word.  And  they  of  the  cir- 
cumciiion,  who  believed,  were 
aftonilhed,  as  many  as  came 
with  Peter,  becaufe  that  on  the 
Gentiles  alio  was  poured  out 
the  gift  of  the  Holy  Ghoft  : 
For  they  heard  them  fpeak 
with  tongues,  and  magnify  God. 
Then  anfwered  Peter,  Can  any 
man  forbid  water,  that  thefe 
mould  not  be  baptized,  who 
have  received  the  Holy  Ghoft  as 
well  as  we  ?  And  he  commanded 

them  to  be  baptized  in  the  Name 
of  the  Lord.  Then  prayed  they 
him  to  tarry  certain  days. 

The  Go/pel.  St.  John  iii.  16. 

O  D  Co  loved  the  world, 
that  he  crave  his  onlv- 

otten  Son,  that  whoicever 
believeth  in  him,  fhould  not 
perim,  but  have  everlafting 
life.  For  God  fent  not  his 
Son  into  the  world  to  condemn 
(he  world,  but  that  the  world 
through  him  might  be  fayed, 

that  believeth  on  him,  is 

not  condemned  :  but  he  that 
believeth  not,  is  condemned 

already  ;  becaufe  he  hath  not 
believed  in  the  Name  of  the 

only-begotten  Son  of  God. 
And  this  is  the  condemnation, 
that  light  is  come  into  the 
world,  and  men  loved  dark- 
nefs  rather  than  light,  becaufe 

their.deeds  were  evil.  For  every- 
one that  doeth  evil,  hateth  the 

light ;  neither  cometh  to  the 
light,  left  his  deeds  fhould  be 
reproved.  But  he  that  doeth 
truth,  cometh  to  the  light, 

that v  his  deeds  may  be  made 
manifeft,  that  they  are  wrought 
in  God.

when  he  putteth  forth  his  own 
fheep,    he  goeth  before  them, 
and  the  fheep  follow  him  ;  for 
they  know  his   voice :    and  a 
ftranger  will  they  not  follow ;

all  that  ever  came   before  me 

are  thieves  and  robbers ;   but 

the  fheep  .did  not  hear  them. 

I  am  the  door  >  by  me  if  any 

man  enter  in,  he  fhall  be  faved, 
and  fhail  go  in  and  out,  and 

find  pafture.  The  thief  com- 
eth  not  but  for  to  fteal,  and 
to  kill,  and  to  deftroy  :  I  am 
come  that  they  might  have 
life,  and  that  they  might  have 
it  more  abundantly.

For  the  Epijfle.  Rev.  iv.  i. 

AFTER  this  I  looked,  and 
behold,  a  door  was  open- 

ed in  heaven :  and  the  firft 

voice  which  I  heard,  was  as  it 
were  of  a  trumpet  talking  with 

me  ;  which  faid,  Come  up  hi- 
ther, and  I  will  ihew  thee 

things  which  muft  be  here- 
after. And  immediately  I 

was  in  the  Spirit;  and  behold, 
a  throne  was  let  in  heaven,  and 
one  fat  on  the  throne  :  and  he 

that  fat  was  to  look  upon 
like    a   jafper  and    a    for  dine 

dene  ; 
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ft  one ;  and  there  was  a  rainbow 
round  about  the  throne,  in 
fight  like  unto  an  emerald.

the  feats  I  law  four  and  twenty 
elders  fitting,  clothed  in  white 
raiment;  and  they  had  on  their 
heads  crowns  of  gold:  And  out 
of  the  throne  proceeded  light- 

nings, and  thunderings,  and 
voices.  And  there  were  feven 

lamps  of  fire  burning  before 
the  throne,  which  are  the  fe- 

ven fpirits  of  God.  And  be- 
fore the  throne,  there  was  a  fea 

of  glafs,  like  unto  cry ftal.  And 
in  the  midft  of  the  throne,  and 
round  about  the  throne,  were 
four  beafls  full  of  eyes  before 
and  behind :  and  the  firft  beaft 

was  like  a  lion,  and  the  fe- 
cond  beaft  like  a  calf,  and  the 
third  beafl  had  a  face  as  a 
man,  and  the  fourth  beaft  was 
like  a  flying  eagle.  And  the 
four  beafls  had  each  of  them 

fix  wings  about  him ;  and  they 
were  full  of  eyes  within  :  and 
they  reft  not  day  and  night, 
laying,  Holy,  holy,  holy,  Lord 
God  Almighty,  who  was,  and 
is,  and  is  to  come.  And 
when  thofe  beafls  give  glory, 
and  honour,  and  thanks  to 
him  that  fat  on  the  throne, 
who  liveth  for  ever  and  ever, 
the  four  and  twenty  elders  fall 
down  before  him  that  fat  on 

the  throne,  and  worfhip  him 
that  liveth  for  ever  and  ever, 
and  daft  their    crowns  before 

the  throne,  faying,  Thou  art 
worthy,  O  Lord,  to  receive 
glory,  and  honour,  and  power  ; 
for  thou  haft  created  all  things, 
and  for  thy  pieafure  they  are 
and  were  created. 

The  Go/pel.  St.  John  iii.  i. 

THERE  was  a  man  of  the 
Pharifees,  named  Nico- 

demus,  a  ruler  of  the  Jews  : 
the  fame  came  to  Jefus  by 
night,  and  faid  unto  him, 
Rabbi,  we  know  that  thou  art 
a  teacher  come  from  God  :  for 

no  man  can  do  thefe  miracles, 

that  thou  doeft,  except  God  be 
with  him.  Jefus  anfwered  and 
faid  unto  him,  Verily,  verily  I 
fay  unto  thee,  Except  a  man  be 
born  again,  he  cannot  fee  the 
kingdom  of  God.  Nicodemus 
faith  unto  him,  How  can  a  man 
be  born  when  he  is  old  ?  Can 
he  enter  the  fecond  time  into 

his  mother's  womb,  and  be 
born  ?  Jefus  anfwered,  Verily, 
verily  I  fay  unto  thee,  Except 
a  man  be  born  of  water,  and 
of  the  Spirit,  he  cannot  enter 
into  the  kingdom  of  God. 
That  which  is  born  of  the  flefh, 
is  flefh ;  and  that  which  is  born 

of  the  Spirit,  is  fpirit.  'Mar- 
vel not  that  I  faid  unto  thee, 

Ye  muft  be  born  again.  The' wind  bloweth  where  it  lifteth, 
and  thou  heareft  the  found 
thereof,  but  canft  not  tell 
whence  it  cometh,  and  whither 

it  goeth  y  fo  is  every  one  that 
is  born  of  the  Spirit.  Nicode- mus 



hSUs  anfwered  and  faid  unto 

him,  How  can  thefe  things  be  ? 
Jefus  anfwered  and  faid  unto 
him,  Artthouamafteroflfrael, 
and  knoweft  not  thefe  things  ? 
Verily,  verily  I  fay  unto  thee, 
We  fpeak  that  we  do  know, 
and  teflify  that  we  have  feen  ; 

and  ye  receive  not  our  wit- 
nefs.  If  I  have  told  you  earthly 
things,  and  ye  believe  not  > 
how  fhall  ye  believe,  if  I  tell 
you  of  heavenly  things  ?  And 
no  man  hath  afcended  up  to 
heaven,  but  he  that  came  down 
from  heaven,  even  the  Son  of 
man,  who  is  in  heaven.  And 
as  Mofes  lifted  up  the  ferpenc 
in  the  wildernefs,  even  fo  muft 
the  Son  of  man  be  lifted  up  : 
that  whofoever  belie veth  in 

him,  mould  not  perifh,  but 
have  eternal  life.

us  of  his  Spirit.  And  we  have 
feen  and  do  teflify  that  the 
Father  fent  the  Son  to  be  the 

Saviour  of  the  world.  Who- 
foever fhall  confefs  that  Jefus 

is  the  Son  of  God,  God  dwell- 
eth  in  him,  and  he  in  God. 
And  we  have  known  and  be- 

lieved the  love  that  God  hath 

to  us.  God  is  love  5  and  he 
that  dwelleth  in  love,  dwelleth 

in  God,  and  God  in  him.  Here- 
in is  our  love  made  perfect,

man,  who  was  clothed

and  defiring  to  be  fed  with  the 
crumbs,  which  fell  from  the 

rich  man's  table  :  moreover 
die  dogs  came  and  licked  his 
fores.

but  now  he  is  com  orted,  and 
thou  art  tormented.  And  be- 
fides  all  this,  between  us  and 

you  there  is  a  great  gulf  fix- 
ed :  fo  that  they  who  would  pafs 

from  hence  to  you  cannot  ; 
neither  can  they  pafs  to  us, 
that  would  come  from  thence. 

Then  he  faid,  I  pray  thee 
therefore,  father,  that  thou 

wouldeft  fend  him  to  my  fa- 
ther's houfe  :  for  I  have  five 

brethren ;  that  he  may  teftify 
unto  them,  left  they  alfo 

come  into  this  place  of  tor- 
ment. Abraham  faith  unto 

him,  They  have  Mofes  and 
the  prophets  ;  let  them  hear 
them.  And  he  faid,  Nay,  fa- 

ther Abraham  ;  but  if  one 
went  unto  them  from  the 

dead,  they  will  repent.  And 
he  faid  unto  him,  If  they  hear 
not  Mofes  and  the  prophets, 

neither  will  they  be  perfua- 
ded,  though  one  rofe  from 
the  dead.

KNOW  ye  not,  that  
fo 

many  of  us  as  were  bap- 
tized into  Jefus  Chrift,  were 

baptized  into  his  death;  There- 
fore we  are  buried  with  him 

bv  baptifm  into, death  ;  that 
like  as  Chrift  was  railed  up 
from  the  dead  by  the  glory  of 
the  Father,  even  fo  we  alfo 
Should  walk  in  newnefs  of  life. 

For  if  we  have  been  planted 
together  in  the  likenefs  of  his 
death,  we  (hail  be  alfo  in 
the  likenefs  of  his  refurrec- 

tion  :  knowing  this,  that  our 
old  man  is  crucified  with  him, 

that  the  body  of  fin  might 
be  deftroyed,  that  henceforth 
we  fhould  not  ferve  fin.

lulled.  Neither  be  ye  idola- 

ters, as  were  fomc  of  them  : 

as  it  is  written,  The  people  fat 
down  to  eat  and  to  drink,  and 
role  up  to  play.  Neither  let 
us  commit  fornication,  as  fome 
of  them  committed,  and  fell 
in  one  day  three  and  twenty 
thoufand.  Neither  let  us  tempt 
Chrift,  as  fome  of  them  alfo 
tempted,  and  were  deftroyed 
of  ferpents.  Neither  murmur 

ye,  as  fome  of  them  alfo  mur- 
mured, and  were  deftroyed 

of  the  deftrcyer.  Now  all 
thefe  things,  happened  unto 
them  for  cnfamples  :  and  they 
are  written  for  our  admonition, 
upon  whom  the  ends  of  the 
world  are  come.  Wherefore 
let  him  that  thinketh  he  ftand- 
cth,  take  heed  left  he  fall.  There 
hath  no  temptation  taken  you, 
but  fuch  as  is  common  to  man  : 
but  God  is  faithful,  who  will 
not  fuffer  you  to  be  tempted 
above  that  ye  are  able  ;  but 
will  with  the  temptation  alfo 
mai  f  to  cfcape,  that  ye 
may  be  able  to  bear  it. 

The  Gofpd.  St.  Luke  xvi.  i. 

JESUS  faid  unto  his  difci- 
ples,  There  was  a  certain 

rich  man  who  had  a  fteward  ;

called  every  one  of  his  lord's 
debtors  unto  him,  and  faid  un- 

to the  hrft,'  How  much  oweft 
thou  unto  my  lord  ?  And  he 
faid,  An  hundred  meafures  of 
oil.  And  he  faid  unto  him, 

Take  thy  bill,  and  fit  down 

quickly,  and  write  fifty.  Then 
faid  he  to  another,  And  how 
much  oweft  thou  ?  And  he  faid, 
An  hundred  meafures  of  wheat. 
And  he  faid  unto  him,  Take 

thy  bill,  and  write  fourfcore.

feen  of  me  alfo,  as  of  one  born 
out  of  due  time  :   For  I  am  the 

leaft  of  the  Apoflles,  that  am 
not  meet  to  be  called  an  Apof- 
tle,  becaufe  I  perfecuted  the 
Church  of  God.  But  by  the 
grace  of  God  I  am  what  I  am  : 

and  his  'grace,  which  was  be- 
ftowed  upon  me,  was  not  in 
vain;  but  I  laboured  more 
abundantly  than  they  all ;  yet 
not  I,  but  the  grace  of  God 
which  was  with  me.

and  he  that  humbleth  himfelf,

Now  a  medi- 
ator is  not  a  mediator  of  one  ; 

but  God  is  one.  Is  the  law 

then  againft  the  promlfes  of 
God?  God  forbid  :  for  if  there 

had  been  a  Irw  given,  which 

could  have  g-Jven  life,  verily 
righteoufnefs  fhould  have  been 

by  the  law.  But  the  Scripture 
hath  concluded  all  under  fin, 

that  the  promife  by  faith  of  Je- 
fus Chrift  might  be  given  to 

them  that  beti.eve.

HEN  Jefus  then  lift 
up  his  eyes,  and  law 

a  great  company  come  unto 
him,  he  faith  unto  Philip, 
Whence  (hall  we  buy  bread, 
that  thefe  may  eat  ?  (And  this 
he  faid  to  prove  him  ;  for  he 
himfelf  knew  what  he  would 

do.)  Philip  anfweredhim,  Two 
hundred  peny-worth  of  bread 
is  not  fuincient  for  them,  that 
every  one  of  them  may  take  a 

little.  One  of  his  difciples,  An- 

drew, Simon  Peter's  brother, 
faith  unto  him,  There  is  a  lad 

here,  who  hath  five  barley- 
loaves,  and  two  frnall  fillies ; 
but  what  are  they  among  fo 
many  ?  And  Jefus  laid,  Make 
the  men  fit  down.  Now  there 

was  much  grafs  in  the  place. 
So  the  men  fat  down,  in  num- 

ber about  five  thoufand.  And 

Jefus  took  the  loaves,  and 
when  he  had  given  thanks, 
he  diftributed  to  the  difciples, 
and  the  difciples  to  them  that 
were  fet  down,  and  like  wife 
of  the  fiflies,  as  much  as  they 
would.  When  they  were  filled, 
he  faid  unto  his  difciples,  Ga- 

ther up  the  fragments  that  re- 
main, that  nothing  be  loft. 

Therefore  they  gathered  them 
together,  and  filled  twelve  baf- 

kets  with  the  fragments  of  the  five 
barley-loaves,  which  remained 
over  and  above  unto  them  that 
had  eaten.  Then  thofe  men, 

when  they  bad  feen  the  mi- 
racle that  Jefus  did,  faid,  This 

is  of  a  truth  that  Prophet  that 
fhould  come  into  the  world.

Andrew  his  brother,  calling  a 
net  into  the  fea  (for  they  were 
fimers  ;)  And  he  faith  unto 
them,  Follow  me,  and  I  will 
make  you  fimers  of  men.  And 
they  flraightway  left  their  nets, 
and  followed  him.

my  God.  Jefus  faith  unto  him, 
Thomas,  becaufe  thou  haft  feen 

me,  thou  haft  believed  ;  bleff- 
ad  are  they  that  have  not  feen, 
and  yet  have  believed.  And 
many  other  iigns  truly  did 
Jefus  in  the  prefence  of  his 

difciples,  which  are  not  writ- 
ten in  this  book.  But  thefe 

are  written,  that  ye  might  be- 
lieve that  Jefus  is  the  Chrift, 

the  Son  of  God ;  and  that 

believing  ye  might  have  life 
through  his  Name.

And 
as  lie  journeyed,  he  came  near 
Damafcus,  and  fuddenly  there 
fhined  round  about  him  a  light 
from  heaven.  And  he  fell  to 

the  earth,  and  heard  a  voice 

laying  unto  him,  Saul,  Saul,  why 
perfecuteft  thou  me  ?  And  he 
laid,  Who  art  thou,  Lord  ?  And 
the  Lord  faid,  I  am  Jefus  whom 
thou  perfecuteft:  It  is  hard  for 
thee  to  kick  againft  the  pricks. 

And  he  trembling  and  aftonifh- 
ed,  faid,  Lord,  what  wilt  thou 
have  me  to  do?  And  the  Lord 

laid  unto  him,  Arife,  and  go 
into  the  city,  and  it  lhall  be 
told  thee  what  thou  mufh  do. 

And  the  men  which  journeyed 
with  him  flood  fpeechlefs,  hear- 

ing a  voice,  but  feeing  no  man. 
And  Saul  arofe  from  the  earth, 

and  when  his  eyes  were  open- 
ed, he  faw  no  man  ;  but  they 

led  him  by  the  hand,  and 
brought  him  into  Damafcus. 
And  he  was  three  days  with- 

out fight,  and  neither  did  eat 
nor  drink.  And  there  was  a 

certain  difciple  at  Damafcus, 
named  Ananias,  and  to  him 
laid  the  Lord  in  a  vifon,  Ana- 

nias. And  he  faid,  Behold, 
I  am  here,  Lord.  And  the 
Lord  faid  unto  him,  Arife,  and 

go  into  the  ftreet,  which  is  call- 
ed Straight,  and  enquire  in 

the  houfe  of  Judas  for  one  call- 
ed Saul,  of  Tarfus:  for  behold, 

he  prayeth,  and  hath  feen  in 

a  vifion  a  man  named  Ana- 

nias, coming  in,  and  putting 
his  hand  on  him,  that  he  might 
receive  his  fight.  Then  Ana- 

nias anfwered.  Lord,  I  have 
heard  by  many  of  this  man, 
how  much  evil  he  hath  done 

to  thy  faints  at  Jerufalem  ;  and 
here  he  hath  authority  from 
the  chief  priefts  to  bind  all  that 
call  on  thy  Name.  But  the 
Lord  laid  unto  him,  Go  thy 
way  ;  for  he  is  a  cholen  veffel 
unto  me,  to  bear  my  Name 
before  the  Gentiles,  and  kings, 
and  the  children  of  Ifrael :  Fof 

I  will  lhew  him  how  great 
things  he  muft  fuffer  for  my 
Name's  fake.  And  Ananias 
went  his  way,  and  entered  into 
the  houfe ;  and  putting  his 
hands  on  him,  faid,  Brother 
Saul,  the  Lord,  (even  Jefus  that 
appeared  unto  thee  in  the  way 
as  thou  cameft)  hath  fent  me, 
that  thou  mighteft  receive  thy 

fight,  and  be  filled  with  the 
Holy  Ghoil.  And  immediately 
there  fell  from  his  eyes  as  it 
had  been  fcalcs;  and  he  receiv- 

ed fight  forthwith,  and  arofe, 
and  was  baptized.  And  when 
he  had  received  meat,  he  was 

flrengthened.  Then  was  Saul 
certain  days  with  the  difciplcs 
which  were  at  Damafcus.

proving  that  this  is  very  Chrifl. 

The  Go/pel.  St.  Matth.  xxix.  27. 
PETER  anfwered  and  faid 

unto  Jefus,  Behold,  we 
have  forfaken  all,  and  follow- 

ed thee ;  what  mail  we  have 

therefore  ?  And  Jefus  faid  un- 
to them,  Verily  I  fay  unto  you, 

That  ye  which  have  followed 
me  in  the  regeneration,  when 
trie  Son  of  man  fhall  fit  in  the 

throne  of*  his  glory,  ye  alfo 
fhall  fit  upon  twelve  thrones, 

judging  the  twelve  tribes  of 
Ifrael.  And  every  one  that 
hath  forfaken  houfes,  or  bre- 

thren, or  fitters,  or  father, 

or  mother,  or  wife,  or  chil- 

dren, or  land?,  for  my  Name's 
fake,  fhall  receive  an  hundred- 

fold, and  fhall  inherit  ever- 
lafling  life.  But  manv  that  are 
firfl  fhall  be  laft,  and  the  laft 
mail  be  firft.

AND  when  the  days  of 
her  purification,  accord- 

ing to  the  law  of  Motes,  were 
accomplished,  they  brought 
him  to  Jeruialem,  to  prefent 
him  to  the  Lord,  (as  it  is 
written  in  the  law  of  the  Lord, 

Every  male  that  openeth  the 
womb,  fhall  be  called  holy  to 
the  Lord)  and  to  offer  a  facri- 
fice,  according  to  that  which 
is  faid  in  the  law  of  the  Lord, 

A  pair  of  turtle-doves,  or  two 
young  pigeons.  And  behold, 
there  was  a  man  in  Jeruialem, 
whofe  name  was  Simeon  ;  and 

the  fame  man  was  juft  and  de- 
vout, waiting  for  the  confola- 

tion  of  lfrael :  and  the  Holy 
Ghoft  was  upon  him.  And  it 
was  revealed  unto  him  by  the 
Holy  Ghoft,  that  he  ihould  not 
fee  death,  before  he  had  feen 

the  Lord's  Chrift.  And  he 
came  by  the  Spirit  into  the 
temple  ;  and  when  the  parents 
brought  in  the  child  Jefus,  to 
do  for  him  after  the  cuflom  of 

the  law,  then  took  he  him  up 
in  his  arms,  and  bleiled  God, 
and  faid ;  Lord,  now  letted

lfrael.  And  Jofeph  and  his  mO^ 
ther  marvelled  at  thofe  things 
which  were  fpoken  of  him. 
And  Simeon  bleffed  them,  and 
(aid  unto  Mary  his  mother, 
Behold,  this  child  is  fet  for  the 
fall  and  riling  again  of  many 
in  lfrael  ;  and  for  a  fign  which 
fhall  be  fpoken  againit,  (yea, 
a  fword  (hall  pierce  through 
thy  own  foul  alfo)  that  the 
thoughts  of  many  hearts  may 
be  revealed.  And  there  was 
one  Anna  a  prophetefs,  the 
daughter  of  Phanuel,  of  the 
tribe  of  Afer;  (lie  was  of  a 

great  age,  and  had  lived  widi 
an  hufband  feven  years  from 
her  virginity  :  and  (he  was  a 
widow  of  about  fourfcore  and 

four  years ;  which  departed  not 
from  the  temple,  but  ferved 

God 'with  failings  and  prayers, 
night  and  day.  And  (Tie  com- 

ing in  that  inftant  gave  thanks 
likewife  unto  the  Lord,  and 

fpake  of  him  to  all  them  that 
looked  for  redemption  in  Je- 
rufalem.  And  when  they  had 

performed  all  things  according' 
to  the  law  of  the  Lord,  they  re- 

turned into  Galilee  to  their  own

IN  thofe   days  Peter   flood 
up    in    the    mid  ft   of   the 

difciples,  and  faid,  (the  num- 
ber of  the  names  together  were 

about  an  hundred  and  twenty ;) 

Men  and  brethren,   this  Scrip- 
ture muft  needs  have  been  ful- 

filled, which  the  Holy  Ghoft 
by  the  mouth  of  David  fpake 
before  concerning  Judas,  who 
was   guide  to  them  that  took 
Jefus :   for  he  was  numbered 

with  us,  and  had  obtained  part 
of  this    miniftry.      Now    this 
man  purchafed  a  field  with  the 
reward  of  iniquity  ;  and  falling 
headlong,  he  burft  afunder  in 
the  midft,  and  all  his  bowels 

gufhed     out.      And     it     was 
known    unto   all    the  dwellers 

at  Jerufalem,  infomuch  as  that 
field  is  called  in  their  proper 
tongue,  Aceldama,  that  is   to 
fay,  The  field  of  blood.   For  it 
is  written  in  the  book  of  Pfalms, 
Let  his  habitation  be  defolate, 
and  let  no  man  dwell  therein  ; 
and,  His  bifhoprick  let  another 
take.  Wherefore  of  thefe  men 

which    have    companied    with 
us  all  the  time  that  the  Lord 

Jefus  went  in  and  out  among 

us,  beginning   from  the  bap- 
tifm  of  John,  unto  that  fame 
day  that  he  was  taken  up  from 
vis,  muft  one  be  ordained  to  be 
a  witnefs  with  us  of  his  refur- 
rection.     And  they  appointed 

two,    Jofeph    called   Barfabas, 
who  was  furnamed  Juftus,  and 
Matthias.  And  they  prayed,  and 

faid,  Thou,  Lord,  which  know- 
eft  the  hearts  of  all  men,  fhew 
whether  of  thefe  two  thou  haft

pleafed  the  Jews,  he  proceeded 
further  to  take  Peter  alfo, 

(Then  were  the  days  of  un- 
leavened bread.)  And  when  he 

had  apprehended  him,  he  put 
him  in  prifon,  and  delivered 

him  to  four  quaternions  of  fol- 
diers  to  keep  him,  intending 
after  Eafter  to  bring  him  forth 

to  the  people.  Peter  there-* 
fore  was  kept  in  prifon  ;  but 

prayer  was  made  without  ceaf- 
ing  of  the  Church  unto  God 
for  him.  And  when  Herod 

would  have  brought  him  forth, 

.    the

the  fame  night  Peter  was  keep- 
ing between  two  foldiers,  bound 

with  two  chains ;  and  the  keep- 
ers before  the  door  kept  the  pri- 

Ibn.  And  behold,  the  angel  of 
the  Lord  came  upon  him,  and 
a  light  lhined  in  the  prifon  ; 
and  he  fmote  Peter  on  the  fide, 

and  railed  him  up,  faying,  Arife 
up  quickly.  And  his  chains 
fell  off  from  his  hands.  And 

the  angel  faid  unto  him,  Gird 
thyfelf,  and  bind  on  thy  fan- 
fals  :  and  fo  he  did.  And  he 

faith  unto  him,  Cad  thy  gar- 
ment about  thee,  and  follow 

me.  And  he  went  out  and  fol- 
lowed him ;  and  wilt  not  that 

it  was  true  which  was  done  by 
the  angel ;  but  thought  he  faw 
a  vifion.  When  they  were  pafl 
the  firft  and  the  fecond  ward, 
they  came  unto  the  iron  gate 
that  leadeth  unto  the  city, 
which  opened  to  them  of  his 
own  accord  ;  and  they  went 
out,  and  palfed  on  through  one 
ftreet,  and  forthwith  the  an- 

gel departed  from  him.  And 
when  Peter  was  come  to  him- 
felf,  he  faid,  Now  I  know  of 
a  furety,  that  the  Lord  hath 
fent  his  angel,  and  hath  deli- 

vered me  out  of  the  hand  of 

Herod,  and  from  all  the  ex- 
pectation of  the  people  of 

the  Jews.

prepared  of  my  Father.  And 
when  the  ten  heard  k,  they 
were  moved  with  indignation 
againft  the  two  brethren.  But 
Jefus  called  them  unto  him, 
and  faid,  Ye  know  that  the 

princes  of  the  Gentiles  exercife 
dominion  over  them,  and  they 

that  are  great  exercife  autho- 
rity upon  them.

Wherefore  if  thy  hand 
or  thy  foot  offend  thee,  cut 
them  off,  and  call  them  from 
thee  :  it  is  better  for  thee  to 
enter  into  life  halt  or  maimed, 

rather  than  having  two  hands 
or  two  feet,  to  be  caft  into 
everlafting  fire.  And  if  thine 
eye  offend  thee,  pluck  it  out, 
and  call  it  from  thee  :  it  is  bet- 

ter for  thee  to  enter  into  life 

with  one  eye,  rather  than  hav- 
ing two  eyes,  to  be  caft  into 

hell-fire.  Take  heed  that  ye- 
defpife  not  one  of  thefe  little 
ones ;  for  I  fay  unto  you,  That 
in  heaven  their  angels  do  al- 

ways behold  the  face  of  my 
Father  which  is  in  heaven.

ihould  earneftly  contend  for 
the  faith  which  was  once  de- 

livered unto  the  faints.  For 

there  are  certain  men  crept 
in  unawares,  who  were  before 
of  old  ordained  to  this  con- 

demnation ;  ungodly  men, 
turning  the  grace  of  our  God 

into  lafcivioufnefs,  and  deny- 
ing the  only  Lord  God,  and 

our  Lord  jefus  Chrift.  I  will 

therefore  put  you  in  remem- 
brance, though  ye  once  knew 

this,  how  that  the  Lord  hav- 
ing faved  the  people  out  of 

the  land  of  Egypt,  afterward 
deftroyed  them  that  believed 
not-  And  the  angels  which 
kept  not  their  firft  eftate,  but 

left  their  own*  habitation,  he 
hath  referred  in  everlafting 
chains  under  darknefs,  unto 
the  judgment  of  the  great  day. 
Even  as  Sodom  and  Gomorrha, 
and  the  cities  about  them  in 

like  manner  giving  themfelves 
over  to  fornication,  and  going 
after  ftrange  iieih,  are  let  forth 
for  an  example,  fufYering  the 
vengeance  ot  eternal  fire.  Like- 
wife  alio  thefe  filthy  dreamers 
derile  the  flefh,  deipife  domini- 

on, and  ipeak  evil  of  dignities.

THESE  things  I  command you,  that  ye  love  one 
another.  If  the  world  hate 

you,  ye  know  that  it  hated  me 
before  it  hated  you.  If  ye 

were  of  the  world,  the.wrorkl 
would  love  his  own  :  but  be- 
caufe  ye  are  not  of  the  world,

cloke  for  their  fin.  He  that 

hateth  me,  hateth  my  Father 
alfo.  If  I  had  not  done  among 
them  the  works  which  none 

other  man  did,  they  had  not 
had  fin  ;  but  now  have  they 
both  feen,  and  hated  both  me 

and  my  Father.  But  this  com- 
et h  to  pafs,  -  that  the  word 

might  be  fulfilled  that  is  written 
in  their  law,  They  hated  me 
without  *  a  caufe.  But  when 
the  Comforter  is  come,  whom 
I  will  fend  unto  you  from  the

fuch,  as  are  not  only  againft 
God,  but  alio  againft  your 

neighbours ;  then  ye  ihall  re- 
concile yourfelves  unto  them  ; 

being  ready  to  make  reflitution 
and  far  is  faction,  according  to  the 

termbft  of  your  powers,  for 
.:•!  injuries  and  wrongs  done  by 

;   and  being 

likewife  ready  to  forgive  others 
that  have  offended  you,  as  ye 
would  have  forgivenefs  of  your 

offences  at  God's  hand  :    For 
otherwife  the  receiving  of  the 
holy  Communion  doth  nothing 
elfe  but  increafe  your  damna- 

tion.    Therefore  if  any  of  you 
be  a  blafphemer  of  God,    an

every  Man  prefent  may  he  put  in  remembrance  of  his  own  profejfwn  made  to 

God  in  his  Baptifm.  'For  which  eaufi  alfo  it  is  expedient  that  Baptifm  be 
minfered  in  the  Vulgar  'Tongue.  Neverthelefs,  (if  nec.cjjity  fo  require) 
Children  may  be  baptized  upon  any  other  day.

and  in  the  fear  of  God  ;  duly 
confidering  trie  caufes  for 
which     Matrimony    was     or- 
dained. 

Firft,  It  was;. orckined  for 
the    procreation  ifrimren, 

to  be  brought  up  in  the  fear 
and  nurture  of  the  Lord, 
and  to  the  Jrraifc  of  his  holy 
Name. 

Secondly,  It  was  ordained 
for  a  remedy  againft  fin,  and 
to  avoid  fornication  •  that  fuch 
perfons,  as  have  not  the  gift 
of  continency,  might  marry, 
and  keep  themfelves  undefiled 

members  of  Chrift's  body. Thirdly. 
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Thirdly,  It  was  ordained  for 
the  mutual  fociety,  help,  and 
comfort,  that  the  one  ought 
to  have  of  the  other,  both  in 

profperity,  and  adverfity  :  Into 
which  holy  eftate  thefe  two  per- 
fons  prefent  come  now  to  be 
joined.  Therefore  if  any  man 
can  fliew  any  juft  caufe,  why

Saint  Paul,  in  his  Epiftle  to 
the  Ephcfians,  the  fifth  chap- 

ter, doth  give  this  command- 
ment to  all  married  men  ;  Huf- 

bands, love  your  wives,  even 
as  Chrift  alfo  loved  the  Church, 

and  gave  himfelf  for  it,  that 
he  might  fanctify  and  cleanfe  it 
with  the  warning  of  water,  by 
the  Word  ;  that  he  might  pre- 
fent  it  to  himfelf  a  glorious 
Church,  not  having  fpot,  or 
wrinkle,  or  any  fuch  thing ;  but 
that  it  ihould  be  holy,  and 
without  blemifli.  So  ought  men 
to  love  their  wives  as  their  own 
bodies.  He  that  loveth  his  wife, 
loveth  himfelf :  For  no  man 

ever  yet  hated  his  own  flefli,  but 
nourifheth  and  cherifheth  it, 
even  as  the  Lord  the  Church  : 
for  we  are  members  of  his 

body,  of  his  flefli,  and  of  his 
bones.  For  this  caufe  fhall 
a  man  leave  his  father  and 

mother,  and  fhall  be  joined 
unto  his  wife  ;  and  they  two 
fhall  be  one  flelh.  This  is  a 

great  myftery  ;  but  I  fpeak  con- 
cerning Chrift  and  the  Church. 

Neverthelefs,  let  every  one  of 
you  in  particular  fo  love  his 
wife,  even  as  himfelf. 

Likewife  the  fame  Saint 

Paul,  writing  to  the  Coloflians, 

fpeaketh  thus  to  all  men  that 
are 
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qce  married;   Hufband-,    love  | 
your  wives,  and  be  not  bitter 

againft  them. 
Hear  alfo  what  Saint  Peter, 

the  Apoftle  of  Chriii,  who  was 
himfelf  a  married  man,  faith 
unto  them  that  are  married  ; 
Ye  hufbands,  dwell  with  your 
wives  according  to  knowledge  ; 
giving  honour  unto  the  wife, 
as  unto  the  weaker  veflel,  and 

as  being  heirs  together  of  the 

grace  of  life,  that  your  pray- 
ers be  not  hindered. 

Hitherto  ye  have  heard  the 
duty  of  the  hufband  toward 
the  wife.  Now  likewife,  ye 
wives,  hear  and  learn  your 
duties  toward  your  hufbands, 

even  as  it*  is  plainly  fet  forth 
in  holy  Scripture. 

Saint  Paul,  in  the  afore- 
named Epiftle  to  the  Ephefians, 

teacheth  you  thus;  Wives,  fub- 
mit  yourfelves  unto  your  own 
hufbands,  as  unto  the  Lord. 
For  the  hufband  is  the  head  of 

the  wife,  even  as  Chrifl  is  the 
head  of  the  Church  :  and  he 

is  the  Saviour  of  the  body. 
Therefore  as  the  Church  is 

iubjeft  unto  Chrift,  fo  let  the 
wives  be  to  their  own  hufbands 

in  every  thing.  And  again  he 
faith,  let  the  wife  fee  that  fhe 
reverence  her  hufband. 

And  in  his  Epiftle  to  the 
Colofhans,  Saint  Paul  givetji 
you  this  fhort  leffon  ;  Wives, 
fubmit  yourfelves  unto  your 
own  hufbands,  as  it  is  fit  in 
the  Lord. 

Saint  Peter  alfo  doth  in- 

.  ftrutt  you  very  well,  thus 

faying ;  Ye  wives,  be  in  fub- 
jection  to  your  own  hufbands  ; 
that  if  any  obey  not  the  word, 
they  alfo  may  without  the  word 
be  won  by  the  converfation  of 
the  wives;  while  they  behold 

your  chafte  converfation  cou- 
pled with  fear.  Whofe  adorn- 
ing, let  it  not  be  that  outward 

adorning  of  plaiting  the  hair, 
and  of  wearing  of  gold,  or  of 
putting  on  of  apparel ;  but  let 
it  be  the  hidden  man  of  the 
heart,  in  that  which  is  noc 

corruptible;  even  the  orna- 
ment of  a  meek  and  quiet 

fpirit,  which  is  in  the  fight  of 
God  of  great  price.  For  af- 

ter this  manner  in  the  old  time 

the  holy  women  alfo,  who 
trufted  in  God,  adorned  them- 
felves,  being  in  fubjection  unto 
their  own  hufbands ;  even  as 
Sarah  obeyed  Abraham,  call- 

ing him  lord ;  whofe  daugh- 
ters ye  are  as  long  as  ye  do 

well,  and  are  not  afraid  with 

any  amazement.

*j[  Forafmuch  as  all  mortal  men  be  fubjeB  to  many  fuddcn  Perils,  Difeafes, 
and  Sichnejfes,  and  ever  uncertain  what  time  they  fjall  depart  out  of  this 
life;  therefore,  to  the  intent  they  may  be  ahvays  in  a  readinefs  to  die,  ivhen- 
foever  it  f jail  pleafe  Almighty  God  to  call  them,  the  -Curates  fhall  diligently 
from  time  to  time  (but  efpc daily  in  the  time  of  Pefilence,  or  other  infeclious 
Sicknefs  )  exhort  their  Pari/hioners  to  the  often  receiving  of  the  holy  Com- 

munion of  the  Body  and  Blood  of  our  Saviour  Chrifl,  when  it  /hall  be  pub- 
dickly  adminifered  in  the  Church  ;  that  fo  doing,  they  may,  in  cafe  offud- 
den  viftation,  have  the  lefs  caufe  to  be  difquieted  for  the  lack  of  the  fame. 
But  if  thefck  perfon  he  not  able  to  come  to  the  Church,  and  yet  is  defrous 
to  receive  the  Communion  in  his  he ufe  ;  then  he  mujl  give  timely  notice  to 
>the  Citrate,  fignifying  alfo  how  many  there  are  to  communicate  ivith  him, 
(  which  f Jail  be  three,  or  two  at  the  leaf )  .and  having  a  convenient  place 
in  thefck  mans  houfe,  with  all  things  fiecejfary  fo  prepared,  that  the 
Curate  may  reverently  minifer ;  hefhall  there  celebrate  the  holy  Commufiion, 
beginning  with  the  Collect,  Epiflle,  mid  Gofpel,  here  following.

I 
fpeak  this  to  your  fhame.     But 
fome  man  will  fay,    How  are 
the  dead  raifed  up?  and  with 
what    body   do    they    come  ? 
Thou    fool,    that  which  thou 

foweft   is    not  quickened,  ex- 
cept it  die  :  And   that  which 

thou  foweft,  thou  foweft   not 
that  body   that    mall  be,  but 
bare  grain,  it  may  chance  of 
wheat,  or  of  fome  other  grain  : 
But  God  giveth  it  a  body,  as  it 
hath  pleafed  him ;  and  to  every 
feed  his  own  body.     All  fleih 
is  not  the  fame  flefh ;  but  there 
is   one  kind  of  flefh  of  men, 
another  flefh  of  beads,  another 
of  fillies,  and  another  of  birds. 
There  are  alfo  celeflial  bodies, 
and  bodies  terreftrial ;  but  the 
glory  of   the  celeflial  is   one, 
and  the  glory  of  the  terreftrial 
is  another.

ry :  It  is  fown  in  weaknefs  ;  it 
is  raifed  in  power :  It  is  fown 
a  natural  body  ;  it;  is  railed  a 

fpintual  body.  There  is  a  na- 
tural body,  and  there  is  a  fpi- 
ritual body.  And  fo  it  is  writ- 

ten, The  firft  man  Adam,  was 
made  a  living  foul  ;  the  laft 
Adam  was  made  a  quickening 
Spirit.  Howbeit,  that  was  not 
firft  which  is  fpiritual,  but  that 
which  is  natural ;  and  after- 

ward that  which  is  fpiritual. 
The  firft  man  is  of  the  earth,

The  fting  of 
death  is  fin,  and  the  ftrength 
of  fin  is  the  law.  But  thanks

7  Lord,  lift  thou  up :  the  light 
of  thy  countenance  upon  us. 

8  Thou  haft  put  gladnefs  in 

my  heart  :  fince  the  time-  that 
their  corn  and  wine  and  oil 
increafed . 

9  I  will  lay  me  dov>n  in 
peace,  and  take  my  reft  :  for 
it  is  thou,  Lord,  only,  that 
makeft  me  dwell  in  fafetv.

POnder  my  words,  O  Lord  : 

confide*  my  meditation. 
2  O  hearken  thou  unco  the

19  Up,  Lord,  and  let  not  man 
have  the  upper  hand  :  let  the 
heathen  be  judged  in  thy  fight. 

20  Put  them  in  fear,  O 
Lord  :  that  the  heathen  may 
know  themfelves  to  be  but  men.

13  Arife,  O  Lord  God,  and 
lift  up  thine  hand  :  forget  not 
the  poor. 

14  Wherefore  fhould  the 
wicked  blafpheme  God  :  while 
he  doth  fay  in  his  heart,  Turn, 
thou  God  careft  not  for  it. 

1  5  Surely,  thou  haft  (lea  it  : 
for  thou  beholdefl  ungodlinefs 
and  wrong. 

16  That  thou  mayeft  take 
the  matter  into  thine  hand  :  the 

poor  committeth  himfelf  unto 
thee ; 
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tftee  ;  for  thou  art  the  helper 
of  the  friendlefs. 

1 7  Break  thou  the  power  of 
the  ungodly  and  malicious  : 
take  away  his  ungodlinefs,  and 
thou  mall  find  none. 

1 3  The  Lord  is  King  for 
ever  and  ever  :  and  the  heathen 

are  periihed  out  of  the  land. 
19  Lord,  thou  haft  heard 

the  defire  of  the  poor  :  thou 
prepared  their  heart,  and  thine 
ear  hearkeneth  thereto ; 

20  To  help  the  fatherlefs 
and  poor  unto  their  right  :  that 
the  man  of  the  earth  be  no  more

HOW  long  wilt  thou  for- 
get me,  O  Lord,  for 

ever  :  how  long  wilt  thou  hide 
thy  face  from  me  ? 

2  How  long  mall  I  feek 
counfel  in  my  foul,  and  be  fo 
vexed  in  my  heart  :  how  long 
fhall  mine  enemies  triumph 
over  me  ?

7  For  they  have  privily  laid 
their  net  to  deftroy  me  without 
a  caufe  :  yea,  even  without  a 
caufe  have  they  made  a  pit  for 

my  foul. 8  Let  a  fudden  deftruclion 

come  upon  him  unawares,  and 
his  net,  that  he  hath  laid  pri- 

vily, catch  himfelf  :  that  he 
may  fall  into  his  own  mifchief. 

9  And,  my  foul,  be  joyful 
in  the  Lord  :  it  fhall  rejoice  in 
his  falvation. 

10  All  my  bones  fhall  fay, 
Lord,  who  is  like  unto  thee, 
who  deliverer!  the  poor  from 
him  that  is  too  ftrong  for  him  : 

yea,  the  poor,  and  him  thac 
is  in  mifery,  from  him  that 

fpoileth  him. 
11  Falfs 
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1 1  Falfe  witneffes  did  rife 

up  :  they  laid  to  my  charge 
things  that  I  knew  not. 

12  They  rewarded  me  evil 

for  good  :  to  the  great  difcom- 
fort  of  my  foul. 

13  Neverthelefs,  when  they 
were  fick,  I  put  on  fackcloth, 
and  humbled  my  foul  with  fafl> 
ing  :  and  my  prayer  (hall  turn 
into  mine  own  bofom. 

14  I  behaved  mvfelf,  as 
though  it  had  been  mv  friend, 
or  my  brother  :  I  went  heavily, 
as  one  that  mourneth  for  his 
mother. 

15  But  in  mine  adverlity 
they  rejoiced,  and  gathered 
themfelves  together  :  yea,  the 

very  abjefts  -came  together  a- 
gainft  me  unawares,  making 
mouths  at  me,  and  ceafed  not. 

16  With  the  flatterers  were 

bufy  mockers  :  who  gnafhed 
upon  me  with  their  teeth. 

1 7  Lord,  how  long  wilt  thou 
look  upon  this  :  O  deliver  my 
foul  from  the  calamities  which 

they  bring  on  me,  and  my 
darling  from  the  lions. 

1 8  So  will  I  give  thee  thanks 
in  the  great  congregation  :  1 
will  praife  thee  among  much 
people. 

19  O  let  not  them  that  are 
rn,ine  enemies,  triumph  over 
me  ungodly  :  neither  let  them 
wink  with  their  eyes,  that  hate 
me  without  a  caufe. 

20  And  why  ?  their  com- 
muning is  not  for  peace  :  but 

they  imagine   deceitful   words 
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agamfi  them  that  are  quiet  in 
the  land. 

21  They  gaped  upon  me 
with  their  mouths,  and  laid  : 
Fie  on  thee,  fie  on  thee,  we 
law  it  with  our  eyes. 

22  This  thou  haft  feen,  O 
Lord  :  hold  not  thy  tongue 

then,  go  hot  far  from  me,  O 
Lord. 

23  Awake,  and  ftand  up  to 
judge  mv  quarrel :  avenge  thou 
my  cauie,  my  God,  and  my 
Lord. 

24  Judge  me,  O  Lord  my 
God,  according  to  thy  righ- 
teoufnefs  :  and  let  them  net 

triumph  over  me. 
25  Let  them  not  fay  in  their 

hearts,  There,  there,  fo  would 
we  have  it  :  neither  let  them 

fay,  We  have  devoured  him. 
26  Let  them  be  put  to  con- 

fufion  and  fhame  togedier,  that 
rejoice  at  my  trouble  :  let  them 
be  clothed  with  rebuke  and 

difhonour,  that  boaft  them- 
felves againft  me. 

27  Let  them  be  glad  and 
rejoice,  that  favour  my  righ- 

teous dealing  :  yea,  let  them 
fay  alway,  Blelfed  be  the  Lord, 
who  hath  plc^fure  in  the  pro- 
fperity  of  his  fervant. 

28  And  as  for  my  tongue, 
it  Ihall  be  talking  of  thy  righ* 
teoufnefs  :  and  of  thy  praife  all 
the  day  long.

T  Y  heart  fheweth  me  the 

of  the  un- 

godly : 
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godly  :  that  there  is  no  fear  of 
God  before  his  eves. 

2  For  he  flattercth  himfelf 

in  his  own  light  :  until  his  a- 
bominabie  iin  be  found  out. 

3  The  words  of  his  mouth 
are  unrighteous,  and  full  of 
deceit  :  he  hath  left  off  to  be- 

have himfelf  wifely,  and  to  do 

good . 
4  He  imagineth  mifchief  up- 
on his  bed,  and  hath  fet  him- 
felf in  no  good  way  :  neither 

doth  he  abhor  any  thing,  that 
is  evil. 

5  Thy  mercy,  O  Lord,  reach- 
cth  unto  the  heavens  :  and  thy 
faithfulnefs  unto  the  clouds. 

6  Thy  righteoufnefs  ftand- 
eth  like  the  flrong  mountains  : 
thy  judgments  are  like  the 
great  deep. 

7  Thou,  Lord,  (halt  fave  both 
man  and  bead;  How  excellent 

is  thy  mercy,  O  God  :  and  the 
children  of  men  fliall  put  their 
truft  under  the  ihadow  of  thy 
wings. 

8  They  mail  be  fatisfied  with 
the  plenteoufnefs  of  thy  houfe  : 
and  thou  malt  give  them  drink 
of  thy  pleafures,  as  out  of  the 
river.  , 

9  For  with  thee  is  the  well 
of  life  :  and  in  thy  light  fhall 
we  fee  light. 

10  O  continue  forth  thy  lov-

to  do  evil. 

9  Wicked    doers    fliall    be rooted 
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rooted  out  :  and  they  that  pa- 
tiently abide  the  Lord,  thofe 

ihall  inherit  the  land. 
10  Yet  a  little  while,  and  the 

ungodly  (hall  be  clean  gone  : 
thou  ihak  look  after  his  place, 
and  he  fliall  be  away. 

1 1  But  the  meek-fpirited 
fhall  poilefs  the  earth  :  and 
fliall  be  refrefhed  in  the  mul- 

titude of  peace. 
12  The  ungodly  feeketh 

counfel  againft  the  juft  :  and 
gnafheth  upon  him  with  his 
teeth. 

1 3  The  Lord  fliall  laugh  him 
to  fcorn  :  for  he  hath  ieen  that 

his  day  is  coming. 
14  The  ungodly  have  drawn 

out  the  fword,  and  have  bent 
their  bow  :  to  call  down  the 

poor  and  needy,  and  to  flay  fuch 
as  are  of  a  right  converfation. 

1 5  Their  fword  fliall  go 
through  their  own  heart  :  and 
their  bow  fliall  be  broken. 

16  A  fmall  thing  that  the 
righteous  hath  :  is  better  than 
great  riches  of  the  ungodly. 

1 7  For  the  arms  of  the  un- 
godly fliall  be  broken  :  and  the 

Lord  upholdeth  the  righteous. 
18  The  Lord  knoweth  the 

days  of  the  godly :  and  their  in- 
heritance fhall  endure  for  ever. 

19  They  fliall  not  be  con- 
founded in  the  perilous  time  : 

and  in  the  days  of  dearth  they 
fliall  have  enough.

25  I  have  been  young,  and 

now  am  old  :  and  yet  faw  I  ne- 
ver the  righteous  for  taken,  nor 

his  feed  begging  their  bread.

27  Flee  from  evil,  and  do 
the  thing  that  is  good  :  and 
dwell  for  evermore.

they  are  preferved  for  ever. 
29  The  unrighteous  fliall  be 

puniflied  :  as  for  the  feed  of  the 
ungodly,  it  fliall  be  rooted  out. 

30  The  righteous  fliall  in- 
herit the  land  :  and  dwell  there- 

in for  ever. 

3 1  The  mouth  of  the  righ- 
teous is  exercifed  in  wifdom  : 

and  his  tongue  will  be  talking 
of  judgment. 

32  The  law  of  his  God  is  in 
his  heart  :  and  his  going  fhall 
not  Hide.

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33  The  ungodly  feeth  the 
righteous  :  and  feeketh  occa- 
fion  to  flay  him. 

34  The  Lord  will  not  leave 
him  in  his  hand  :  nor  condemn 

him  when  he  is  judged. 
$$  Hope  thou  in  the  Lord, 

and  keep  his  way,  and  he  (hall 
promote  thee,  that  thou  (halt 
pofiefs  the  land  :  when  the  un- 

godly (hall  perifh,  thou  fhalt 
fee  it. 

36  I  myfelf  have  feen  the  un- 
godly in  great  power  :  and  flou- 

riihing  like  a  green  bay-tree. 
37  I  went  by,  and  lo,  he  was 

gone  :  I  fought  him,  but  his 
place  could  no  wjiere  be  found. 

38  Keep  innocency,  and  take 
heed  unto  the  thing  that  is 
right  :  for  that  (hall  bring  a 
man  peace  at  the  laft. 

39  As  for  the  tranfgreffors, 
they  fhall  perifti  together  :  and 
the  end  of  the  ungodly  is,  they 
lhall  be  rooted  out  at  the  laft. 

40  But  the  falvation  of  the 
righteous  cometh  of  the  Lord  : 
who  is  alfo  their  flrength  in  the 
time  of  trouble. 

41  And  the  Lord  fhall  fland 
by  them,  and  fave  them  :  he 
lhall  deliver  them  from  the  un- 

godly, and  fhall  fave  them,  be- 
caufe  they  put  their  truft  in 
him.

9  Lord,  thou  knoweft  all 
my  defire  :  and  my  groaning 
is  not  hid  from  thee. 

10  My  heart  panteth,  my* 
flrength  hath' failed  me  :  and 
the  fight  of  mine  eyes  is  gone 
from  me. 

1 1  My  lovers  and  my  neigh- 
bours did  ftand  looking  upon 

my  trouble  :  and  my  kinfmen 
flood  afar  off. 

12  They  alfo  that  fought 
after  my  life,  laid  fnares  for 
me  :  and  they  that  went  about 
to  do  me  evil,  talked  of  wick- 
ednefs,  and  imagined  deceit  all 
the  day  long. 

1 3  As  for  me;  I  was  like  a 
deaf  man,  and  heard  not :  and 

as 
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as  one  that  is  dumb,  who  doth 

not  open  his  mouth. 
14  I  became  even  as  a  man 

that  heareth  not :  and  in  whofe 

mouth  are  no  reproofs. 
1 5  For  in  thee,  O  Lord,  have 

I  put  my  truft  :  thou  malt 
anfvver  for  me,  O  Lord  my 
God. 

16  I  have  required  that  they, 
even  mine  enemies,  fhould  not 

triumph  over  me  :  for  when 
my  foot  Hipt,  they  rejoiced 

-greatly  again  it  me. 

1 7  "And  I,  truly,  am  fet  in the  plague  :  and  my  heavinefs 
is  ever  in  my  fight. 

18  For  I  will  confefs  my 
wickednefs  :  and  be  forry  for 
my  fin. 

19  But  mine  enemies  live, 
and  are  mighty  :  and  they  that 
hate  me  wrongfully,  are  many 
in  number.

I  Said,    I  will  take  heed  to

2  I  will  keep  my  mouth  as 
it  were  with  a  bridle  :  while 

the  ungodly  is  in  my  fight. 
3  I  held  my  tongue,  and 

fpake  nothing  :  I  kept  iilence, 
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yea,  even   from  good  words  j 
but  it  was  pain  and  grief  to  me. 

4  My  heart  was  hot  within 
me,  and  while  I  was  thus 

mufing,  the  fire  kindled  :  and 
at  the  laft  I  fpake  with  my 
tongue  ; 

5  Lord,  let  me  know  my 
end,  and  the  number  of  my 
days  :  that  I  may  be  certified 
how  long  I  have  to  live. 

6  Behold,  thou  haft  made  my 
days  as  it  were  a  (pail  long  : 
and  mine  age  is  even  as  no- 

thing in  refpect  of  thee  ;  and 

verily  every  man  living  is  al- 
together vanity. 

7  For  man  walketh  in  a  vain 
fh ado w,  and  difquieteth  him- 
felf  in  vain  :  he  heapeth  up 
riches,  and  cannot  tell  who

Lord,    and    with    thine    ears

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conhder  my  calling   :   hold  not 
thy  peace  at  my  tears ; 

14  For  I  am  a  ftranger  with 
thee,  and  a  ibjourner  :  as  all 
toy  fathers  were. 

15  O  fpare  me  a  little,  that 
I  may  recover  my  ftrength  : 
before  I  go  hence,  and  be  no 
more  feen.

I  Waited  patiently    for   the 
Lord  :  and  he  inclined  unto

1 2  I  have  not  hid  thy  rigli- 
teoufhefs  within  my  heart  :  my 
talk  hath  been  of  thy  truth, 
and  of  thy  falvation. 

13  I  have  not  kept  bacfi^ 
thy  loving  mercy  and  truth  : 
from  the  great  congregation. 

14  Withdraw  not  thou  thy 
mercy  from  me,  O  Lord  :  let 
thy  loving-kindnefs  and  thy 
truth  alway  preferve  me. 

15  For  innumerable  trou- 
bles are  come  about  me ;  my 

fins  have  taken  fuch  hold  up- 
on me,  that  I  am  not  able  to 

look  up  :  yea,  they  are  more 
in  number  than  the  hairs  of 

my  head,  and  my  heart  hath 
failed  me.

9  Even  the  covenant  that  he 

made  with  Abraham  :  and  the 
oath  that  he  fware  unto  I iaac ; 

1  o  And  appointed  the  fame  un- 
to Jacob  for  a  law  :  and  to  Iirael 

for  an  everlafting  teftament ; 
1 1  Saying,  Unto  thee  will  I 

give  the  land  of  Canaan  :  the 
lot  of  your  inheritance  ; 

12  When  there  were  yet  but 
a  few  of  them  :  and  {hey  Gran- 

gers in  the  land ; 

L  M  S.  The  21.  day. 

1 3  What  time  as  they  went 
from  one  nation  to  another  : 

from  one  kingdom  to  another 

people  ; 
14  He  fuffered  no  man  to 

do  them  wrong  :  but  reproved 
even  kings  for  their  fakes  ; 

1 5  Touch  not  mine  Anoint- 
ed :  and  do  my  prophets  no 

harm. 
16  Moreover,  he  called  for 

a  dearth  upon  the  land  :  and 
deftroyed  all  the  provifion  of 
bread. 

1 7  But  he  had  fent  a  man  be- 
fore them  :  even  Jofeph,  who 

was  fold  to  be  a  bond -fervant ; 
18  Whole  feet  they  hurt  in 

the  ftocks  :  the  iron  entered 
into  his  foul ; 

19  Until  the  time  came  that 
his  caule  was  known  :  the  word 
of  the  Lord  tried  him. 

20  The  king  fent,  and  de- 
livered him  :  the  princes  of  the 

people  let  him  go  free.     . 
2 1  He  made  him  lord  alfo 

of  his  houfe  :  and  ruler  of  all 
his  fubftance ; 

22  That  he  might  inform 
his  princes  after  his  will  :  and 
teach  his  lenators  wifdom. 

23  Ifracl  alio  came  into  E- 
gypt  :  and  Jacob  was  a  ftranger 
in  the  land  of  Ham. 

24  And  he  increased  his  peo- 
ple exceedingly :  and  made  them 

llronger  than  their  enemies ;     - 
25  Whole  heart  turned  fo, 

that  they  hated  his  people  :  and 
dealt  untruly  with  his  fervant*, 

26  Then  lent  he  Moles  Jhis 

T  3  fervant  ; 
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iervant  :  and  Aaron  whom  he 
had  c  hoi  en  ; 

27  And  thefe  fhewed  his 
tokens  among  them  :  and  won- 

ders in  the  land  of  Ham. 
28  He  fent  darkneis,  and  it 

was  dark  :  and  they  were  not 
obedient  unto  his  word. 

29  He  turned  their  waters 
into  blood  :  and  flew  their  fifh. 

30  Their  land  brought  forth 
frogs  :  yea,  even  in  their  kings 
chambers. 

3 1  He  (pake  the  word,  and 
there  came  all  manner  of  flies  : 

and  lice  in  all  their  quarters. 
32  He  gave  them  halftones 

for  rain  :  and  flames  of  fire  in 
their  land. 

33  He  fmote  their  vines  alfo 
and  fig-trees  :  and  deftroyed  the 
trees  that  were  in  their  coafts. 

34  He  fpake  the  word,  and 
the  grafhoppers  came,  and  ca- 

terpillars innumerable  :  and  did 
eat  up  all  the  grafs  in  their 
land,  and  devoured  the  fruit 

of  their  ground. 

35  He  fmote  all  the  firft- 
born  in  the  land  :  even  the 

chief  of  all  their  ftrength. 
36  He  brought  them  forth 

alfo  with  filver  and  gold  :  there 
was  not  one  feeble  perfon  a- 
mong  their. tribes. 

37  Egypt  was  glad  at  their 
departing  :  for  they  were  a- 
Iraid  of  them. 

3  g  He  fpread  out  a  cloud  to 
be  a  covering  :  and  fire  to  give 

light  in  the  night-feafon. 
39  At  their  defire  he  brought 
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quails  ;  and  he  filled  them  with 
the  bread  of  heaven. 

40  He  opened  the  rock  of 
flone,  and  the  waters  flowed 
out  :  fo  that  rivers  ran  in  the 

dry  places. 
41  For  why  ?  he  remember* 

ed  his  holy  promiie  ;  and  A- 
b  rah  am  his  fervant. 

42  And  he  brought  forth  his 
people  with  joy  :  and  his  chofen 
with  gladnefs ; 

43  And  gave  them  the  lands 
of  the  heathen  :  and  they  took 
the  labours  of  the  people  in 
pofieflion ; 

44  That  they  might  keep  his 
ftatutes  :  and  obferve  his  laws.

fathers  :  we  have  done*  amifs, 
and  dealt  wickedly. 

7  Our  fathers  regarded  riqj 

-thy 
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thy  wonders  in  Egypt,  neither 

"kept  they  thy  great  goodnefs  in 
remembrance  :  but  were  difo- 
bedient  at  the  lea,  even  at  the 
Red  fea. 

8  Neverthelefs,  he  helped 

them  for  his  Name's  lake  :  that 
he  might  make  his  power  to 
be  known. 

9  He  rebuked  the  Red  fea 
alfo,  and  it  was  dried  up  :  fo 
he  led  them  through  the  deep, 
as  through  a  wildernefs. 

io  And  he  faved  them  from 

the  adverfaries  hand  :  and  de- 
livered them  from  the  hand  of 

the  enemy. 
1 1  As  for  thofe  that  troubled 

them,  the  waters  overwhelmed 
them  :  tliere  was  not  one  of 
them  left. 

12  Then  believed  they  his 

words :  and  fang praife unto  him. 
1 3  But  within  a  while  they 

forgat  his  works  :  and  would 
not  abide  his  counfeL 

14  But  luft  came  upon  them 
in  the  wildernefs  .:  and  they 
tempted  God  in  the  defert- 

1 5  And  he  gave  them  their 
defire  :  and  fent  leannefs  withal 
into  their  foul. 

16  They  angered  Mofes  alfo 
in  the  tents  :  and  Aaron  the 
faint  of  the  Lord. 

1 7  So  the  earth  opened,  and 
(wallowed  up  Dathan  :  and 
covered  the  congregation  of 
Abiram. 

18  And  the  fire  was  kindled 

in  their  company  :  the  flame 
burnt  up  the  ungodly. 

19  They  made  a  calf  in 
Horeb  :  and  worfhipped  the 
molten  image. 

20  Thus  they  turned  their 
glory  :  into  the  Similitude  of  a 
calf  that  eateth  hay. 

21  And  they  forgat  God 
their  Saviour  :  who  had  done 

fo  great  things  in  Egypt; 
2  2  Wondrous  works  in  the 

land  of  Ham  :  and  fearful 

things  by  the  Red  fea. 
23  So  he  faid,  he  would  have 

deftroyed  them,  had  not  Mofes 
his  chofen  flood  before  him  in 

the  gap  :  to  turn  away  his 
wrathful  indignation,  left  he 
mould  deftroy  them. 

24  Yea,  they  thought  fcorn 
of  that  pleafant  land  :  and  gave 
no  credence  unto  his  word  3 

25  But  murmured  in  their 
tents  :  and  hearkened  not  unto 
the  voice  of  the  Lord. 

26  Then  lift  he  up  his  hand 
agajnft  them  :  to  overthrow 
them  in  the  wildernefs ; 

27  To  cafl:  out  their  feed 
among  the  nations  :  and  to 
fcatter  them  in  the  lands. 

2&  They  joined  themfelves 
unto  Baal-peor  :  and  ate  the 
offerings  of  the  dead. 

29  Thus  they  provoked  him 
to  anger  with  their  own  inven- 

tions :  and  the  plague  was  great 
among  them. 

30  Then  flood  up  Phinees, 
and  prayed  :  and  fo  the  plague 
ceafed. 

3  1  And  that  was  countc:!  unto 
him  for  righteoufnefs  :  among 

T  4  all 
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all    poftcrities    for     evermore. 
32  They  angered  him  alio  at 

the  waters  of  ftrife  :  lb  that  he 

punifhed  Mofes  for  ti^eir  lakes  ; 
33  Becaufe  they  provoked 

his  fpirit  :  fo  that  he  fpake  unr 
advifcdlv  with  his  lips. 

34  Neither  deftroyed  they 
the  heathen  :  as  the  Lord  com- 

manded them  ; 

35  But  were  mingled  among 
the  heathen  :  and  learned  their 
works ; 

36  Infomuch  that  they  wor- 
fhipped  their  idols,  which  turn- 

ed to  their  own  decay  :  yea, 
they  offered  their  fons  and  their 
daughters  unto  devils ; 

37  And  (lied  innocent  blood, 
even,  the  blood  of  their  fons 
and  of  their  daughters  :  whom 
they  offered  unto  the  idols  of 
Canaan  ;  and  the  land  was  de- 
riled  with  blood. 

38  Thus  were  they  ftained 
with  their  own  works  :  and 

went  a  whoring  with  their  own 
inventions. 

39  Therefore  was  the  wrath 
of  the  Lord  kindled  againfi  his 

people  :  infomuch  that  he  ab- 
horred his  own  inheritance. 

40  And  he  gave  them  over 
into  the  hand  of  the  heathen  : 

and  they  that  hated  them  were 
■ords  over  them. 

41  Their  enemies  oppreifed 
and  had  them  in  fub- 

je&ioj 

42  Many  a  time  did  he  de- 

r  them  :' but  they   rebelled 
.vgainit    him    with    their    own

inventions,  and  were  brought 
down  in  their  wickednefs. 

43  Neverthelefs,  when  he 
faw  their  adverfity  :  he  heard 
their  complaint. 

44  He  thought  upon  his 
covenant,  and  pitied  them,  acr 
cording  unto  the  multitude  of 
his  mercies  :  yea,  he  made  all 
thofe  that  led  them  away  cap- 

tive to  pity  them. 

45  Deliver  us,  O  Lord  our 
God,  and  gather  us  from  a- 
mong  the  heathen  :  that  we 
may  give  thanks  unto  thy  holy 
Name,  and  make  our  boaft  of 

thy  praife. 
46  Blefied  be  the  Lord  God 

of  Ifrael  from  everlafting,  and 
world  without  end  :  and  let  all 

the  people  fay,  Amen.

1 1  Becaufe  they  rebelled 
agrainft  the  words  of  the  Lord  : 

and  lightly  regarded  the  coun- 
fel  of  the  moil  Higheft  ; 

12  He  alfo  brought  down 
itheir  heart  through  heavinefs  : 
they  fell  down,  and  there  was 
none  to  help  them. 

i  $  So  when  they  cried  un- 
to the  Lord  in  their  trouble  : 

he  delivered  them  out  of  their 

diftrefs ; 

1 4  For  be  brought  them  out 
of  darknefs,  and  out  of  the 
fhadow  of  death  :  and  brake 
their  bonds  in  (under. 

1 5  O  that  men  would  there- 
fore praiie  the  Lord  for  his 

good  nets  :  and  declare  the 
wonders  that  he  doeth  for  the 
.children  of  men  ! 

1 6  For  he  hath  broken  the 

gates  of  brafs  :  and  fmitten  the 
bars  of  iron  in  funder. 

j  ;  Fooliih  men  are  plagued 
3 

for  their  offence  :  and  becaufe 
of  their  wickednefs. 

1 8  Their  foul  abhorred  ail 
manner  of  meat  :  and  they 

were  even  hard  at  death's  door. 
19  So  when  they  cried  un- 
to the  Lord  in  their  trouble  : 

he  delivered  them  cut  of  their 
diftrefs. 

20  He  fait  his  word,  and 
healed  them  :  and  they  were 
faved  from  their  deftruciion. 

2 1  O  that  mefi  would  there- 

fore praife  the  Lord  for  his 

goodnefs :  and  declare  the  won- 
ders that  lie  doeth  for  the  chil- 
dren of  men  I 

22  That  they  would  offer 
unto  him  the  facrifice  of  thank f- 

giving  :  and  tell  out  his  works 
with  glad  nets  ! 

23  They  that  go  down  to 
the  lea  in  ihips  :  and  occupy 
their  bufinefs  in  great  waters ; 

24  Thefe  men  fee  the  works 
of  the  Lord  :  and  his  wonders 
in  the  deep. 

25  For  at  his  word  the  ftor- 
my  wind  arifeth  :  which  lirteth 
up  the  waves  thereof. 

26  They  are  carried  up  to 
the  heaven,  and  down  again 
to  the  deep  :  their  foul  melteth 
away  becaufe  of  their  trouble. 

27  They  reel  to  and  fro,  and 
itagger  like  a  drunken  man  : 
and  are  ac  their  wits  end. 

28  So  when  they  cry  unto 
the  Lord  in  their  trouble  .  he 
delivereth  diem  out  of  their 
diftrefs. 

29  For  he  maketh  the  llorm

30  Then  are  they  glad,  be- 
caufe  they  are  at  reft  :  and  fo 

he  bringeth  them  unto  the  ha- 
ven where  they  would  be. 

■3 1  O  that  men  would  there- 
fore praife  the  Lord  for  his 

goodnefs  :  and  declare  the 
wonders  that  he  doeth  for  the 
children  of  men ! 

32  That  they  would  exalt 
him  alfo  in  (the  congregation 
of  the  people  :  and  praife  him 
in  the  feat  of  the  elders !

43  Whofo  is  wife,  will  pon- 
der thefe  things  :  and  they 

(hall  underftand  the  loving- 
kindnefs  of  the  Lord.

put  out. 13  Let  the  wickednefs  of

Lord  :  and  let  not  the  fin  of

His   Majefty's   DECLARATION. 
'«  1H)  E  I  N  G  by  God's  Ordinance,  according  to  our  jufl  Title,  Defender 
li  JO  of  the  Faiths  and  Supreme  Governor  of  the  Churchy  within  thefe  Our 
<c  Dominion^  We  hold  it  mod  agreeable  to  this  Our  Kingly  Office,  and  Our 
'*  own  religious  Zeal,  to  conferve  and  maintain  the  Church  committed 
cc  to  Our  charge,  in  the  unity  of  true  Religion,  and  in  the  bond  of 
fe  Peace;  and  not  to  fuffer  unneceiTary  Difputations,  Altercations,  or 
c<  Queftions  to  be  raifed,  which  may  nourifli  Faction  both  in  the  Church 
M  and  Commonwealth.  We  have  therefore,  upon  mature  deliberation, 
<c  and  with  the  advice  of  fo  many  of  our  Bifhops  as  might  con- 
*'  veniently  be  called  together,  thought  fit  to  make  this  Declaration 
u  following: 

"  That  the  Articles  of  the  Church  of  England  (which  have  been  allow- 
<c  ed  and  authorized  heretofore,  and  which  Our  Clergy  generally  have 
"  fubfcribed  unto)  do  contain  the  true  Doctrine  of  the  Church  of  Ettg- 
"  land)  agreeable  to  God's  Word  :  which  we  do  therefore  ratify  and  con-

"  as  well  as  any  other  :  And  We  will  fee  there  fhall  be  due  Execution 

"  upon  them." 

ARTICLES     of    RELIGION. 

I.  Of  Faith  in  the  Holy  Trinity. 

THERE  is  but  one  living 
and  true  God,  everlafting, 

without  body,  parts,  or  paflions  ; 
of  infinite  power,  wifdom,  and 
goodnefs  5  the  Maker  and  Preferver 

of  all  things  both  vifible  and  in- 
vifible.  And  in  unity  of  this  God- 

head there  be  three  Perfons,  of 

one  fubftance,  power,  and  eter- 
nity' ;  the  Father,  the  Son,  and  the 

Holv  Ghoft. 

II.    Of  the    Word  or    Sen  of  God, 
very  man. 

TH  E  Son,  which  is  the  Won't of  the  Father,  begotten  from 

everlafting  of  the  Father,  the  very 
and  eternal  God,  of  one  fubftance 

with  the  Father,  took  Man's  na- 
ture in  the  womb  of  the  bleflVd  Vir- 
gin, of  her  fubftance  :  fo  that  two 

whole  and  perfect.  Natures,  that  is 
to  fay,  The  Godhead  and  Man- 

hood, were  joined  together  in  one 
perfon,  never  to  be  divided,  where- 

of is  one  Chrift,  very  God  and 
very  Man  ;  who  truly  fuffered, 
was  crucified,  dead  and  buried, 
to  reconcile  his  Father  to  us,  and 
to  be  a  facrifice,  not  only  for  ori- 

ginal guilt,  but  alfo  for  aclual  fins 
of  men.

III.     Of  the  going   down   of  Chrift 

jtito  Hell. 

S  Chrift  died  for  us,  and  was 
buried ;    fo    alio  is   it   to   be 

believed,  that  he  went  down  into 
Hell. 

IV.   Of  the  Refurreaion  of  Chrift. 
CHRIS  T  did  truly  rife  again 

from  death,  and  took  again 
his  body,  with  flelh,  bones,  and  all 
things  appertaining  to  the.  perfec- 

tion of  Man's  nature,  wherewith 
he  afcended  into  Heaven,  and  there 
{itteth,  until  he  return  to  judge  all 
men  at  the  lull  day. 

V.   Of  the  Holy  Ghof. 
THE  Holy  Ghoft,  proceeding 

from  the  Father  and  the  Son, 
is  of  one  Subftance,  Majefty,  and 
Glory,  with  the  Father  and  the 
Son,  very  and  eternal  God. 

VI.  Of  the  Sufficiency  of  the  Holy 
Scriptures  for  Salvation. 

HOLY  Scripture  containeth 
all  things  neceflary  to  fa  1  ra- 
tion': fo  that  whatfoever  is  not  read 

therein,  nor  may  be  proved  there- 
by, is  not  to  be  required  of  any 

man,  that  it  mould  be  believed 
as  an  Article  of  the  Faith,  or  be 
thought  re^uifite  or  neceflary  to 
Salvation.  In  the  name  of  the  holy 
Scripture  we  do  underfland  thofe 
Canonical  Books  of  the  Old  and 

New  Teftainent,  of  whofe  Autho- 
rity was  never  any  doubt  in  the 

Church.

The  Song  of  the  Three  Children, 
The  Story  of  Sufanna, 
Of  Bel  and  the  Dragon, 
The  Prayer  of  Manajfes, 
The  Firf  Book  of  Maccabees, 
The  Second  Book  of  Maccabees. 

All  the  Books  of  the  New  Tef- 

tament,  as  they  are  commonly  re- 
ceived, we  do  receive,  and  account 

them  Canonical. 

VII.    Of  the  Old  Teftament. 

THE,  Old  Teftament  is  not 
contrary  to  the  New :  for 

both  in  die  Old  and  New  Tef- 
tament everlafting  life  is  offered  to 

mankind  by  Chrift,  who  is  the  only 
Mediator  between  God  and  Man, 

being  both  God  and  Man.  Where- 
fore they  are  not  to  be  heard, 

which  feign  that  the  old  Fathers 
did  look  only  for  tranfitory  pro- 
mifcs.  Although  the  law  given 
from  God  by  Mofcs,  as  touching 
Ceremonies  and  Rites,  do  not 
bind  Chrillian  Men,  nor  the  civil 
Precepts  thereof  ought  of  neceflity 
to  be  received  in  any  Common- 

wealth;  yet  notwithstanding,  no 
Chrillian 
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ChriiVran  man  whatfoever  is  free 

from  the  obedience  of  the  Com- 
rrfandments  which  are  called 
Moral. 

VIII.  Of  the  three  Creeds. 

TH  E  Three  Creeds,  Nkene 

Creed,  Athanafius*  Creed, 
and  that  which  is  commonly  called 

the  Apojiles*  Creed;  ought  thorough- 
ly to  be  received  and  believed  :  for 

they  may  be  proved  by  mod  cer- 
tain warrants  of  holy  Scripture. 

IX.  Of  Original  or  Birth-fin. 
ORIGINAL  Sin  ftandeth  not 

in  the  following  of  Adam  (as 

the  Pelagians  do  vainly  talk;)  but 
it  is  the  fault  and  corruption  of  the 
nature  of  every  man,  that  naturally 
is  ingendered  of  the  offspring  of 
Adam,  whereby  man  is  very  far 
gone  from  original  righteoufnefs, 
and  is  of  his  own  Nature  inclined 

to  evil,  fo  that  the  flefli  lufteth  al- 
ways contrary  to  the  fpirit ;  and 

therefore  in  every  perfon  born  into 

this  world,  *it  deferyeth  God's 
wrath  and  damnation.  And  this 

infection  of  nature  doth  remain, 
yea,  in  them  that  are  regenerated  : 
whereby  the  luft  of  the  ne(h,  called 
in  Greek,  phronema  farkos,  which 
fome  do  expound  the  Wifdom, 
fome  Senfuality,  fome  the  Affec- 

tion, fome  the  Defire  of  the  fled"), 
is  not  fubjecl  to  the  Law  of  God. 
And  although  there  is  no  condem- 

nation for  them  that  believe  and  are 

baptized;  yet  the  Apoftle  doth  con- 
fefs,  that  concupifcnce  and  luff 
hath  of  kfelf  the  nature  of  fin. 

X.   Of  Free  Hill. 
TH  E  condition  of  man  after 

the  fall  of  Adam,  is  fuch, 
that  he  cannot  turn  and  prepare 
himfelf  by  his  own  natural  ftrength 
and  good  works  to  faith,  and  call- 

ing upon  God  :  wherefore  we  have 
no  power  to  do  good  works  plea- 
fant  and  acceptable  to  God,  with- 

out the  Grace  of  God  by  Chrift 
preventing  us,  that  we  may  have  a 
good  wilJ,  and  working  with  us, 
when  we  have  that  good  will. 

XI.   Of  the  Jufrfication  of  Man. 

WE  are  accounted  righteous before  God,  only  for  the 
Merit  of  our  Lord  and  Saviour  Jc- 
fus  Chrift,  by  Faith ;  and  not 
for  our  own  works  or  defervings  : 
wherefore,  that  we  are  juftified  by 
faith  only,  is  a  moil  wholefome 
doctrine,  and  very  full  of  comfort, 
as  more  largely  is  exprefled  in  the 
Homily  of  justification. 

XII.  Of  Good  Works. 
LBEIT  that  good  Works, 
which  are  the  fruits  of  Faith, 

and  follow  after  J  unification,  can- 
not put  away  our  fms,  and  endure 

the  feverity  of  God's  judgment; 
yet  are  they  pleafingand  acceptable 
to  God  in  Chrift',  and  do  fpring 
out  neceffarily  of  a  true  and  lively 
Faith;  infomuch  that  by  them  a 
lively  Faith  may  be  as  evidently 
known,  as  a  tree  difcerned  by  the 
fruit. 

XIII.   Of  Works  before  J  unification. 

WORKS  done  before  the 
grace  of  Chrift,  and  the  In- 

spiration of  his  Spirit,  are  not  plea- fant  to  God,  fornfmuch  as  they 

fpring  not  of  faith  in  Jefus  Chrift, 
neither  do  they  make  men  meet  to 

receive  grace,  or  (as  the  School- 
Authors  fay)  deferve  grace  of  con- 
gruity :  yea,  rather  for  that  they 
are  not  done  as  God  hath  willed 
and  commanded  them  to  be  done, 

we  doubt  not  but  they  have  the  na- 
ture of  fin. 

XIV.  Of  Works  rf  Supererogation. 

Voluntary  Works  befides  over 
and  above  God's  command- 

ments, which  they  call  Works  of 
Supererogation,  cannot  be  taught 
without  arrogancy  and  impiety. 
For  by  them  men  do  declare,  That 
they  do  not  only  render  unto  God 
as  much  as  they  are  bound  to  do, 
but  that  they  do  more  for  his  fake 
than  of  bounden  duty  is  required  : 
Whereas  Chrift  faith  plainly, 
when  ye  have  done  all  that  are 
commanded  to  you,  fay,  Wc  are 
unprofitable  fervants. 

Z  XV.  Of 
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XV.  Of  Chrift  alone  without  Sin. 
CHRIST  in  the  truth  of  our 

nature,  was  made  like  unto 

iis  in  all  things  (lin  only  except) 
from  which  be  was  clearly  void, 
both  in  his  flefh,  and  in  his  fpirit. 
He  came  to  be  the  Lamb  without 

fpot,  who  by  fucrifice  of  himfelf 
once  made,  mould  take  away  the 
fins  of  the  world  :  and  fin  (as  St. 
John  faith)  was  not  in  him.  But 
all  we  the  re(l  (although  baptized 

and  born  again  in  Chrift)  yet  of- 
fend in  many  things  \  and  if  we 

fay  we  have  no  fin,  we  deceive  our- 
ielvcs,  and  the  truth  is  not  in  us. 

XVI.  Of  Sin  after  Baptifm. 

'OT  every  deadly  fin  willing- 
ly committed  after  Baptifm, 

is  fin  againft  the  Holy  Ghoft,  and 
unpardonable.  Wherefore  the  grant 
of  repentance  is  not  to  be  denied 
to  fuch  as  fall  into  fin  after  Bap- 

tifm. After  we  have  received  the 

Holy  Ghoft,  we  may  depart  from 
grace  given,  and  fall  into  fin,  and 
by  the  grace  ox  God  we  may  rife 
again,  and  amend  our  lives.  And 
therefore  they  are  to  be  condemned, 
which  fay,  they  can  no  more  fin 
as  long  as  they  live  here,  or  deny 
the  place  of  forgivenefs  to  fuch  as 
truly  repent. 

XVII.     Of   Predejlination   and 
Election. 

PREDESTINATION  to  life,  is 
the  everlailing  purpofe  of  God, 

whereby  (before  the  foundations  of 
the  world  were  laid)  he  hath  con- 
ilantly  decreed  by  his  Counfel, 
fecret  to  us,  to  deliver  from  curfe 
and  damnation  thofe  whom  he 
hath  chofen  in  Chrift  out  of  man- 

kind, and  to  bring  them  by  Chrift 
to  everlailing  falvation,  as  veiTels 
made  to  honour.  Wherefore  they 
which  be  endued  with  (o  excellent 

a  benefit  of  God,  be  called  accord- 

ing to  God's  purpofe  by  his  Spi- 
rit working  in  due  ieafon :  they  . 

through  grace  obey  the  calling : 
they  be  juftified  freely:  they  be 
made  fons  of  God  by  adoption  : 
they  be  made  like  the  image  of  his 

only-begotten  Son  Jefus  Cirri ft  i 
they  walk  religioufly  in  good  works, 

and  at  length,  by  God's  mercy, 
they  attain  to  everlafting  felicity. 
As  the  godly  confederation  of 

Predeftination,  and  our  Election 
in  Chrift,  is  full  of  fweet,  pleafant, 
and  unfpeakable  comfort  to  godly 
perfons,  and  fuch  as  feel  in  them- 
felves  the  working  of  the  Spirit  of 
Chrift,  mortifying  the  works  of  the 
flefh,  and  their  earthly  members, 
and  drawing  up  their  mind  to  high 
and  heavenly  things  ;  as  well  be- 
caufe  it  doth  greatly  eftablifh  and 
confirm  their  faith  of  eternal  falva- 

tion, to  be  enjoyed  through  Chrift, 
as  becaufe  it  doth  fervently  kindle 
their  love  towards  God;  fo,  for 
curious  and  carnal  perfons,  lacking 
the  Spirit  of  Chrift,  to  have  conti- 

nually before  their  eyes  the  fen- 

tence  of  God's  Predeftination,  is 
a  moft  dangerous  downfal,  where- 

by the  Devil  doth  thruft  them  ei- 
ther into  defperation,  or  into 

wretchlefTnefs  of  moft  unclean 

living,  no  lefs  perilous  than  def- 

peration. Furthermore,  we  muft  receive 

God's  promifes  in  fuch  wife,  as 
they  be  generally  fet  forth  to  us  in 
holy  Scripture  :  and  in  our  doings, 
that  will  of  God  is  to  be  followed, 
which  we  have  exprefsly  declared 
unto  us  in  the  word  of  God. 

XVIII.  Of  obtaining  eternal  Salva- 
tion only  by  the  Name  cf  Chrifi. 

TH  E  Y  alfo  are  to  be  had  ac- 
curfed,  that  prefume  to  fay, 

that  every  man  fhall  be  faved  by 
the  Law  or  Seel  which  he  pro- 
feffeth,  fo  that  he  be  diligent  to 
frame  his  life  according  to  that 
Taw,  and  the  Eight  of  nature. 
For  holy  Scripture  doth  fet  out 
unto  us  only  the  Name  of  Jefus 
Chrift,  whereby  men  muft  be 
faved. 

XIX.   Of  the  Church. 

THE  vifible  Church  of  Chrift 
is  a  Congregation  of  faithful 

men,'  in  the  which  the  pure  Word 
of  God  is  preached,  and  the  Sa- 

craments 
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traments  be  duly  miniftered  ac- 

cording to  Chrift's  Ordinance,  in 
all  thofe  things  that  of  neceility 
are  requifiteto  the  fame. 
As  the  Church  of  Jert.falem, 

Alexandria^  and  Antioch  have  er- 
red ;  fo  alfo  the  Church  of  Rome 

hath  erred,  not  only  in  their  liv- 
ing and  manner  of  Ceremonies, 

but  alfo  in  matters  of  Faith. 

XX.  Of  the  Authority  of  the  Church. 
TH  E  Church  hath  power  tc 

decree  Rites  or  Ceremonies, 
and  Authority  in  controverfies  of 
Faith :  And  yet  it  is  not  lawful  for 
the  Church  to  ordain  any  thing 

that  is  contrary  to  God's  Word 
written;  neither  may  it  fo  expound 
one  place  of  Scripture  that  it  be  re- 

pugnant to  another.  Wherefore  al- 
though the  Church  be  a  Witnefs 

and  a  Keeper  of  Holy  Writ,  yet  as 
it  ought  not  to  decree  any  thing 
againft.the  fame,  fo  befides  the  fame 
ought  it  not  to  enforce  any  thing 
to  be  believed  for  neceflity  of  fal- 
vation. 

XXI.  Of  the  Authority  of  general 
Councils. 

GENERAL  Councils  may  not 
be  gathered  together  without 

the  Commandment  and  Will  of 

Princes.  And  when  they  be  ga- 
thered together  (forafmuch  as  they 

be  an  AiTemblyof  men,  whereof  all 
be  not  governed  with  the  Spirit 
and  Word  of  God)  they  may  err, 
and  fometimes  have  erred,  even 
hi  things  pertaining  unto  God. 
Wherefore  things  ordained  by  them 
as  necefiary  to  falvation,  have  nei- 

ther ftrength  nor  authority,  unlefs 
it  may  be  declared  that  they  be 
taken  out  of  holy  Scripture. 

XXII.  Of  Purgaton. 
HTHE  Romifli  Doclrine  con- 
A  cerning  Purgatory,  Pardons, 

worshipping  and  adoration,  as  well 
of  Images,  as  of  Reliques,  and  alfo 
Invocation  of  Saints,  is  a  fond 
thing  vainly  invented,  and  ground- 

ed upon  no  warranty  of  Scripture, 
but  rather  repugnant  to  the  Word 
Of  God. 

XXIII.    Of  minjftering  in   tie 

Congregation. 
IT  is  not  lawful  for  any  man  to 

take  upon  him  the  Office  of  pub- 
lick  preaching,  or  miniflering  the 
Sacraments  in  the  Congregation, 
before  he  be  lawfully  called  and  fent 
to  execute  the  fame.  And  thofe  we 

ought  to  judge  lawfully  called  and 
fent,  which  be  ehofen  and  called  to 
this  work  by  men  who  have  publick 
authority  given  unto  them  in  the 

congregation  to  call  and  fentl  Mi- 

ni iters  into  the  Lord's  vineyard. 

XXIV.  Of '  f pealing  in  the  Congre* 
gation  in  fuch  a  Tongue  as  the  peo- 

ple underfandeth. 
IT  is  a  thing  plainly  repugnant 

to  the  Word  of  God,  and  the 
cuftomof  the  Primitive  Church,  to 
have  publick  Prayer  in  the  Church, 
or  to  minifter  the  Sacraments  in  a 

Tongue  not  underfunded  of  the 

people. XXV.     Of  the  Sacraments. 
SAcraments  ordained  of  Chrift 

be  not  only  badges  or  tokens 

of  Chriltian  men's  profefTion  ;  but 
rather,  they  be  certain  fure  wit- 
nelTes,  and  effectual  figns  of  grace, 

and  God's  good-will  towards  us, 
by  the  which  he  doth  work  invifi- 
bly  in  us,  and  doth  not  only  quick- 

en, but  alfo  ftrengthen  and  con- 
firm our  faith  in  him. 

There  are  two  Sacraments  or* 
dained  of  Chrift  our  Lord  in  the 

Gofpel,  that  is  to  fay,  Baptifm, 
and  the  Supper  of  the  Lord. 

Thofe  five,  commonly  called  Sa- 
craments, that  is  to  fay,  Confir- 

mation, Penance,  Orders,  Matri- 
mony, and  Extreme  Unction,  are 

not  to  be  counted  for  Sacraments 

of  the  Gofpel,  being  fuch  as  have 

grown,  partly  of  the  corrupt  fol  !„\v- 
ing  of  the  Apoftles,  partly  are  flatcs 
of  life  allowed  in  the  Scriptures  \ 
but  yet  have  not  like  nature  of 
Sacraments  with  Baptifm,  and  the 

Lord's  Supper  ;  for  that  they  have 
not  any  vifible  fign  or  ceremony 
ordained  of  God. 

The  Sacraments  were  not  ordain- 
Z  2  ei 
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€<1  of  Chrift  to  be  gazed  upon,  or 
Be  carried  about;  but  that  we 

fhould  duly  ufe  them.  And  in  fuch 
only  as  worthily  receive  the  fame, 
they  have  a  wholefome  crFccl:  or 
operation  ;  but  they  that  receive 
them  unworthily, purehafe  to  them- 
felvcs  damnation,  as  St.  Paul  faith. 
XXVf.  Of  the  ITnworthihefs  of  the 

MmifterSi  which  hinders    not   the 
effect  of  the  Sacrament. 

ALthough  in  the  vifible  Church 
the  evil  be  ever  mingled  with 

the  good,  and  fometimes  the  evil 
have  chief  authority  in  the  Mini- 
itration  of  the  Word  and  Sacra- 

ments ;  yet  forafmueh  as  they  do 
not  the  fame  in  their  own  name, 

'but  in  ChrifVs,  and  do  minifter  by 
his  commifTion  and  authority,  we 
may  u[c  their  Miniflry,  both  in 
hearing  the  Word  of  God,  and  in 
the  receiving  of  the  Sacraments. 
Neither  is  the  efFecV  of  ChrilVs 

ordinance  taken  away  by  their 

wickednefs,  nor  the  grace  of  God's 
gifts  dimlnifhed  from  fuch,  as  by 

faith,  and  rightly  do  receive  the  Sa- 
craments miniftered  unto  them  ; 

which  be  efredtual,  becaufe  of 
ChrilVs  inftitution  and  promife, 
although  they  be  miniilered  by 
evil    men. 

Neverthelefs,  it  appertained  to 
the  Difcipline  of  the  Church,  that 
enquiry  be  made  of  evil  Mini  Iters, 
and  that  they  be  accufed  by  thofe 
that  have  knowledge  of  their  offen- 

ces :  and  finally  being  found  guilty, 
by  juft  judgment  be  depofed. 

XXVII.     Of  Baptifm. 

BAPTISM  is  not  only  a  fign  of 

profeflion,  and  mark  of  dif- 
ference, whereby  Chriftian  men  are 

difcerned  from  others  that  be  not 
enriftened  :  but  it  is  alfo  a  lign  of 

Regeneration,  orNewBirth,  where- 
by, as  by  an  iuftrument,  they  that 

receive  Baptifm  rightly  are  grafted 
into  the  Church  yrthe  promifes  of 
forgivenefs  of  fin,  and  of  our 
adoption  to  be  the  fons  of  God  by 
the  Holy  Ghoft,  are  vifibly  figned 
and  fealed  ;  faith  is  confirmed,  and 

grace  increafed  by  virtue  of  Prays? 
unto  God.  The  Baptifm  of  young 
children  is  in  any  wife  to  be  retained 
in  the  Church,  as  molt  agreeable 
with  the  inftitution  of  Chrift. 

XXVIH.    Of  the  Lord's  Supper. 
PHE   Supper   of  the   Lord   U 
iL  not  only  a  fign  of  the  Love 

that  Chriftians  ought  to  have  among 
themfelves  one  to  another  y  but 
ratheris  a  Sacrament  of  our  re- 

demption by  ChrilVs  death  :  Info- 
much  that  to  fuch  as  rightly,  wor- 

thily, and  with  faith  receive  the 
fame,  the  Bread  which  we. break, 
is  a  partaking  of  the  Body  of  Chrift; 
and  likewife  the  Cup  of  BlefTing  is 
a  partaking  of  the  Blood  of  Chrift. 

Tranfubftantiation  (or  the  change 
of  the  fubftance  of  bread  and  wine) 
in  the  Supper  of  the  Lord,  cannot 
be  proved  by  holy  writ ;  but  is  re- 

pugnant to  the  plain  words  of 
Scripture,  overthroweth  the  nature 
of  a  Sacrament,  and  hath  given 
occafion  to  many  fu perditions. 
The  body  of  Chrill  is  given, 

taken,  and  eaten  in  the  Supper, 
only  after  an  heavenly  and  fpintua! 
manner.  And  the  mean  whereby 
the  body  of  Chrift  is  received  and 
eaten  in  the  Supper,  is  Faith. 

The   Sacrament   of   the    Lord's 
Supper  was  not  by  ChrifVs  ordi- 

nance referved,  carried  about,  lifted 
up,  or  worfhipped. 
XXIX.     Of  the  wicked  which    ert 

not   the  Body   of  Chrijl  in  the  ufe 
of  the  Lord's  Supper. 

TH  E  wicked/and  fuch  as  be 
void  of  a  lively  faith,  al- 

though they  do  carnally  and  vifibly 
prefs  with  their  teeth  (as  Saint 

Augttfiihe  faith)  the  Sacrament  of 
the  body  and  Wood  of  Chrift  :  yer 
in  no  wife  are  they  partakers  oi 
Chriit;  but  rather,  to  their  c 
demnation,  do  eat  and  drink  the 
Sign  or  Sacrament  of  fo  great  a thing.

THE  Book  of  Confecration  of 

Archbifhops  and  Bifhops,

XXXVII.  Of  the  Civil  Magif  rates. 

THE  King's  Majeftyhath  the chief  power  in  this  Realm 

of  England,  and  other  his  domini- 
ons, unto  whom  the  chief  govern- 

ment of  all  eftates  of  this  Realm, 
whether  they  be  Ecclefraftical  or 
Civil,  in  all  caufes  doth  appertain, 
and  is  not,  nor  ought  to  be  fubjeel: 

to  any  foreign  jurisdiction. 

Where  we  attribute  to  the  King's 
Majefty  the  chief  government,  by 
which  titles  we  underftand  the 
minds  of  fome  ilanderous  folks  to 

be  offended  ;  we  give  not  to  ouf 
Princes  the  miniftering  either  of 

God's  Word,  or  ofthe  Sacraments, 
the  which  thing  the  injunctions 
alfo  lately  fet  forth  by  Elizabeth  our 
Queen  do  moft  plainly  teftify  ;  but 
that  only  prerogative  which  we  fee 
to  have  been  given  always  to  all 
godly  Princes  in  holy  Scriptures  by 

God  himfelf  •,  that  is,  that  they 
mould  rule  all  eftates  and  degrees 
committed  to  their  charge  by  God, 
whether  they  be  Ecclefiaftical  or 
Temporal,  and  reftrain  with  the 
civil  fword  the  llubborn  and  evil 
doers. 

The  Biihop  of  Romehzth  no  jurif- 

dic~tion  in  this  Realm  of  England. The  laws  of  the  realm  may 
punilli  Chriftian  men  with  death, 
for  heinous  and  grievous  offences. 

It  is  lawful  for  Chriftian  men,  at 
the  commandment  of  the  Magi- 
ftrate,  to  wear  weapons,  and  ferve 
in  the  wars. 

XXXVIII.  OfChrtfianMen'sGoods, which  are  not  common. 

THE  Riches  and  Goods  of 
Chriftians  are  not  common, 

as  touching  the  right,  title,  and 
pofTeilions  of  the  fame,  as  certain 

Anabaptifts  do  falily  boaft.  Not- 
withftanding,  every  man  ought,  of 
fuch  things  as  he  poiTefleth,  libe- 

rally to  give  alms  to  the  poor ;  ac- 
cording to  his  ability. 

XXXIX.  Of  a    Chriflian  Man's Oath. 
S  we  confefs  that  vain  and 

rafh  fwearing  is  forbidden 
Chriftian  men  by  our  Lord  Jefus

crament of  the  Lord's  Sup- 

per is  not*  a  converting,  but 
a  confirming  Ordinance,  in- 

tended to  preferve  and  in- 
creafe  that  fpiritual  Life  and 
Grace  which  we  received  at 
our  Baptifm  :  So  that  when 
we  come  to  the  holy  Com- 

munion,  we  come   thither 
fortfiefh  Supplies  of  Graces 
and    Goodnefs,    "  for    the

As  our  natural   Bodies  are

Wine;  Bread  being  the  Staff 
of  Life,  and  Wine  the  moll 
fovereign     Cordial     (when 
taken  in  due  Proportion)  to 
chear  and  rejoice  the  Heart. 
And  thus  our  Souls,  by  this 
Sacrament,  are  fortified  and 
ftrengthened    with    Grace, 
Wifdom,  Courage,  and  all

and  Benefit  of  it  are  great ; 
the  Comfort  of  it,  becaufe 
it  does  not  only  reprefent  to

Blood   to  be  fried  for  us  ; 
but  it  likewife  feals  to  us  all 

thofe  BlefTings  and  Benefits 
which    are    purchafed   and 
procured  for  us  by  his  Death 
and    Paflion ;    namely,   the 
Pardon  of  Sin,  and  Power 
againft  it.     The  Benefit  of 
frequent  Communion  is  alio 
of  great  Advantage,  becaufe 
hereby  we  are  confirmed  in, 
all  Grace  arvlOoodnefs,  and our 
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our  Resolutions  to  live  in 

Obedience  and  Conformity 

to  God's  Laws  are  ftrcngth- 
ened,  and  the  Grace  of  God's 
holy  Spirit,  to  do  his  Will, 
is  hereby  conveyed  to  us : 
It  is  the  fovereign  Remedy 
againft  all  Temptations,  by 
mortifying  our  PaiHons,  and 
by  fpiritualizing  our  Affec- 

tions :  In  a  Word,  it  is  the 
fikelieft  Method  to  make 

our  Bodies  the  Temples  of 
the  Holy  Ghoft,  and  to  pre- 

pare our  Souls  for  the  En- 
joyment of  God  to  all  Eter- 

nity. 

And  if  at  any  Time,  thro' 
R*kpfes  after  Receiv-  Ignorance, 
fcg  not  dangerous.  Surprife,or 
the  Violence  of  any  other 
Temptation,  we  mould  fail 
Into  thofe  very  Sins  which 
we  have  repented  of,  and

ever the  wicked  Man  turnetk 

a  zv  ay  from  his  Wickednefs  that 
he  hath   committed,  and  doth 
that  which  is  lawful  and  right, 
he  fhall  fave  his  Soul  alive, 
Ezek.  xviii.  27.    Neither  is 
there  any  Sin,  though  never 
fo  vile  and  heinous  in  its  own 

Nature,  but  mall  be  remit- 
ted and  forgiven,  unlefs  it 

be   that   againft    the    Holy 

Ghoft.     All  Manner  of  Sins,  ' and 
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find  Bfafphemics  Jliall  be  for- 

given unto  Man,  but  the  B'af- 
phemy  againft  the  Holy  Ghcft 
Jliall  not  be  forgiven,  Matt. 
xii.  31,  32.  And  confe- 
quently  this  Sin  of  eating 
and  drinking  unworthily,  in 
the  word  Senfe,  cannot  he 

a  damning  Sin,  becaufe  God 

in  the  Gofpel  (for  Chrift's 
Sake)  hath  promifed  to  for- 

give all  our  Sins,  upon  our 
Repentance,  and  therefore 
this  of  unworthily  receiving 
among  the  reft. 

Some  People,  I  remem- 
ber, have  been  very  much 

concerned  and  difcompofed 
at  their  Devotions,  upon  the 

Repetition  of  fome  itw  Ex- 
preflions  contained  in  the  la  ft 
Exhortation  to  the  Commu- 

nion, namely,  "  — Of  be- 
"  ing  guilty  of  the  Body 
"  and  Blood  of  Chrift  our 

"  Saviour, — of  eating  and 
c<  drinking  our  own  Dam- 
"  nation*, — Not  confidering 
"  the  Lord's  Body,— Kin- 
"  dling  God's  Wrath  againft 
"us, —  Provoking  him  to 
c<  plague  us  with  divers  Dif- 
"  eafes,  and  fundry  Kinds 
"  of  Death.''  Thefe  are 
hard  Sayings,  and  fome  of 
them  too  hard  to  be  under- 

stood :  But,  however,  they 
are  all  avoided  and  efcaped 
by  coming  worthily,  that  is, 

with  Faith  and  Repentance: 
Therefore,  let  not  thefe  ter- 
ribleExpreflions  troubleyou, 
or  detain  you  from  the  Holy 
Communion  :  Repent  and 
believe,  and  you  are  fafe 
and  fecure  from  falling  into 
any  of  thofe  Dangers,  which 
thefe  Sentences  may  Teem  to 
threaten  you  with.  So  that 
the  Want  of  Preparation,  as 
fome  Men  have  allcdged, 
and  in  the  Senfe  they  gene- 

rally take  it,  can  never  be  a 
fufficient  Plea  or  Pretence 

for  their  not  coming  to  the 
holy  Communion ;  becaufe 
after  our  beft  and  ftrideft 

Endeavours  to  prepare  our- 
felves,  we  profefs  (before 
God  and  the  Congregation) 
"  That  we  do  not  come  to 

<c  this  heavenly  Table  truft- 
"  ing  in  our  own  Righte- 
"  oufnefs,  but  in  his  mani- 
<f  fold  and  great  Mercies." 
By  thefe  we  are  invited  to 
come ;  and  to  the  Mercy  of 
God  (through  Chrift)  all  of 
us  muft  flee,  and  take  Sanc- 

tuary in;  who  has  promifed, 
that  he  will  in  no  wife  caft 
out  thofe  that  come  unto  him, 

John  vi.  37.  A  broken  and 
a  contrite  heart,  O  God,  thou 

wilt  not  defpife,  Pfa.  li.  17. 
There  is  nothing  dreadful  in. 
this  Sacrament,  but  to  the 

wilful,  impenitent,  and  per- 
fevering 
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fevering  Sinner,  w  hofe  Con- 
dition is  dreadfui,  and  every 

Page  in  Scripture  is  terrible 
againft  fuch,  whether  they 
come  or  not ;  but  to  the  pe- 

nitent and  humble  Soul,  no- 
thing is  difmal  or  affrighting 

in  this  holy  Feaft  ;  for  there 
is  none  condemned  for  un- 

worthy Receiving,  but  fuch 
who  deferve  it  for  continu- 

ing in  their  Iniquities  ;  and 
this  Impenitence  renders 

even  their  Prayers  an  "  Abo- 
•*  mination  unto  the  Lord." 
Though  they  never  partake 
of  the  Body  and  Blood  of 
Chrift,  they  are  in  equal 
Danger  with  thofe  who  eat 
and  drink  unworthily  ;  nay, 
I  might  fay  in  greater,  be- 
caufe  the  latter  ufe  the  Means 

inObedience  to  ourSaviour's 
Command,  and  the  former 

-wilfully  neglect  that  which 
would  prevent  their  Damna- 

tion, if  rightly  confidered, 
and  timely  applied  to.  The 
fureft  Way,  I  fay,  to  pre- 

vent their  Damnation,  is  to 
receive  the  Sacrament  more 

frequently  than  Men  ufually 
do,  that  by  a  conftant  Par- 

ticipation of  this  fpiritual 
Food  of  the  Living  Bread 
which  comes  down  from 

Heaven,  their  Souls  may 
be  nourifhed  in  all  Goodnefs, 

and  new  Supplies  of  God's 

Grace  and  Holy  Spirit  may 
be  continually  derived  of 
them  for  the  purifying  of 
their  Hearts,  and  to  enable 
them  to  run  the  Way  of 

God's  Commandments  with 
more  Conftancy  and  Delight; 
than  they  did  before.  So 
that  the  true  Confequencc 
of  eating  and  drinking  un- 

worthily, fhould  rather  ex- 
cite our  Care  and  Diligence 

in  this  Duty,  than  delude 
us  with  falfe  Reafonings,  to 

fuch  a  Neglect  as  will  cer- 
tainly increafe  our  Damna- 

tion ;  it  being  certain  that 
God  will  never  caft  any 
Man  into  eternal  Flames  for 

driving  to  do  his  Duty  as 
well  as  he  can.  If  there  be 

firfl  a  willing  Mind,  fays  the 

Apoftle,  /'/  is  accepted  accord- 
ing to  thai  a  Man  hath,  and' not  according  to  that  he  hath

ration, yet  they  may  have 

that  habitual  Preparati6n> 
upon  which  the  great  Strefs 
ought  to  be  laid  in  this 
Matter:  Nay,  even  the  con- 
fcientious  Difcharge  of  a 

Man's  Duty  in  his  Bufl- 
jiefs  may  be  one  of  the  befi 

Qualifications  to  recom- 
mend him  to  God  ;  fince 

every  Man  ferves  God  when 
he  follows  his  Calling  with 

Diligence,  and  obferves  Juf- 
tice  and  Honefty  in  all  his 
Dealings  ;  and  confequently 
the  greater  Danger  and 
Temptation  he  is  cxpofed  to 
through  the  Multiplicity  of 
Bufinefs,  the  more  Need  hath 

he  of  Cod's  Grace  and  Aflif- 
tance,  which  are  abundant- 

ly communicated  to  us  in 
this  holy  Oidinancc  ;  So  that 
Men  of  Bufinefs,  if  they 
have  any  ferious  Thoughts

damental Articles  of  the 

Chriftian  Religion,  contain- 
ed in  the  Apoftles  Creed,and 

alfo  the  End  and  Defign  of 
the  holy  Inftitution.  The 
Benefits  of  our  Saviour's 
Death  and  Pa  (lion  in  this  Sa- 

crament are  indeed  freely  of- 
fered unto  all,  but  only  ef- 

fectually to  Believers.  As 
many  as  received  him,  to  them 
gave  he  power  to  become  the 
Sons  of  Gdd,  even  to  them  that 
believe  in  his  Name,  John  i. 
12.  And  this  is  Life  eternal, 
that  they  might  know  thee  the 
•nly  true  God,  and  Jefus  Chrift 
whom  thou  haft  fent,  John 
xvii.  3.  Ali  that  Chrift  hath 
done  and  fuffered  for  us  Men 
and  our  Salvation,  can  ne- 

ver profit  us  unlefs  we  have 
Faith  to  believe  it:  That 
which  mutt  render  the  Be- 

nefits and  Blefiings  of  the 
Gofpel  effectual  to  our  Sal- 

vation is  our  Faith  in  Chrift. 
Verily,  I  J  ay  unto  you,  faith 
our  Saviour,  he  that  hear  elk 
my  Words,  and  believethon  him 
that  fent  me,  hath  everlafting 
Life,  and  fhall  not  come  into 
Condemnation,  but  is  huffed B  2 

from  Death  unto  Life,  John  v» 
24.  The  ancient  Churches 
accounted  thofe  only  Faith- 

ful that  had  received  the 

Lord's  Supper ;  and  the 
Germans  allowed  none  to 
come  unto  their  Sacrifices 
who  had  loll  their  Shields  ; 
nor  does  our  own  Church 

allow  that  any  of  us  mould 
come  to  this  Chriftian  Sa- 

crifice without  the  Shield  of 

Faith.  "  Draw  near  with 

"  Faith,  fays  the  Prieft,  and 
"  take  this  holy  Sacrament 

"  to  your  Comfort."  And 
this  Faith  hath  God's  Mer- 

cy, through  Chrift,  for  it's 
Object ;  as  the  Fountain  tad 
Foundation  of  all  thofe  in- 

finite Blefiings  and  Com- 
forts which  we  gain  by  his 

Manifeftation  in  the  Fledi: 

And  if  we  enquire  into  the 
Caufe  and  Reafon  of  fo 

much  Mercy  and  Goodnefs 
to  Mankind,  no  other  can 
be  given,  but  the  Riches  of 
his  Mercy,  Eph.  ii.  4.  And 
if  we  further  enquire  how 
this  Mercy  became  ours, 
the  Anfwer  is  plain,  it  was 
through  Chrift,  by  whom 
all  the  Blefiings  of  this  Life, 
and  thofe  of  a  better  are  pur-, 
chafed  for  us,  and  muft  bp 
obtained  through  the  Merits 
and  Interceftion  of  the  holy 

Jefus  :  By  him  we  were  re- 
deemed 
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deemed,  and  according  to  the 
Riches  of  his  Grace  we  have 
ebtained  RemiJJion  of  our  Sins, 
and  through  him  at  left  wefhall 
be  glorified.

But  efpecially 
this  Work  of  our  Redemp- 

tion by  Jefus  Chrift,  which 
to  forget  were  an  Ingrati- 

tude bafer  and  viler  than 

ever  Heathens,  or  Publi- 
cans, the  worft  of  People 

among  the  Jews,  were  known 
to  be  guilty  of  towards  their 
Benefactors.  Matt.  v.  46. 
Herein  is  Love,  not  that  we 
loved  God,  but  that  he  loved 
us,  and  fent  his  Son  to  be  the 
Propitiation  for  our  Sins,  1 

John  iv.  10.  This  is  a  Mer- 
cy far  above  all  other  Mer- 

cies ;  nay,  it  is  even  this 
which  fweetens  all  other 
Mercies  to  us.  Had  there 
been  no  Redemption,  our 
Creation  had  only  made  us 
capableofendlefs  Torments, 
and  it  had  been  better  for  us 

never  to  have  been  born 
than  to  be  born  to  inevitable 

Ruin;  which  mud  have 
been  our  Lot  and  Portion, 

had  not  fc  the  Son  of  God, 
'*  by  his  one  Oblation  of 
"  himfelf,  once  offered  up- 
"  on  the  Crofs,  made  a  full, 
w<  perfect,  and  fufficient  Sa- 
<c  crifice  and  Satisfaction  to 
"  God  for  the  Sins  of  the 
"  whole  World."  The  Con- 

fluences of  this  Redemp- 
tion are  fo  infinitely  great 

and  valuable,  that  it  as 

much  furpafTes  our  Under- 
ftanding  as  it  does  our  Me- 

rits. We  are  to  declare  and 

publiih  to  all  the  World, 
what  God  hath  done  to  fave 
Mankind  from  that  Dam- 

nation which  they  had  de- 
ferved,  and  to  re  (tore  us 
again  to  that  Happinefs  and 
Glory  which  we  could  never 
expect  or  hope  to  enjoy, 
had  not  Chriit  died  for  us. 
O  come  hither  and  hearken, 

all  ye  that  fear  God,  and  I 
will  tell  you  what  he  hath  done 
for  my  Soul,  Pfalm  lxvi.  16. 
Praife  the  Lord,  O  my  Soul, 
and  all  that  is  within  me, 

Praife  his  holy  Name  :  Praife 
the  Lord,  O  my  Soul,  and 
forget  not  all  his  Benefits;  who 
forgiveth  all  thy  Sins,  and 
healeth  all  thy  Infirmities :

If  thou 
bring  thy  Gift  unto  the  Altar, 
and  there  remember  eft  that  thy 
Brother  hath  ought  againft  thee, 
leave  there  thy  Gift  before  the 
Altar,  and.  go  thy  Way,firft  be 
reconciled  to  thy  Brother,  and 
then  come  and  offer  thy  Gift. 
Here  you  fee  that  Chrift  pre- 

fers Mercy  before  Sacrifice. 
And  it  is  generally  agreed 
on  by  the  antient  Fathers, 
hat  thefe  words  of  our  Sa- 

viour do  directly  point  at 
this  Sacrament,  on  purpofe 

to  oblige  all  Communicants 
to  forgive  all  Manner  of  In- 

juries, "  before  they  pre- 
"  fume  to  eat  of  that  Bread, 
<f  or  to  drink  of  that  Cup." 
And  it  is  exprefbly  faid, 
Matt.  vi.  14,  15.  that  our 
Prayers  are  not  accepted,  nor 
our  Pardon  fealed  in  Hea^ 

ven,  until  fuch  Time  as  we 
forgive  Men  their  Trefpajfes ; 
and  to  be  fure  we  can  never 

be  welcome  of  worthy  Guefts

cannot  but  be  more  accept- 
able to  God,  becaufe  there- 

by his  Honour  and  Glory  is 
much  more  confiderably  ad- 

vanced and  maintained  in 

the  World,  than  by  our  pri- 
vate Devotions :  By  thefe 

outward  Signs  and  Tokens , 
we  publicly  declare  to  all 
the  World  that  inward  Re- 

gard and  Efteem  which  we 
have  for  his  divide  Perfec- tions 
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tions  and  Goodnefs  :  here- 
by we  let  our   Light  fo  Jhine 

before  Men,  that  they  may  fee 
ear  good  Works,  and  glorify 
eur  Father  which  is  in   Hea- 

ven, Matt.  v.  1 6.     There  is 
no  Duty  in  Scripture  more 
frequently  commanded,none 

more  earneftly   preffed  up- 
on us,  than  this   of  public 

Prayer.     We  have  the  Ex- 
ample of  all  good   Men  in 

all    Ages    for   it;     and    of 
Chrift     himfelf,    who    was 
daily  in  the  Temple  and  in

Queftion    frequented   thofe 
Places  at  the  ufual    Hours 

of  Prayer,  becaufe  then  he 
had  the  faired  Opportunity, 

from   thofe  public   Affem- 
felies,    to    inftrucl,    and   to 

exhort  to  Faith -and  Repent- 
ance,    idly,  We  may  ex  peel 

greater  Bleffings  and  Suc- 
cefs    to  our    Requefis    and 
Defires,  when    we   join  in 
the   public  Prayers  of  our 
Church,  than  from  private, 
becaufe  our  Saviour  has  in 

a  fpecial   Manner  promifed 
to  fuch  AfTemblies  his  im- 

mediatePreience-,  that  where 
two  or  three  are  gathered  to- 

gether in  his  Name,  there  will 
he  be  in  the  Midft  of  them  ; 
which  he  hath  no  where  faid 

of  private  Prayer,  tho'  both 
are    very  good,  nav,   both 

.  are  abfoiutely  neceiiary  for 

the  beginning  and  ending 
a  ChrilUan  Life:  And  it  is 

a  very  bad  Sign  of  fomc 
evil  Principle  or  other,  for 
any  man  to  be  much  a 
Stranger  at  the  Houfe  of 
Prayer,  which  is  one  of  the 
greateft  BleiTings  and  Privi- 

leges (if  we  know  how  to 
value  the  fame,  that  we  can 
have  in  this  World,  and  has 
always  been  accounted  fuch 
among  all  wife  and  good 
Men.  It  is  certain  that  the 
Turks,  whom  we  call  Infi- 

dels, go  to  their  public  De- 
votion five  Times  every 

Day  ;  and  fhall  not  they  rife 
in  Judgment  agamft  us 
Chrilrians,  who  cannot  af- 

ford to  go  once  or  twice  a 

Day  to  God's  Houfe,  when 
we  have  both  Leifure  and 

Opportunity  ?  If  <Men  fhall 
be  judged  for  every  idle 
Word,  to  be  fure  they  fhall 
not  pafs  unpuni fhed  for  all 
the  Negledls  and  OmifTions 
of  their  Duty  of  tiiis  Na- 

ture.    But  to  proceed  : 
To  this  Duty  of  fervent 

Prayer,  the  Communicant 
fhould  fpend  &adbg*&Af». 

fome  Portion  of  dit^ion. 
Time  in  Reading  and  Me- 

ditation, to  raife  h  s  Soul 

into  a  devout  and  heavenly 
Temper  :  The  proper  Of- 

fice of  Reading,  is  to  gain 
Spiritual  Food  and  Suite- nance, 
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nance,  and  of  Meditation  to 

digeft  it.  Thofe  divine 
Subjects  mod  proper  for  our 
ferious  Contemplation  on 
this  folemn  Occafion,  I 

think,  are  M  our  Saviour's 
"  Sermon  on  the  Mount; 
cf  the  Love  of  God  in  the 

"  Salvation  of  Sinners,  thro* 

"  JefusChrift;  Repentance, 
*  Faith,  Charity;  Death

Thefe  and  the  like,  as  they

vine Worfhip  has  fuffered

The  Pfalms  in  this  Verfion  of  four  Lines  in  a  fingle  Stanr.a, 

and  eight  Syllables  in  each  Line  (if  Pfalms  of  Praife  or  Chear- 
fulnefo)  may  properly  be  fung  as  the  Old  100  Pfalm,  or  to  the 
Tune  of  the  Old  125  Pfalm,  Second  Metre. 

The  Penitential  or  Mournful  Pfalms,  in  the  fame  Meafure, 

may  be  fung  as  the  Old  5  id  Pfalm. 
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
